The shorter
your letter the better, as Congressmen
usually have enough to read without be-
ing troubled with a long letter which
can easily be reduced to & dozen words,
Itis not n to give your reasons
for wanting tha;%okh;or in it‘!f
to give your istory, references,
eta. Secretaries of societies should al-
ways affix the seal of the sociefy to the
let&n unless the secre be person-
ally acquainted with the gressman
or Benstor. Always be sure and give
your full address—Stats, ocounty, city
e Lo e e e e

books always write a separate letter for
each department. Never write to two
different men for the same book, as the
various departments keep a record of all
