A Sr. Perersnurc dispatch says a recent
speech of Gen. Drentelen, Governor of
Kieff, which accused the Jews of slanderin
asserting that the authorities connived at
the anti-Semetic disorders, and ndvised
them to give to the country a little of the
inordinate love they lavish on money, has
caused much sensation. Gen. Drentelen
pointed out that many of the Jews hud
been obliged to return from America, and
were starving in Palestine, but that they
were better off in Russia than anywhere
else, if they only knew it

A pisparc from Panams says that an
earthquake on the morning of the 7th was
the severest ever felt on the Isthmus, and
much property was damaged, but no lives
lost.

NewsrArErR men seem to fight all the
duels in France. BSaysa Paris dispatch:
** Ten contributors of the Citoy.s newspaper
have challenged ten members of the staff
of Le Radical. A difficulty has arisen re-
garding the seconds, but it is not impossi-
ble that the contemplated duels will be
fought."

A Pawama dispatch of September 8,
speaking of the earthquake on the isthmus
on the morning of the 6th, says: *“The
damage done by the sarthquake turns out
to be greater than at first thought. The
cathedral and many of the largest build-
ings were badly injured. The loss in the
city is estimated at several hundred thou-
sand dollurs. Several lives were lost.
There is no communication with Aspin-
wall, either by rail or telegraph, and many
bridges on the line of the road are
broken.”

Tre cholera in Manila isnot abating.
On the 8th inst. there were 170 deaths in
the city and 279 denths in the neighboring
villages.

Axoruer shock of earthguuke was felt
at Panama on the 6th iust. The people
are panic-siricken. People are afraid to
sleep in their houses. Bridges of the
Panamsa Railroad are out of line, and
travel is suspended. Ilunterior towns are
reparted badly damaged.

THE WAR IN EGYPT.

Port Samn, September 6.—General Wolse-
ley has requested the presence of a naval
brigade in the army in order that the navy
may share the honor of the advance, In
complinnce with this request a brigade
consisting of four hundred blue jackets,
ten offirers and a battery of four Gatling
guny will leave Port Baid to-morrow for
Tsmailia. An English train of 300 mules
was attacked near Ramtes to-day by Bed-
ouins. The escort of the train repulsed
the Bedouins. Arabs have thrown the
carcisses of horses and other foul matter
jnto Ismailia Canal, and it is feared the
water will become unfit for drinking.

ALexaxpria, Beptember 6.--A council of

lage. It is almost certain the Ministry
will propose to the powers to appoint an
International Commission to settle  the
claims, the decisions of the Commission to
be final.

Kassassin, Beptember 7.—Major General
Wilkinson and Colonel Buller, with a
body of Indian cavalry and mounted in-
fantry, advanced to within a mile of Tel-
el-Kebir at 8 o'clock this morning, and
took sketches.and made particular obser-
vations of the enemy's position. The
rebel troops were apparently asleep, und
none were seen by the British until the
latter were retiring.

CongranrminorLe, Beptember 7.—It is
stated Lord Dulferin is dissatisfied with the
Bultan's proclamation, inasmuch as, while
it states Arabi Pasha deservesto be declared
a rebel, it does not expresaly proclaim him
as such. Lord Dufferin is still awaiting
instructions from England before signing
the draft of the Anglo-Turkish Military
Convention. It is believed improbable
that any obstacle will arise to preventa
formal signing of the document.

Kassasstx, September 7.—The Egyptian
loss in the outpost affair yesterday was
heavy, considering the briei duration of

the skirmish. This was far the most de-,

termined demonstration made by the ene-
my since the battle at Kassassin, and indi-
cates the near approach of a decisive con-
flict. All our cavalry, with Generals
Lowe and Wilkinson, are now here.

Kassassiy, September 8,—A reconnais-
sance of Tel-el-Kebir was made to-day.
The enemy appeared in force. There were
no casualties. The reconnaissance revealed
to us the enemy’s position from Karraim
to Tel-cl-Kebir, to the extent of aboui five
orsiz'miles. The strengh of the enemy
at both places is now pretty sccurately
known. The Egyptians evidently thought
the reconnaissance was the beginning of
earnést operntions, The enemy are giving
the uglish more tronble than the latter
had anticipated. The Egyptians are now
in possession of four positions from which
the English had driven them.

Arvexanpria, September 8. —It is reported
that Arabi Pasha is ill with dysentery.
Mounted infantry made a spirited recon-
naissante of Mandura yesterday, and came
in contact with the enemy. Bix of the
latter were killed.

Kassassin, Seplember 9.—Firing again
commenced on both sides at seven o'clock
this morning, and continued with great
precision until nine o'clock, when the
enemy retired. By one o'clock the attack
of the enemy had been repulsed, but the
action still continued along the front,
which extends a distance of three miles.
All the troops were out from the British
camp. The British loss is roughly esti-
mated at 100 killed and wounded. Many
shellsfell in the British camp before the
enemy were repulsed. Twenty of toe
enemy’s dead were counted nearone spot.
Numbers of Egyptians are lying about fear-
fally wounded. Our wounded include ten
Lancers held the ground gallantly until
the force arrived. Had the Highland
Brigade come up aud supported them we
could ere now have captured Tel-el-Kebir.
The enemy's force in the engagement
numbered 13,000 men, with twelve guns.
Five guns and many prisoners were cap-
tured. The British during the day, ad-
vanced within range of Tel-el-Kebir. Gen.
Wolseley is at the front, and reports that a
very eflective reconnaizsence of the
enemy s paosition was made during the
engagement to-dmy.

K assassiw, September 10.—Saturday’s re-
pulse of Arabi is regarded & complete suc-
cess by the Dritish, who had never ecalcu-
lnted upon his attacking them in such «
manner. The enemy did not retire until
the British infantry ndvanced. Arabi left
about 200 dead and wounded on the field.
The wounded state that the English right
was attacked by five battalions of infantry
with five guns, and 300 cavalry, under
command of Mahmoud Pasha Sami, from
Salihiyeh. Baturday night passed quietly,
the enemy having disappesared- behind
their euntrenchments. At daybreak of
Bunday the English began to throw up
rifle pits around Kassassin in order to pre-
vent Arabi approaching near enough to
shell their eamap. -

Tuxis, September 10.—An engagement is
reported near Kairuan, with a French loss
of fifty killed, to the Arabs 150.

ADDITIONAL NEWS.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Eeplember 11L.—Tt is
said Granville, British Foreign Secretary,
declines to occept the proposil of the
Porte to land Turkish troope at Port
Said. It is untrue that Lo rd Dufferin is
finding fault with the proclamation
against Arabi Pasha and with the Military
‘Convention, after having obtained the
benefit of the former documents. Lord
Dufferin bas informed the other Ambassa-
dors of the facts in the case.

Kassassin, September 11.—The British
loss in Saturday's engsgement was four
killed and sixty wounded. The Indian

Arexaxpria, September 11.—The Roths-
childs presented the British army in
Egypt twelve tons of tobacco and five
thiousand pipes, which the Khedive allow-
ed to enter duty free.
