AT MONE

A mwoopy tragedy was enacted on the
21st, near Memphis, Tenn. Daniel Town-
send and his wife, Minerva, an aged cou-
ple, while sleeping, were shot and killed
by Alex. Hill, a yonth of twenty years,
who worked on & farm owned by Town-
send. No cause for the desperate deed is
assigned by Hill, who has the appearance
of being soft-brained. All the parties
siept in the same room. The murder was
committed at three o'clock in the morning,
the weapon used being a shot-gun. The
murderer fled in his night-clothes after be
committed the sot, but was soon afterward
arrested and lodged in jail. Both the
criminalsand his victims were colored. .

A case against the Maine Central Rail-
road Company for'carelessly and negligent-
Iy killing Dr. A. J. Pigkard, at Carmel,
Me., December 26th last)at the crossing of
the railroad and a public highway, has
been tried. Dr. Pickard-at the time was
traveling along the highway alone in a
sleigh. The slleged acts of negligence on
the part of the milrond were excessive
speed and failure to whistle and ring the
bells. Verdict, guilty. Forfeiture imposed

Cmanuss G. CEanszns, traveling sales-

In view of the terrible calamity in the
Catholic school, New York, the Chicago
Board of Education bhas decided to have
all the public schools inspected as to their
provisions for escape of the scholars in case
of fire.

A rroMINEST Naugatuck Valley lawyer
has been investigating the State Industrial
Bchool at Middletown, Conn., and the re-
sult has caused no little scandal in that
Btate. It is sald that the institution is lit-
tle better than ahouse of mssignsation. An
investigation will be made, and a shocking
state of affairs is expected to be disclosed.
Of recent inmates, Katie Boughton has
just given birth to an illegitimste child at
the New York City Hospital. Mary
Jessup, of Waldron, has an illegitimate
child six months old. Fannie Tucker,
aged seventeen, is about to be confined,
and Mary Green, aged fourteen, was con-
fined January 1. The lasl three are at the
New Haven Home of the Friendless. 1t
is alleged that these girls were all ruined at
the school, or at places where the school
put them out.

by a band of six disguised men, carried
about a quarter of a mile, lashed to & tree
and severely beaten, the instruments of
torture being hickory witbes. He says he
was punished on account of reporting a
still to revenue officers.

They then re-
leased him, half dead and bleeding pro-
fusely, the blood running like water down
to his feet. The partiesare recognized
moonshiners, and all efforis to capture
them bave proved ‘futile. Cartersville is
but a few miles from Chattanooga, overthe
Georgia State line.

Wyarr Bangsand Fred Waite have been
sentenced at Austin, Texas, to be hanged
March 23, for the murder of Jailer Myser
last May.

A specian dispatch from East Tawas,
Mich., on the 22d, gives the following par-
ticulars of & horrible tragedy: ‘‘An argu:
maent arose between two teamsters, in one
of Brown's lumber camps, regarding who
had hauled the heaviest load of logs.
That night, after most of the men had
retired, as the victor mat beside Lhe
stove with his head bowed down, the
other came in, and with one blow of an
ax completely severed his head from
_hiz body. While the head laid upon the
floor the month and eyes opened and
closed once or twice. The cry of murder
given, sixty men hurriedly arose from bed,
saw the fearful deed, and without further
ceremony took & log chain and hung the
murderer to the first tree, and will not al-
low him to be taken down until the arrival
of the Bheriff A later repori states that
an attampt of men from an adjoining camp
to cut the body down resulted in a riot, in
which seven men were killed. The camp
is twenty-six miles northeast of Tawss."

A rew days since a newly purchased

LATER NEWS.

Tae United States Benate on the 24th,
upon taking up the Legislative, Executive
and Judimal Appropriation bill, found oc-
casion for discussion in the proposed in-
crease of the Public Printer’s salary, the
question being the influence of the Typo-
graphical Union on the management of the
Government printing office. The bill was
passed with the committee amendments.
The House passed the bills to forbid the im-
portation of adulterated teas, to take the
duty off articles imported for the Loulsville
and Denver Expositions, and the Bundry
Civil bill, from which were omitted the
proposed appropriations for the heirs of the
late members elect, Kerrone, of Louisiana,
and Updegraff, of Ohio. The majority and
minority reports of the Mississippi Com-
mittee were filed.

Tae Ohio River at Cincinnati was still on
the decline on the 25th, but heavy rains
were reported throughout the wvalley the
day and night previons, which may
temporarfly check the decline. The Mis-
sissippi is rising at all points below
Memphis and reporta come of great
damage being sustained by the plan-
ters in the country known as the St
Frances Biver bottoms, which extends
from New Madrid to 8t. Helena, Arkansas,
and from the Mississippi River west to
Crowley's Ridge. The water throughout
this region is passing very rapidly,and will
soon have inundated the entire country.
There will _be lost large quantities of coi-
ton seed and stock, besides damage to
farms by the washing away of fences. The
overflow in that section will be as serious
a8 was the overflow of last spring, and the
inhabitants will be put to the necessity of
moving out or occupying the upper stories
of their cabins.

An Alarm of Fire in a New York Paro.
chial School Causcs & Panlc Among the
Little Scholars—The Frightened Chil-
dren Leap or Fall Down the Stalrway,
and Sixteen of Them are Killed and Sev-
eral Othors Seriously Injured—Fitiable
Bcenes.

“New Youx, February 20,

No. & class, overcome by the peril of her
sharges, swooncd away. This class immedl-
ately bocame panic-kteicken, broke away from
all restraint, threw the other rapldly-marching
2'asses into confusion, and all rushed for the
bati-way. On the stairs, slready crowded, a
deadly erush took ploce. Tho railing of the
stairs broke, and & mass of struggling children
was precipiinted to the floor below. The little
ones fell in n packed mass, one-upon another,
from four to five deep. The poliee and fire-
men, who had already b2en summoned, ar
rived; but their work of rescne was much
bampered by the frightened children, who
continued to fall or leap from the stairway,
those in front being crowded over the brokem
balustrade by those behind, still struggling to
ro ch the exit.

The fire from whick the smoke spread
through the buillding, bring’'ng such terrible
resul's to the innocent pupHs, was of a most
trivial character. Itstarted among & mnss of
Eweepings in the closet beneath the sialrs
leading m the second to the
the enast side of the bul'ding.

Scientific Meddlinz.

A man in Port Jervis, N. Y., in De-
cember last was caught between two
cars and was taken home in a helpless
condidion, apparently paralyzed from
the waist down. He was also labor-
ing under the weight of two additional
misfortunes. He had taken out
seversal accident insurance policies, and
he is said to have had an unfavorable
reputation. For both hedid ample pen-
ance. He washeld to be shamming, aud
scientific investigation was set at work.
“Needles were thrust to the bone in
his limbs and deep incisions were muide
with lances. He submitted, to these
tests twenty-eight different times with-
out evineing the slightest physical pain."
The scientific investigators not being
satisfied, wished to administer anws-
thetics, so that the control of the nerves
might be destroyed, but the subject re-
fused to consent. At this point one
doctor whose curiosity was sated, with-
drew, believing the man's lower ex-
tremeties to be really paralyzed and
without feeling, a conclusion that ap-
pears highly reasonable, But more in-
quisitive scientists arrived in the inter-
ests of the insurance company. The
applied a powerful current from & gal-
vanic battery. There were Lwo results,
ssa, glight upward motion of one big toe"
and “‘the burning of the flesh deeply"
by a portion of the wire which was un-
covered. A “bottle of boiling water”

“and a piece of ice were then passed up

and down the patient's legs, but he said
that he felt no sensation of heat or cold.
“For the next testthe doctor took a pair
of sharp-pointed dividers or ealipers and,
spreading them apart, thrust one point
in the subject’s leg and made a circle in
the flesh with the other. This was done
in several places. The patient did got
winece under the test.”’ The scientifio
investigators declined to say what they
thought of the result. Neither are the
thoughts of the patient chronicled.

It is to be regretted that the doctors
eaid nothing, because it would be pleas-
ant to know that scientific curiosity was
for once fully satisfied. Probably this
will not occur, however, until the man's
lower extremeties have been cremated
in a blast furnace, or run through a
stamp mill. As for the patient, his en-
thusiasm over accident insurance poli-
cies has undoubtedly materially subsidea.
Scientifically it was a very inieresting
case. But if this thirst for scientific in-
quiry increases, no citizen can be sure
when he is safe.—N. ¥.
