Madison Sql?m was long astir and
troops of i:iF tssers wers ftrailing up
Twenty-th street as early ns hall-past
T o’clock, when an officer on horseback
dashed up to the ladies’ entrance of the
Fifth Avenue Hotel and, dismounting, took
his stand at the door. The pearl-grey sash,
denoting an aide of General Hancock was
across his breast. The officer was Colonel
H of General Hancock’s staff. He
was followed shortly by a mild-lookin

eman in miki uniform, who

The ecrowd then surged around toward
the main portal of the hotel, which shortly
became impassable. Inside an increasing
throng of gold-laced and uniformed men
blocked every hall and corridor. In the
main hall General Sherman, tall, erect and
smoking a big cigar, was the center of an
admiring thron He stood ina group of
naval officers, chatting pleasantly with old
friends. The party were all in full uni-
form, and attracted universal attention,
that ling;zed only for a mrment when a file
of attendants of the Japanese Minister en-
tered. The big marble hall was completely
choked with humanity long before 8o’clock.

In the big parlors, up-stairs, all was stir
and bustle. hile the President and his
Cabinet Ministers were at breakfast in one
end of the building, and the Grant family
quietly preparing for the pageant at the
other end, committees, organizations and
delegations gathering and getting ready,
here, there and everywhere, Badges,
sashes, and military orders found way for
the members in the seemingly inextricable
confusion of swarming hnmnnitr. In a

diet little parloroff the ladies’ parlor,
?ndng the square, & up of serions men,
most of them gray-haired and old, but
nearly all erectand of vigorous physique,
werse pumuE on broad silken sashes of
white and black. They were the pall-
bearers, and wers a striking group.

General Bherman, summoned up from
his friendly confab below, resplendent in
military toggery, stood in friendly conver-
sation with & tall man, in whose white
mustache and chin beard snd soldierly bear-
ing one recogmnized at a glance the gallant
Confederate General Buckner, from whom
Grant wrested his first hard-won laurels at
Fort Donelson. (jeneral Buckner was in
ordinary black citizen's dress. A smaller
man, similarly attired, at the other end of
the room, whose gray hairs formed a strik-
ing contrast to the leonine mane and fierce
black mustache of General Logan, with
whom he was talking, was the famous
General *‘Joe"” Johuson, the bravest of the
brave, who succumbed to General Grant's
sword. Hamilton Fish was not among the

Il-bearers. He was sick, and the i-
g:nt had appointed A. J. Drexel, of Phila-
delphia, in his stead. Atthelast moment
it was said that Admiral Worden had been
i];pointed a pall-bearerin place of Admiral

WAaT.
At half-past 8 o’clock Colonel Hodges
snmmoned the pall-bearers to their car-
ringea. The President's carriage, drawn
gix horses, was called up to the door
next, but it had fully an hour to wait. The
President had signified his intention of
riding with Secretary Bayard. He was at
that time, having finished his brealkfast,
nietly conversing in his parlors,on the
ﬁnm floor, with ex-Governors Cornell and
Robinson, who had called. In anticipation
of his coming out, an enormous crowd,
which the police found it difficult to man-
age, gathered opposite the hotel entrance
on Twenty-third street, and yellsof “Here
they come!” went up every time a delega-
tion of Grand Army veterans, a Guberna-
torial delegation or a committee of State
delegates, who burrowed in the big hotel
apparently in countlessnumbers, came out.
'Phe Grant family were quietly gathered
in their parlors overlooking the square,and
ras were rigidly excluoded from the
hall leading to their rooms. Mrs. Grant
had not ved, and it was announced that
she would not attend the funeral, but bad
concluded to stay at Mt. McGregor. Bhe
was reported by Dr. Newman to be still
weak and ill, though not conflned to her

bed.

At 9:20 o’clock President Cleveland called
his Cabinet together and arrangements
were made for the order in which they
were to leave the hotel to take their places
in the procession. The hands on the clock
in front of the hotel pointed to five minutes
after 10 o’clock when General Hancock and
General Bhaler rode under its windows at
the head of the procession.

The sun was reflected from the masze of
glittering gold on the uniforms of their
staff as ittrooped on behind, followed by
the regulars, who, in passing, reversed
arms, while the bands pla; mournful
dirges. Along the line of *he avenue,

National Guard were drawn up, guns
were shouldered as the General passed.

The iments of the First Divizion
stretch southward from near Twenty-
eighth street, in a continuous line,
on the east side of Fifth avenue,

& In the crowd the utmost good naturs pre-
valled. Everybody made room for every=
body else, to the extent of his ability, and
1o harsh words were heard. The showy
white helmets and cream-colored jackets of
Twenty-second Regiment of State troo
made a continuous double file fronting the
hotel. To the north of it the First and
Becond Batteries, handsomely mounted,
held the avenue as far as Twenty-sighth
strest. Throoghout the line the crowd was
s0 dense that Ft.- power to exercise pressure
had passed. Where it stood it remnined,
an inert mass from sheer inability to move
a foot. Even the policemen were walled
—and finding their occupation gone, stood
still with the rest, part and parcel of the
immowable t .

tion. These filled the carriages.

Then came the representatives of the
different de ents of the National Gov-
ernment. Next came the Governors of
Btates with their stafls, and the representa-
tives of various cities.

8 er Carlisle and ex-Speaker Ran-
dall rode with Congressmen Hiscock, of
New York, and Read, of Maine. One car-
riage held Congressmen John D. Lnn%., of
Massachusetts; Randolph Tucker, of Vir-
ginia; Ben Busterworth, of Ohio, and Gen-
eral ﬁing. of Louisiana.

The Senatorial delsgation paired off as
follows, the Benators riding in twos: Bena-

Congressmen Bliss, of Brooklym, and
Ward, of Chicago, rode together, and Gen-
eral Bingham, of Pennsylvania; Whesler,
of Alabama, and Lawry, of Indiana, were
in one coach. One of the carri con-
taining members of General Grant’s mili-
tary staff, carried General Horace Porter,
General Rufus Ingalls, C. B. Comstock and
Wm.

and still has in his possession the ariginal
draft of the terms of the surrender in
Grant’s hmdwrltlnﬁ. It was given him as
a keepsake by his chief.

The catafalque passed Twenty-third
street at 1 o’clock sharp. The hum of ex-
pectation that it was settled asit

by, and all heads were uncoversd.
y heads were bowed, and an old ne;

woman who somehow had been pushed for-
ward to the curb and stood thers wedged in,
essayed vainly to kneel, with tears stream-
ing down her wrinkled face. Bhe was held
fast by the crowd and could not stir. Ona
uleq;_-nph pole on the corner of Broadway
and Twenty-third street were perched not
less than twenty-eight spectators.
As soon as the cal llq]ue had passed the

: containing Colonel Fred Grant,
his wife and sister fell in, and the mourners’
coaches Tell T{Jielﬂ in line without eonfu-
sion. Both Mr. Cleveland and Mr. Hen-
dricks had tired of the long wait, after sit-
ti in their carriages stared at by the
curious crowd till half-past 11 o’clock, and
retired to their rooms the hotel. The
carriages had remained at the door.
Almost the last carriage had wheeled in-
to line at Twenty-third street when there
fell in behind one containing anofficer with
a broad gold band across his breast. Two
erutches stood up in the carriage beside
him nniftmclaimed his npame as the gold
scarf had pronounced his rank. He was
Major General Daniel Sickles. Following
behind the crippled veteran’s carriage
there trod a seemi.ngly endless “army with
banners’ without show or gold or glitter,
but with the armless sleeves, the limping
gait and scarred faces that stirred men’s
minds as they passed with deep and
strong emotion. These wers the dead
hero's comrades who shared his dan on
the fleld of battle, had marched mf;ﬁ his
victorions banners over many a road and
now walked with him to his last resting
place, so many of them soon to follow,
sadly, yet ;}mndly they walked once more
together. They were old men, most of
them, but they walked bravely and kept
op with th:j’oungent. Bome carried canes,
more walked without support of any kind.
All had their badges veiled with crape and
wore bows of crape on the left arm. Their
tattered banners were veiled in black, and
many postas carried as distinctive badges,
sprigs of myrtle or evergreens on their
breasts. The procession seemed upending,
stretching southward as far as the eye
could reach. The streets all the way to
the tomb were packed with people, and as
the right of the ~olumn approached the
tomb, the dull reverberations of the guns
from the men-of-war could be heard, and
the trrops broke column from the left,
marching to the right or east side of the
road. After forming in line arms were
presented and the catafalque slowly
assed.
The crowd on Fifth Avenue remained on
the sidewalks with remarkable persistency
until the long parade had passed. There
were a few cases of heat prostration in the
ranks, but so far ns known none fatal. The
regimental ambulances were called into
requisition for slight cases perhaps half a
dozen times. At the corner of Fifty-
seventh street, where the line turned to the
west, the crowd swelled from the sides to
the open way, and blocked the thorough-
fare on twenty occaslons.

There was some trouble when the cata.
falque reached that point. Everybody was
more interestei in the approach of this
than in any other part of the procession.
It was watched for blocks away, its con-
splcuous height making it plainly visible
as far as Fiftieth street. As it neared the
corner the crowd naturally bulged into the
highway, and the officers had to threaten
with their clubs to maks the spectators re-
e, and it was a difficult process.

The people were amd{nglght and ten
deoz). and some of those in nt had raised
their nmbrelias to keep off the sun’s rays.
Bome women stood with babes in arms, and
fathers had hoisted their little ones to their
shoulders. The obstructions were numer-
and thoss the

ous, at Tear
wate becoming indignant, But
as the catafalgue came up annoy-

ance was forgotten, and only respect was
felt. As it was, the leadersof the horses
waere ordered to make a sweeping turn, and
that was the only way in which the imter-

ested gathering could be driven back. The
people fell bnei from the horses as though
& spirit had appeared and erdered shelr re-

uncovered until the body passed.

AT THE TOMB.

Beneath a fir tree at the crown of the
knoll rested a small charcoal furnace, and
near it were the tools and materials with
which to seal the leaden lining of the
cedar case into which the casket and re-
mains of General Grant should be placed.
Down the slope of the vault was a port-
able furnace, such as is used by workmen
for heating bolts. In a group near by were
five men, mechanics who should rivet fast
the steel casket, within which both coffin
and cedar box shounld finally be preserved.

The steel case rested upon two marble
blocks 2 1-2 feet high, 3 feet wide, and 18
inches thick. Bim marble blocks had
been sunk in the floor, flush with the aor-
ame, and upon those the remains of Mrs.

rant are expected to repose.

Soon after one o’clock drums beat, and
i‘.he hlaredoé' l.r'lt:m Js; heard from the
OWer en the par! carriage came
in view.

The car stopped abreast the tomb, and
the guard of honor ascended to bear down
the casket. Colonel Beck formed his two
companiee of escort in a hollow square, be-
tween the tomb and the hearse. The
family carriages had drawn near. Their

GRANT'S LAST RESTING PLACE.

The site chosen for General Grant's tomb
is one of the most picturesque spots in the
country. It isona hollorulmﬂnm
130 feet above, the Hudson River.
it the Hudson,with its ever changing pano-
rama of boats, can be seen for twenty miles
to the north. To the east ia the valley of
Manhattanville and that portionof New
York City that is destined to be the ultra
fashionable guarter. To the south can be
seon the harbor of New York, and looki
west across the Hudson are the grand Pali-
sades, and from here can be seen the clump
of trees that mark the spot where Hamil-
ton fell in his duoel with Asron Burr. The
hotel called the Claremont, a few hundred
fest south of here, was built at the close of
the last century,and is historical as having
numbered among its guests Thomas Jeffer-
son, Alexander Hamilton and Asron Burr.
From this site the monument can be seen
by the many thousands of tourists who
come to New York by way of the Hudson.

‘The casket was placed in a cedar box oz
one and one-half inch material before being
placed in the steel case.

THE TEMPORARY VAULT.

The above is a very excellent picture of
the temporary vault which was constructed
in less tg‘;n a week, and is quite a building
feat, considering the time that is necessary
for mortar and %nrick to set. The founda-
tion is of concrete Portland cement., cover-
ing the whole area of sixteen feet. The sur-
face to the level of the ground is built of
common brick. The sides above the ground
for three feet are laid up on the face with
Philadelphin and black brick, set in black
mortar., There will be, first, two courses
of black brick, then Philadelphin pressed
brick, then black brick again, then Phila-
delphia pressed brick, then black brick,
then four courses of Philndelphia pressed
bricks then black brick, then a blue stone
facing four inches thick, then red brick of
four courses and then black brick.

The arch or top of the vault is also made
of common brick and covered with asphalt,
the inside of the wault being lined with
white enameled brick. The whole of the
brick is set in Portland cement. The vault
will be surmounted by a granite keystone
and block and metal cross. Onu the outside
the vault is seventeen feet long and thirteen
feet wide. The buttresses are twelve
inches square outside. The total height
above ground is nine feet four inches, and
below ground four fest. The structure
will be thirteen (eet by nine feet in the
clear. The walls are one foot four inches
thick. The iron door opening into the
vaunlt wiil befour feet wide by six fest
high, the concrete being twelve inches
deep and the facilities for drainage excel-
lent.
