Mint Report.

Wasmixoros, October 30,—The report
of the Director of the Miut contains the re-
plies from foreign Governments to the in-
terrogatories propounded througn the De-
partment of Stats, in regard to the coinage
productive anrl monetary saffairs of those
countries. The Director estimates the
production of the world to have been
during the calendar year: Gold
$95,000,000, and silver calenlated in
most cases at its coining value
at §115,000,000. This is an increase of abount
$1,800,000 on the production of 1853 in gold,
and a falling off of about the same amount

silver, but is a falling off of $4,5600,000 in

from the calender year 1832, and an
age of about the same amount in silver.
Bo far as advices have been received, coin-
age was executed in eighteen countries of
the world, amounting in round numbers to
nearly $100,000,000 in gold and $80,000.000 in
silver. As heretofore, the United States
Eas been the largest colner of ‘both metals.
The coinage of gold in Australia was only
$1,800,000 less thnn that of the United
Btates, and that of Russia was within
000,000 of it. Germany coined nearly
4,000,000 and Great Britain over $11,000,-
In the coinage of silver, Mexico was
bat little behind the United States, havin
coined $35,M00,0. The silver coinage o
India was only $18,800,000—a very lurge
decline from the coinage of that country of
recent years.

FOUND GUILTY.

A Sentence to the Penitentiary for Ten
Years for Grand Larceny Likely.

NEw Yomrgk, October 28.—The trial of
Ferdinand Ward was continued to-day.
George J. Chambers, stenographer in the
case of Holt against Warner, and George
E. Spencer, cashier of the firm of Grant &
Ward, were examined briefly, but their
testimony developed nothing new. The
prosecution then rested. Bx-Judge Coch-
ran opened for the defense. He said that
his client had beenhourded by the press,
by financial men and by membersof a
prominent family, but the jury bad
only to consider the evidence and
render a verdiet accordingly. Fish was
a conviet, and his condition when sworn
as & witness preventad his being
liable for perjury or anyvthing less than
murder. Fish comes animated by venom
and swears to dnything that comes into
his bead. Fish’s testimony counld not be
considered without corroborative testi-
mony. Upon the evidence a wverdiect of
guilty was impossible. William 8. War-
ner, for the defense, testified that he knew
Ward and recognized the check for
T’ which Le bad received in the or-

¥ course of business. Aftercertifica-
tion by the Marine Bank it was depos-
ited in the American Exchange Bank.
On cross~exsmination Warner said that
be bad received the check in Ward’s pri-
vate office. & amount was the &mﬂ: on
certain investments with Grant & Ward on
Government contracts. Tne differsnces
due on the investments resulted in his get-
ting the check for $71,800, All the contracts
wera made direct with Ward in his private
office. On May 5 he recrived a contract for
a much larger sum than $71,500, which only
represented the profit on the old transac-
tion. Mr. Warner did not know where the
countracts wers, but thomght that possibly
he bhad some in his possession. Julien
T. Davies,. the _regeiver for the
firm of Grant & Ward, testified that he
took posession of the assets of Grant &
Ward on May 8§, 1884. In one package,
where 125 bonds should have besn, 124 werse
found to bemissing. Wm. C. Smith testi-
fled that between May 8 and May & he had
been negotiating loans for the firm of
Grant & Ward, but did n.t know what be-
came of the money renlized. This witness
virtually closed the cass for the defepse.
General Tracy for the defen-e, offered to
allow the jury to test whether or notone
could use the telephone and another stand-
ing by him could distinguish voices. Gen-
eral Tracy summed up the evidence for the
defense, laving particolar arress upon the
fact that Fish, as a convier, was not amen-
able to any penalty for perjury,and hold-
ing that he was urged on by vindictive
batred gf the accused.

Land Warrants Issued to Soldiers of the
War of 1812 Prima Faocie Evi-
denoa of Service,

Sapplemental Instructions to Postmasters
in Regard to Special Delivery Service.
Robate on Jute Backs—

Capital Notes.

IMPORTAXT DECISIONS.

WaAsHINGTON, October 29.—In section 8
of an act of Congress approved March 9,
1878, it is “‘provided, that when any person
has been granted a land warrant under any
actof Congress for and on account of serviee
in the war of 1812, such a grant shall be
prima facie evidence of his service and hon-
orable discharge so as to entitle him, if liv-
ing, to a pension under this act; butsuch
evidence shall not be conclusive, and may
be rebutted by evidence that such a land
wagmant was improperly granted.

In the case of & widow of & soldier of the
war of 1812, whose husband during his lite-
time was granted Loth a land warrant and a
pension, Commissioner Black has recently
decided that it would be a great hardship to
require, after the lapse of so many years, new
evideuce to re-establish the faet, character
and period of service which had previously
been determined by competent authority, the
prima facle ease provided for by the statute
having thus been supplemented and strength-
ened, and hence the widow’s claim for pen-
sion should be allowed, and no attempt ade
to rebut the evidence upon which her hus-
band's clalm for bounty land and pension
had been granted.

In other cases, however, in which no pen-
sion had been sllowed the soldier, and where
only the prima facie cases made by the law
exist, the matter of pension never having
been adjodicated, the” Commissioner held
that these were cases of first lmpression, so
far as claims for pensions are coneerned; and
as it appears that the husbands of the claim-
ants were not in the service for fonrteen
days during the war of 1812, and the pre
ponderance of evidence being that they
were not in any engagement in that war,
the prima faeie ease created by the statute
is overcome, and the applications for pen-
slons in those cases will be rejected.

The question hes been presented to the
First Comptroller for his decision, whether
the difference of commissions heretofore
withheld from purchasers of private die
stamps under the rulings of his predeces-
sors shall now be refunded in accordance
with the decision of the Supreme Court in
the case of Swift Company vs. United
States, where the right fo such differrence
occurred beyond the six years’ Ilimitation
prescribed for Instituting suit in the Court
of Claims. The difference in question
arises in the mode of computing the com-
missions in the one case the amount of cash
deposited in payment for the stamps sand in
the olher ense on the amount of stamps
purchased, and amounting to $9.08, against
the purchaser for every 31,000 of stamps
purchased. 2

The Comptroller decides that the decision
of the Supreme Court only applies in cases
arising thereafter, and also in those cases
where the right to the dlfference theretolore
aseribed within the six vears limitation, and
that in these cases where the six years have
oxpired, the rulings of his predecessors ara
binding upon him, and hence the court
being unable to grant relief it can only be
liad by the action of Congress upon the mat-
ter. The amount invelved under this do-
cision Is about $388,000.

Thinl Assistant Postmaster General Hazen
has issued supplemental instructions to post-
masters in regard Lo the special delivery
sevviee. These instructions are the result
of observation of the practieal operation of
the system and are intended to cover any
defects in the ariginal Instructions. Tn the
amended instructions postal cards andsealed
packages are included in the matter that
may be sent as first-class matter;: Sunday is
excluded from the special delivery days:

masters arve to report monthly instead of
weekly and are to make armangements for
special delivery where the business does not
justify messengers, but for this service are
not to pay more than allowed by law. The
other changes are merely nominal and with
the exceptions noted the original circular of
September 26 is still in foree.

Trees and Electricity.

Mr. Percy Smith writes to the Len-
don Times that * the most probable
cause of the liability of certain trees to
be struck by lightning is that they are
bad conductors of electricity. 'The
suggestion that oak trees are struck
because they contain irom is both
erroneous and absurd. If oak did con-
taim iron, it would, in all probability,
inerease ils comslucting power and aci
as a preservative. If osk contained an
estimable quautity of that metal, the
wood would turn black on exposure to
air, on account of the taunin which is
present. This blackening may be seen
surrounding the iron nails in any oak
fence. The contour of the ground, na-
ture of the soil and the presence or
absence of water have more influence
in deciding the locality of an electric
discharge than the height of a tree
Add to this the difference in conducti-
bility between varions woods and ws
have at once an explanation of the ap-
me peculiarity of tall trees escap-
ng unharmed while shorter trees are
dsatroyed.’’

ANOTHER HERO GONE.

Sudden Death of the Last Survivor of
the Great Commanders.

The Summons Comes to General George
B. MeClellan on the Day of a Pro-
posed Reception.

REw Yong, October 29,—General George B.
McClellan, the Inst survivor of the great
commanders of & war only twenty years
closed, died very suddeniy at three o’clock
this morning at his beautiful country seat in
Orange Mountain. Only the day b. fore he
wus npparently in as robust health ns & man
in his fifty-ninth year could expect to be.
He drove from his villa down town, met
n number of friends, returned home
and ate a hearty supper, and not until
jus=t before he retired for.the night was he
ftlucked by the nournlgic pains about the
heart that eaused his death five hours later.
About three weeks Lefore he had felt the
acute pains inthe region of the heart, but his
physicinn, Dr. John 5. Leonard, easily gave
relief. pnd no serious results were anticipat-
ei. The General continued to goout very
wmuch, as he had always done, and only lust
woek was present at the Essex County bunt.

His daughter avd her cousin, Miss sfarcy,
ent with him until he started to retire, = little
betore 11 o'clock. A wmoment later he was
heard groaning on the stnirs. Mrs. MeClel-
ian. the young ladies and servants, ran to
hi=s usssistance, and bhe was carriod to his
TOOm He compltined of neute pains
about his heart, and almost Jjost con-
soiousness through their viclence. Dr.
Leonard was instuntly called for by tele-
phone. and in a little while he was with his
patient. Such remedies as medical skill sug-

ested were tried, nnd the paio was alleyiated
orthe moment only to retura with Increased
violence. For the four hours the strong con-
stitution endured the severs torment. Just
befofe theend theterrible oppression seemed
lifted from his chest, he breathod freely once
more and suid to those about his bedside: “1
feel more comfortable now."”

I.ilut a fow minutes later he was past all
pain.

Through all the paroxysm of the night the
wife, dnughter and niece sat by the bedside,
and when the dying soldier's eyes unclosed,
after inoments of thankful unconscipusness
they always opensd upon the ones he loved
best. 5o through the night the struggie
went on untfl the change that came at
8 o'clock. The physician knew what that

remonitory symptom megut, and for the
ast time the wife und daughter said
bye. At 5:0 the feeble Huttering o
pulse went out altogether. The death was
g0 sudden that no preparations have been
mude for the funeral. The famlily are in-
clined to prefer 4 private interment, but will
