Pennsylvania Towns in a
Condition.

The Susquehanna River Higher Than For
Years, With Usual Damage.

'tLAXCASTEB, Pa., January 6. The flood
'in the, Susquehanna reached Columbia
this morning, and the rise is higher than
for twenty years. The water is np to the
back of r the Columbia & Fort Deposit
Railroad, and the Pennsylvania" & Tide-
water Canal and the river are one body of
water. Fred Keller, a young man of Co-

lumbia, fell into the river this morning
and was drowned.

Maucr Chunk, Fa., January 6. The dam-
age here by the freshet is greater than hat
been reported. This morning the Lehigc
River and the creek that passes through tniy
town were even, and every cellar on Broad-wa-y

was half full of water. The water in
the Lehigh Valley Building was four
feet deep. Long before this the dam
at Strob's foundry gave way, and
a raging torrent rushed through the streets.
The merchants on Broadway were busy
from 1 to 5 A. M., carrying their goods from
the basements to the upper floors. Mat-
ter were made worse in several parts of
the town by the walls of the creek giving
way. In many cases not only were the
cellars filled with water, but the contents
of rooms on the first floor were floating
about. Trains are still running.

Pittsburgh, Pa.. January 6. All danger
of a flood here has passed, as the waters
are receding.- - The river reached twenty-thre-e

feet at 2 o'clock this morning, and
covered the flats on the north and south
aides, but no serious damage was done.

Havre Db Gbacb, Ms., January 6. The
Susquehanna at this point is higher than
at any time since 1865.'; One hnndred
thousand logs have broken loose, and are
being swept down the river.

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FIGHT WITH FUGITIVES.

Desperate Prisoners Escape From Jail and
Seek Security in a

After Being Wounded
and Nearly Frozen.

Wayxbbbobo, Ga., January 10. A special
guard has just returned from the swamp
ou the Savannah River with Jerry Traver,
one of the escaped prisoners, who
was badly wounded in the effort
to capture him. The escape from jail
took place at 4 o'clock, Wednesday morn-
ing. A fire wae kindled in the second floor,
and a bole burned through, by which the
prisoners escaped down stairs. By means
of an iron bar the front door was broken
open. Wm. Garvin, the murderer of Bill
Hankinson. was heavilv ironed with a
chain around hrs neck and made fast to the
center of his cell. This was broken, and
Garvin earned his necklace and cqain with
him. Garvin isytbe man who, some weeks
ago, alter knung bis victim, took
tne DOdy, ironed, ana enaeavorea to sins
it in the current of the Savannah River.
Deuutv Sheriff Zorn. as soon as he learned
of the escape, summoned a posse and went
in pursuit last night. He found Wm. Gar-
vin and several of his companions camping
In the-- woods on the esavannan raver, near
the scene of his murderous act, about thirty
miles from this place. An attacs was
made, and Mr. Zorn was badly, shosi wa
bird shot in the leg and foot. The oCBtors
bravely made all efforts to secure Gar
vin, nut railed, tne nignt oeing oaric ana
the woods being too thick to make an
effectual following of the fugitives. This
morning Tarver was arrested almost frozen
to death, and bleedimr from wounds in
flicted the night before.

LouisviLtE, Kt., January 8. The flr
bell sounded an alarm at five o'clock this
afternoon in a furious snow-stor- of wind

On the fourth floor there
were 400 sacks ot peanuts. ' On Tuesday
Bamberger, Bloom At Co. packed SO eases of
heavy prints on the second floor and the
presumption is that this beavy consign
ment causea tne noor, wmca was .ireauj
overweighted, to give way, forcing out the
front walls and causing the entire building
to fall in. The stove in tne irons pars
ot the house set fire to the cotton, and in
twenty minutes after the first crash
the place was in a mass of raging
flames. The firemen were at great
disadvantages from the blinding storm,
but by gallant work kept the fire from
communicating to the adjoining buildings.

A TERRIBLE TRAGEDY.
A Crazy Michigan Doctor Kills His Whole

Family and Then Commits Suicide.
Battle Cbbee, Mich., January 8.

Neighbors noticing the absence of persons
around Or. Martin White's residence, in
this city, broke Into the house this after-
noon and found the entire family with
their throats cut from ear to ear. Dr.
iWbite and wife were lvinc upon the
floor and the two children jn bed.

It is thought that be became insane and
murdered his family. The room shows evi-
dence of a terrible struggle between hus-
band and wife.

White lay in front of the stove with a
great cnt on his throat, Bessie
was found np stairs on a bed with her
throat cut, and on the floor lay May in a
pool of blood, her throat cnt from ear to
ear and her head nearly severed from her
body. The walls were spattered with blood.
It is supposed that White took little Bessie
upstairs, cut her throat, then called May
up, bad a struggle with her, waited for his
wife to come home from church, struck her
with an axe and cut her throat. White
was a cousin of the White who was mur
dered in the Crouch slaughter near
Jackson.

GOVERNMENT.

How to govern our citie ia difficult ques-
tion. Its Importance is continually Increas-
ing. There has been but little satisfactory
experience in this country scarcely sny in
our State. We have apparently gone steadily
Irom bad to worse. Some of our larger
cities furnish striking examples of how bad
city governments can become. Their tolera-
tion by their citizens shows either a remark-
able patience, or an almost Incredible indif-
ference. But .whether it be patience or In-

difference, enlightened sentiment demands a
change for tho better. This i not a Ot ooca- -
sion for the dlsenssion-o- f this matter, but it
is dtsired to refer to one feature of the gen-
eral subject, and express tbe belief that it
is bad policy to multiply elective boards that
are not n sponsible to, or controlled by. any
higher authority, and distribute among th in
the administrative functions and powers of
our municipalities.

To Keep Iron From Rusting.
A composition has been invented by

an English engineer which is claimed to
effectually preserve iron from rust, be-

ing also usefully applicable to other ma-

terials, such as stone and wood, used in
conjunction wi:h metal. This compo
sition consists OI liw parts vurgm
125 of Gallipol, 200 of Norwegian pitch,
100 of grease, 100 of bitumen of Jndea,
285 of gutta nercha, 120 of red lead, 20
of white lead, these Ingredients oeing
mixed together in the order named in
boiler, the gutta percha being cut u.p in
small pieces or rasped. The mixture is
stirred at each addition, ana pourea
into molds. For iron it is melted and
laid on with a brush; for stopping holes
it is used as a paste. Boston Transcript.
