To tbe General Assembly: .
The people ot Ohio hare cause to be thank-

ful for the material prosperity of the past
year. While In three-fourth- s of the State the
wheat crop was an almost total failure, na
ture proved lavish of her returns from every
other planting--. The reviving mechanical,
manufacturing and commercial Industries of
the State give promise that the year to come
will be as fruitful of productive results as
any in our history. She limit or the pros-
perity of Ohio would seem to be remote, if
the United States rel eve us from the bur-
dens . of excessive taxation upon property
and consumption, and from the menace of
the Increasing separation in the bullion
values of the metals which are the basis of
our currency. -

DEATH OF PRESIDENT GRANT AND VICE
HENDRICKS.

These illustrious statesmen and patriots
died after the adjournment of the General
Assembly? 1 felt that no honors oould be
too great to the memories of men, so great- -
ly beloved, honored and trusted in their na-
tive State of Ohio and throughout the
United States, whose loyal supporters and
servants they were.

denned, that frauds and attempted frauds
ma tre more surety ana severely punisaoa,
and that the illegitimate use or money in
elections, thatgreat and growing evil, may
we preveutea. -

REGISTRATION.
It Is nnfortnnate that the registration law

passed by the last General Assembly for Cin-
cinnati and Cleveland was not so prepared as
to avoid the objections by reason ot which it
has been found unconstitutional. After nearly
foity years' residence In Cincinnati, and no
little acquaintance with the methods there
prevailing In both nolltical parties, I have no
neaitauon in saying tnat an effective
registration law is essential to free
and honest suffrage in that city.
Tl he same is believed to be true of Cleveland

on ujrm are ptTimpB uinrr uniwa iu uuiu iu
the same situation. Fertunntely the vice of
the law of last winter has been pointed out
by tbe Supreme Court and may bo easily cor-
rected. AH that is needed is provision by
which those who may be disabled by absence,
sickness, or other unavoidable cans from
registering on the appointed days, may do so
to time to vote. This seems easy of accom- -

SUsbment without toe danger of opening the
as to let in fraud.

But registration is not automatic, and no
scheme can be devised which will supersede
the necessity of popular watchfulness. In
Philadelphia, the registry became the agency
of the worst frauds ever nractioed on the
ballot-bo- x in the United States.

when once the methods of 1 s exercise have
been provided by law, I recommend their
condition to your careful attention in the
nope that with your aid and tbe activity of
their stood oitiKeu. we shall have seen not
only the last frau Jnlent election in Ohio, but
the last believed to be such by any consider- -
BDiennmDeroi our people.

To the end that this may come to pass, I re-
commend the adoption of a registration lew,
so framed as to obviate the objections of tbe
Bnpreme Court, applicable to Cincinnati and
Cleveland, and which may serve as a model
orprecedent .for adoption by other cities.

The evils whiob registration is Intended to
' trare are local, not general: l is certainly as
competent for the General Assembly to apply
this system locally as it was te make the ex-
penses of litigation and the salarlesof judges
and publio officers varv with localities. Yet
these were sustained in Cricket vs. State. 18
Ohio St., 8. and Btate vs Judges, 21 Ohio Bt.,1.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS ADOPTED.
The constitutional amendments ohanging

tbe date --of the annual State and- - county
elections, proposed by the last General As--

emoiy, were aoppreti oy very large manori
ties. Tbe people nave also adopted the pro-
posed amendment giving the General
Assembly power to prolong the term of
township officers. Thlsohango does not, like
the others, necessarily involve the duty
of further legislHtlon; it simply empowers,
but- - does not require tho General Assembly
to make changes. It will be for you to de-

termine whether the present system may be
Improved, and If so. how. The popular vote
Indicates at least a widespread belief that
greater stability in township management is
likely to.be bad if the term of lownship
trustees be extended to three years, one
trustee to oe eiectea eacn year.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS PROPOSED.

I rerpectf ully reoommend such changes in
he Constitution and laws as will obviate the

necessity of annua' Slate and county elec-
tions. The tax of time, strength and money
Involved In these freoucnt anneals to the
innmi nf nnwar is enormous. Wh-l- fre
quency of election is absolutely essential te
republican government, there is sncb a thing
as making the appeal too often. Hence the
fhraeeJn common use, "an oil year,"

nf nolltical lethargy, caused
an election fol 'owing too soon after the ex-
haustion of an exciting contest. If all our State
and county elections were held in tbe years

nrf at. thA limn of Conoressional elections.
tbei e would he much less apathy than there
now manifested by large numbers of voters
who abstnln from voting in "off years."
This is no mere experiment, recommended
nnlv bv a orinri reasoning. It has been suc
cessfully fried in Indiana for the term of
generation, and no one will as ert that Ohio
is superior to Indiana in the keeness of

thAuvht and debate, or the constant
tivit of political energy. Biennial elections
have not weakened republican vitality,
diminished the vigor of clviourdorln Indiana,
while they have saved treasure, time
labor to her people.

or the Prohibition party indicates a growing
sentiment in favor ef political action based
noon the desire to eradicate as far as law
can, the manufacture and sale of intoxi-
cating liquors. Believing prohibition to
oe an unwarraniaoie invasion oi natural
rights, beyond the proper domain of legis-
lation, likely to be successful if tried, but
"very harmful, in destruction of the manu-
facture, but, on tbe contrary, effective in its
operation upon drinking, not In suppression,
but in causing secrecy and increase, I have
no nesitation in opposing promoiuon,
whether attempted by law or constitutional
amendment, by general restraint or local
option. This manufacture and .sale is with-
in, not beyond the rights cou I erred by
natural law, and when conducted nndor

roper restraints is not evil, and is entitledS the protection of law.
But it is susceptible ot anuse, uaDio to lean

to excess, and therefore should be permitted
only when properly, ana, i may aou, severely
restrained. No man or woman ot bad char-
acter or conduct should be allowed to deal in
intoxicants, the number ot saloons should bo
limited, they should never be situated where
they can be nuisances to neighbors, and tho

of the liquors sold should be theJiualttyrigid and frequent-inspection- , so as to
secure consumers from dangerous adultera-
tions. It is because there can not be had under
the present Constitution of Ohio that 1 reoom--
mena tne suomission to popular voie. ui a
constitutional amendment permitting the
license of this trallio with taxation and regu
lation.

It is claimed that license is permissible un-
der the present Constitution, the form
be disguised, and it called a tax. Whatever
the effect of the Scott law in name, or even in
technical legal effect, it is, in substance and
moral consequence, a license law. I quote
from an eminent statesman, noted for the
careful use of language (Senator Sherman),
the following sentences, as expressing my
opinions better than any form of words I can
myself frame:

"I can not see how you can have a tax law
Without it operating as a license law. A
license IS a permit Dy legal grant, a- - tax on
a trade or occupation implies a permission
to follow that trade or o cu nation. We do
not tax a crime. We prohibit and punisn it.
We do not share In the pront of a larceny,
but by a tax we do share in the profit of
selling liquors and therefore allow or license
It--"

Taxation effects two ana oniy two oi tne
proper purposes of license. It produces rev-
enue, and thus compensates society to some
extent for the money cost of tbe publio evils
incident to tbe traffic. As it thus becomes
the pecuniary interest of the community to

and even extend tbe trade, taxationIiermit secures' from, interruption and pro

or regulate.
. Whether, therefore, thepowerof tax exists
or not under the present Constitution, the

Its constitution-
ality, therefore, can only be established
h- - ihnwinv that it is lawful to limit di
rectly tbe number of saloons, and tbat any
mode or legal action may be seb ctod by the
Legislature to reach this end, although
mav nrnvide for U tax which COUld not
thus levied for revenue on thiB or any other
tralfio. But a law to limit the number
saloons is a law to permit, and thus to license
the limited number, and is directly forbidden
by Schedule Section 18. It would seem clear,
therefore, that taxation is no more admissable
when sought to be justified as being tho indi
rect result or tne exei ciee oi mo ponce power,
than when attempted to be sustained uuder
thA nnwnr tn tax.

It is' not denied that, where the power
arbitrary taxation exists, Itmav have, as
nollAtAi-fl.- pnnMtnunnCfl. a nrohibitorv effect.
Thus the Federal Government hassuppr ssed
the issue of paper money by State banks
the levy of a tax so bljrh as te make such
tesuo unprofitable.

needed in oounty jails. The indiscriminate
association of prisoners of hardened crim-
inals with the innocent or with first offenders,
of men with boys, is contaminating in the ex-
treme. While Ohio continues to require that
bonest men. women and children ao to jail, as
may happen to witnesses under Sections

tbe State ought at least provide for tliem
decent accommodations, aud freedom from
taint of personal contact and association with
rogues.

There are Jails iu Ohio which arc a dis-
grace to civilization and humanity. I have,
after personal inspection, felt it to be a duty
to pardon criminals immured in the jails of
Perry and Highland Counties, largely be-

cause of the danger to health, if not life. In-

volved in residence in such foul station's.
The jail of Perry County is a dimly-lighte- d

privy, with colls nn each
side of t he vault unlit for the habitation ot
hogs. The jail of Highland County is very
little better, but it is above ground. Human-
ity and Christianity plead with the people of
these and other counties afflicted in like
manner for the instant abatement of such

copper, 37,838,0.16; lead, $8,562,991;
total, $90,181,260. California leads, ol
course, in the production oi gold, the total
for the year having been approximately
$12,338,000. Colorado iollows with

Dakota stands third and very close
to Colorado, with $2,006,623; Montana is
fourth, with $2,091,000; Nevada filth, with
11.253.355. and Idaho sixth, with $1,105,--
946. No other State or territory produced
quite three-quarte- of a million. Colorado
stands at the head in the production of
silver, with $18,719,000. Next cornea Mon-
tana, $12,1331B12 nextUtah, $8,893,372;
next Nevada, $7,959,766; next Arizona,
$5,748,720. CnWornia produced $2,698,-66- 8.

Tbe largest product of gold in ths
territorv covered by these returns since
1870 was $44,880,223 in 1877. The silver

NORTHWEST INDIANS.

The Canadian Government Warned of a
Threatened Uprising of Savages.

Montreal, Can., Jan. 8. The Govern-
ment has received urgent and earnest warn
ings from army officers and the best-i- n

formed priests in the Northwest that an
other' Indian outbreak is imminent; that
the Blockfeet, Bloods and Crces are de
fiant; that they go about levying
blackmail hi the shape of provisions and
supplies; that they oeiicve me '8 re-

bellion only failed through lack of ammuni
tion, with which they are now plentifully
supplied; that the Indians are chafing at
being cooped up on their reserves, and that
unless the forte there is largely augmented.
another aud bloody outbreak is only a
uuestion of a short time. The special adds
that the Government now realizes the grav-
ity of the situation, and is taking meas-
ures looking to an increase oi the force in
the Northwest.
