Death of the Originator of the Auxilhisuy
Fublishing Business In the United
States.

Cuicaco, March 25.—News has been e~
ceived of the death, at Thomasville, Ga.,
of Mr. A. N.JKellogg, president of the A. N,
Kellogg Newspaper Company. The de-
censed bad been an invalid for many
years, and of late wag unable to devote
his personal attention to the large busi-
ness enterprise which is mainly the out-
growth of his romtilghr.,energy and excellent
business talent. He was the pioneer iu the
auxiliary publishing busin which has
grown into such magnitude and importance
within a little over twenty" years' time.
He was a public-spirited man, a man of
sterling integrity and uprightness of char-
acter, and was greatly endeared to all in
any way associated with him because of his
kind and sympatbetic nature and unosten-
tatious generosity. He was fifty-four

ears of age. He leaves a widow and two

aughters, who bave their home in New
Yorﬁ, to which city the remains will be
taken for burial.

Mr. Kellogg was born at Reading, Pa.,
March 20, 182 and graduated with distinetioa
at Columbia College, Now York, in 1552, He

O'NEILL'S ARBITRATION BILL.

A Measure Intended for the Amicable Set-
tlement of Labor Disputes.

Wasmingtox, March 28.—In the House
to-morrow Mr. O'Neill's long promised bill
on the_arbitration question will ba intro-
duced. He asserts that the bill is rational,
operative and constitutional. Itisentitled
‘“‘a bill creating bonrds for arbitration for
the speedy settlement of contrgversies and
differences between common carriers en-
gaged in interstate and territorial com-
merce or business and employves." The
premable recites that hr tion 8, of
Article 1, of the Constitution of the United
Btates, bongrm is invested with full
power and authority to provide for the

neral welfare of the people of the

nited States; to regulate commerce
among the several Biates; to coostitute
tribunals inferior to the Bupreme Court of
the United States, and to make all laws
which shall be necessary and proper for
carryiog into execution the foregoing
powers. It provides for the formation
within the law of & tribunal consisting of
one on each side of the controversy, the
two to select a third. If they do not sslect
as provided within three days the United
States Court of the jurisdiction in which
the trouble exists shall do so. The tribunal
shall have the standing of a United States
Commission with all its powers, and shall
be paid in like manner.

Alms-house Burned. i
Peonia, Iut,, March 25.—There was great
excitement in this city this morning when
& mounted messenger came riding furious-
ly with the information that the Peoria
Alms-house, six miles distant, was in lames.

A new wing bad been added to the building-

last year. In this were forty-five insane
people. Engines were immediately dis-
patched to the spot, but did not arrive in
time to save the main building, a large
two-story ck, e séventeen years
ago, at a cost of $40,000. Of this nothing
but the walls remain standing. Fortu-

nately the wind blew away from the In-
sane Hospital and by hard work it was
saved.

ne hundred and fifty inmates oc-
cupied the burned structure, who will
temporarily lodged in the new wing.

Twelve Hundred Arrests.

DOCTORS DISAGREE.

The Views of s Mamachusetts Republiean
Leader, of Some Eml e, Contrasted
with Those Advanced In Benator KEd-
munds' “Greatest Effors.”

Some “precedents” that his Lord-
ship of Vermont neglected to include
in his great report or mention in his
“greatest effort,”” have been discov-
ered by a Boston lawyer. They are
interesting fragments of our constitn-
tional hislory, though of no value for
the information of the npble author of
the literary and orstorieal works men-
tioned. His Lordship, whose knowl
edge includes every thing, was not in
ignorance of them, and no doubt
passed his penetrating eye over them
when he prepared his so-ealled prece-
dents; but as they would not serve his
noble purpose of presenting impartially
the truth of history, he omitted them.

But, as his parasites of the star-
chamber organs that made haste to
parrot his arrogant assertions are not
so well informed as he is in our con-
stitutional history, itis worth while to
reprint for their information a few of
the historie facts that he found it con-
venient to suppress.

The first is a ** precedent’’ that was
made in the reign of Madison, and is
taken from a book called **History of
the Appointing Power:"

The deliberate opinion of such a char-
acter, officially delivered, on a state of
facts exactly analogous to that u
which the arrogant Senator from Ver-
mont has turned the powerful head-
light of his genius far quibbling, is of
more worth as a guide to truth than all
the arrogant dogmatism of the latter
joined to the so-called precedents that
even do not go to support his asser-
tions.

Edmunds says: * Al papers addressed
by anybody to an execative officer on

The assertions of his Lordship of
Vermont relate particularly to an act
called ¢ snspension;” the views of
Webster to an act of removal, and also
to a proposiivn of appointment. It
has been very well said that the at-
tempt of the Green mountain intellect
to draw a distinction between removal
pnd suzpension ‘*is mere cobweb-spin-
ning.” Removal is an exercise of the
¥Presidentinl discretion, over which the
star-chamber has no control. Suspen-
sion, even by the express words of the
statute, is the same. A suspension is
in law and in effect & removal. The
suspended officer goes out, is removed
from his trust, and a new officer takes
his place. The commission of the
former is killed oy the issue of a com-
mission to his suceessor, and the fact is
the same whether the star-chamber
afterward dissen® or consent to the new
appointment. The President does not
ask the consent of the Senate to a re-
moval, nor to a *‘suspension;'' the act,
whether called by one name or the
other, is complete when the officer
steps down and out; and this often
happens when the lordly Senators are
not holding sessions. All that the
President ever asks of that body of self-
assumed omnipotence is consent to the
urlmlnlmum of a designated person to
fill a vacancy that has been created;

Proceed Slowly.

Certain California Congressmen late-
ly waited upon Mr. Belmont, chairman
of the House Committee on Foreign
Affairs, and told him that “‘unless some
supplementary Chinese legislation is
reported, they were afraid that serfous
results may follow.”” Mr. Belmont
very properly replied that he saw no
necessity for haste, but, on the con-
trary, intended to proceed very slowly.

With China already making a just
elaim for indemnity for the out
upon the Chinese m the Northwest, the
prospect of a renewal of the trouble in
California i not agreeable, but con-
tinual concassions will not help mat-
ters. The number of the Chinese in
America has been decreasing since the
restrictive measures were adopted, and
there is no probability of their increas-
ing in view of the insecurity of the
Chinese in the Northwest. If any
further mesnsures are to be applied to
them, they should be adopted deliber-
utely, and meanwhile, any attempt at
a repetition of the disﬁr&ceful outbreak
in the Northwest should be summarily
put down.

If a Nation supposed to be Christian
and civilized does not care to protect
for their own sakes the lives of foreign-
ers living peaceably within its limits,
it should at least protect them for the
sake of the lives and property of ita
own citizeas residing or doing business
in the countries to which those foreign-
ers belong. The United States Govern-
ment can not protect its citizens in
China, and it will have to pay for
whatever ruffianism against the Chi-
nesg it permits.

It is about time for the Con of
the United States to consider this fact
carefully. Tae question of the éxcln-
stion of Chinese immigranis is porely
economic. The guestion of proteeting
such of them as are now in this country
is at once one of humanity and of self-
interest.  Before proceeding further
against the Chinese, Congress should
reflect how far it wishes to
