Laying of the Corner-ston- e at

Ala.
MoirrooMCBT, Ala.. April 29. The Cap

itol grounds at 11 o'clock to-d- ay presented
an animated scene.

The Husband, Under Guard of Two Men,

The fu
neral of Mrs. Smith, the maniac murderess
and suicide, who brained her four children,
at Harmony, near this place on Friday last,
took place this morning. Her remains were
interred in the same grave with that of ber
baby girl, Edna, who was murdered by the
insane mother. The heart-broke- n husband
and father, guarded bv two men. was al-
lowed to attend the funeral. He seemed

so not to realize the fact that his wife was
dead, and inquired several times for her.
Before the mourners returned from the
funeral of Mrs. Smith the thirteen-year-ol- d

boy, Rufus, whose bead was split open
from the forehead to the back of the right
ear, died, making the second victim of his
mother's frenzied act. The physicians are
now sanguine that the lives of the other
two children will be saved.a

Workmen Stop Work.
Gbanp Rapids, Mich., May 2. Yester

day about 100 men, who wanted every one
to observe a holiday and work only eight
hours a day hereafter, marched from place
to place, making their demands known
and receiving recruits as they marched
along.

A perfect hail of stones was show
ered noon the mill workmen bv the mob.
The police and sheriff's force were called
out and quiet restored. Tbe employes pro-
fess to be entirely satisfied, and say had no
desire to strike.

Having Failed in Their Attempt to

His Character Senator Payne's
Enemies Propose to Lay Old

Before the United
States Senate.
For three months a committee of the

Ohio Legislature have been investigat
ing Sim Donavin s charge that the
nomination of Hon. Henry E. Payne
for United States Senator was accom
plished in thn Democratic caucus by
the bribery of certain members. A
majority of this committee are Repub
licans, and with partisan seat iney
have explored every quarter except one
for evidence in support oi tir. uona-vin- 's

The exception is notaoie. am long

ago as January 22 Mr. Payne wrote to
the committee asking for an opportu-
nity to appear and to be examined nn
der oath, and o ffering to submit his
account books and private correspond-
ence to the most thorough scrutiny. '

Mr. Cowgili, the chairman of the com
mittee, replied on January 25 to e's

letter, assuring the Senator
that be would be summoned in case
the inquiry developed any fact tending
to inculpate him in any degree with any
questionable transaction. Mr. Payne
bas not Deensummoneu; nis pnvato loi-
ter books and accounts have mot been
asked for by the committee.
