WITH A NOISE LIEE THUNDER

The Whole Interlor of m Mill Falls In—
A Loss of s Hundred Thou-
sand Dollars.

Guaxp Raring, Mich., May 28.—Last
evening a terrific noise was heard in the
Valley City Mills,. On investigation it
proved to be the giving away of the over-
loaded floors. The whole interior of the
huge structure fell into the basement, and
a large portion of the contents was soon
swepl away by the mill race out into the
Grand river, lea '?'E the lofty mill like an
empty shell. ere were stored in im-
mense ns in the second, third and
fourth  stories of the mills  be-
tween 15,000 and 20,000 bushels of wheat
and about thirty tons of bran, all weiihius
00 tons. In the westerm portion of the
building was the millinﬁmuhinaq of the
most improved and costly styles, a portion
of it having beau&a‘t in but a year , at
an expense of $18, All this plunged down
into the basement in the general destruc-
tion. The timbers and machinery in fall-
ing broke t.h.rmlilh1 the west side of the
building, facing the river, making a gts
in the wooden walls fifteen feet wide an
twenty to thirty feet high. A smaller gap
was also made In the wall on the east side.
The dam is estimated at from 80,000 to
$100,000, e mills were insured to the
amonot of $50,000, but the insurance is
worthless, as it only covers damage by
fire. A new mill will be erected at once.
The disaster ococurred by the timbers yield-
ing in the first story and forcing the up-
righta, the whole came down.
