On account of the failure of Congress to
pass the Nawval Appropriation bill the
Brooklyn (N. Y.) Navy Yard was closed
on the 1st and 1,066 men, clerks and labor-
ers, are in enforced idieness for an indefi-
nite period.

At Newport, R. L, on the Ist Allen W.

Dorsey and his wife were found guilty of
the muorder of Benjamin Burton, Mrs. Dor-
sey's father. last fall, and sentenced to im-
prisonment for life. Burton was g well-
to-do colored man and the murder was par-
ticularly cold-blooded.
Warrants were sworn out in FPhiladel-
phin on the 1st for the arrest of both Wil-
son and Henry V. Leslie, the former secre-
tary and treasurer of the Chesapeake &
Delaware Canal Company, charging them
with embezzlement. It is believed the
fugitives are in Canada, and that Wilson
is without means

At Nanticoke, Pa.,, on the 1st, during a

‘quarrel between Edwin Bellows and his
wife, the former in a fit of frenzy drew a
revolver and shot the woman twice, infilot-
ing fatal wounds.
Fouryears ago Miss Ella Carlisle sprained
her ankle by stepping on & loose sidewalk
plank in the city of Bradford, Pa. BShe
brought n suit for damages against the
city and on the 1st a jury awarded her a
wverdict of §18,544.

The Atlantic Giant Powder Works, near
Drakesville, N. J., blew up on the morning
of the 2d, completely demolishing the
works, instantly killing ten men and in-
juring many others more or less seriously.
The explosion occurred in the buailding
known as the mixing house. The con-
cussion was felt distinetly for twenty miles
around, and glass in houses five miles
away was shattered. Most of the men
killed leave families. The loss will be very
heavy.

John Measures, his wife and two children,
seven and ten years of age respectively,
while crossing the track at Wakefleld,
Mass., on the 2d were struck by the express
train. The carriage was smashed to pleces
and all four of the occupants instantly
killed, together with the horses.

The total importsof dry goods at the
port of New York during the week ended
the 2d were valued at $1,907,358, and the
amonnt thrown on the market at $1,803,804.
Nearly all the building trades of Will-
iamsburg, N. Y., were on a strike on the
2d sgainst the reintroduction of the ten-
hour system. They include carpenters,
farmers, bricklayers, hod carrfers, efc. .
A freight train ran into the rear end of
the Trenton accommodafion at Fishhouse
station, N. J,, on the 2d. Engineer Huntley,
of the freight train, was seriously hurt and
saveral passengers more or less injured.
The convicted boycottars of Theiss, the
propristor of a concert garden in New
York, were arrsigned in court for sentence
on the 2d. The judge sentenced Paul Wilt-
zig and Henry Holdorf to two years and
ten months at hard labor; Michael Stroh
and Julius Rosenberg to one year and six
months' imprisonment. Daniel Danen-
hauser, the most violent of any of the boy-
cotters, got three years and thres months
in State Prison.

The ons hundredth issus of the New York
City directory, just published, contains a
bound copy of the firstqity directory, which
was issued in 1730. This year's directorv
contains over 314,000 nam+3, and from this
it is estimatod that ths population of the
city is about 1,500,000.

A reunion of the Third Army Corps was
held st Gettysburg, Fa., on the 2d. General
Sickles delivered an oration in vindication
of the part taken by his corps in the sac-
ond's day fight.

Admiral Baldwin's villa at Newport, R
L, was robbed on ths 24 of all the silver-
ware. The villa was robbed last summer
of several thousand dollars’ worth of jew-
elry, soms of which was lately found
buried in the vicinity.

Joseph Cooper and Joseph Winkle fought
an informal duel with revolvers in Coryell
County, Tex., on the 30th ult. Both fell
mortally wounded and died in afew hours.
Governor McEnery, of Louisiana, hgs
issued an appeal to all charitable persons
for contributions to relieve the many suf-
ferers in the parishes of Rapides, Grant
and Catahoula, where floods have devas-
tated the country, destroying crops and
drowning eatile.

The Grand Lodge of Railway Fostal
Clerks met in secretsession at Indianapolis,
Ind.,onthe3d. A membership of 800 clerks
was represented, and the object was to con-
sider the case of certain experisnced clerks
who had been discharged on alleged falss
affidavits, accusing them of conspiracy te
cripple the service. It was decided to seek
an interview with Postmaster General
Vilas, in the hope of securing an amicable
settlement of the trouble.

FOREIQN INTELLICENCE.

A dispatch of the 20th nlt. from Rangoon
says that two British batteries, aftar five
hours of severs fighting, failed to dislodgs
1,500 Burmess troops which were strongly
entrenched near Tummos, and were finally
forced toretire. The Burmess fought with

g skill and great determination.
Beveral British officthrs were killed and
many wounded.

Eighty persons were instantly killed and
twenty wounded on the 80th ult. by an ac-
cident to a mail train from Belfast to Dub-
lln. The train, while going at a high rate
of speed, left the rails at Enockbridge and
was completely smashed. The accident was
due to an expansion of the rails caused by
excessive heat.

The painted windows in ths BScotch
church, situated in the Rue Bayart, Paris,
which were given to the church by Ameri-
capns in memory of dead friends, were
malicionsly destroyed a few nights ago, it
issupposed by students animated by the
secularist doctrines of M. Bert.

An express train on the Stuttgart & Bor-
lin railroad ran into a local train near
Wurzburg, Bavaria, on the 24, demolishing
the Iatter. Nine persons on the local train
were killed and inany othars badly injored.
None of the passengers on the express were
fatally hurt.

A dispatch from Shelburne, N. 8., states
that the Dominion crusier Terror on the
2d formally seized the Portland fishing
schooner City Point, which was forcibly
detained at Bhelburne the day before for
an alleged violation of the fisheriss treaty.
Watson’s spinning mills at Kiddermin-
ster, Eng., was destroyed by fire on the 2d,
entailing a loss of $590,000, and throwing
ons thousand men out of employment.

Very Discouraging to the Glad-
stone Party.

The Returns Showing Steady Gaina for the
Opposition.

IT YET RANKLES.

The OCutrage of 18796 by Which Fraund
Triumphed—General Hancock's Manly,
Patriotle, Statesmanlike Attitade.

At a recent meeting of the Military
Bervice Institution, held to honor the
memory of Winfield Scott Hancock,
there were read or spoken s great
many interesting letters and addresses
from persons of weight and eminence
in civil and military life. But none of
these tributes bears such impressive
and enduring witness to the virtues of
the dead, or establishes so strong a
title to the national respect and grati-
tude, as a letter sent by Hancock him-
self to General Sherman in December,
1876. Here the writer sets forth, mod-
estly but firmly, his conception of the
duty of the army, and especially of of-
ficers intrnsted with high command,
grave commotions
being excited by a failure of the Sen-
ate and House of Representatives to
agree in declaring the result of the
Presidential election. In Hancock the
country lost a soldier who was first of
all a patriot, a soldier who would have
let no fiction of deference to militar
orders supersede his fundamental oal
to obey the constitution, and who, in
such a conflict of technical and real
obligations, wounld have stood forth a
bulwark, and not a betrayer, of our
liberties.

What were the rights and duties of
ths House of Representatives in the
event of the Senate's Muﬂﬁ to con-
cur in pronouncing Mr. Iden the
choice of a majority for President, is
now plain enongh to all men of sound
brains and honest hearts. By General
Hancock they were recognized with
unerring exactitude in December,
1876, and in his letter to Sherman they
are incidentally defined with rare sim-
plicity and cogency. *'If,” he writes,
“‘the Senate and House, on the occa-
sion of the count, do not unite m de-
claring some person legally elected bf
the people, there is & lawful machinery
already provided to meet the contin-
gency and to decide the question
peacefully. It has not been recently
used, no occasion dpmenting. but our
forefathers provided it. It has been
exercised, and has been recognized as
lawful on every hand. That machinery
would probably elect Mr. Tilden
President and Mr. Wheeler Vice-Presi-
dent.”

General Hancock proceeds to make
more unmistakable, his meaning,
which is that, should the House of Rep-
resentatives, as he plainly thinks it
ought to do, pronounce it irreconciln-
ble with its conscience to bestow on
Mr. Hayes the electoral votes of the
three States of South Carolina, -Florida
and Louisiana, or the votes of any one
of them, then there would be no elec-
tion by the people, no candidate hav-
ing a majority of the Electoral College,
and the right to choose a President
would by the constitutiondevolve IHJOI!
the House. “‘Some tribunal,’’ says Han-
cock, “‘must decide whether the people
have duly elected a President. I pre-
sume, of course, that it is the joint af-
firmative setion of the Senate and
House, or why are they present to wit-
ness the count, if notto see thatit is
fair and just? If a failure to agree
arises between the two bodies, therecan
be no lawful afirmative decision that
the people have clected a President,
and the House must then proceed to
act, not the Senate. The Senate elects
Vice-Presidents, not Presidents.”

“ No wonder that Secretary Bayard,
who had read these imperishable words,
should have commented upon them in
a letter read before the Military Service
Institution in terms that reflect honor
at once upon Hancock and himself. *I
take leave here to say," writes Mr.
Bayard, *‘that no wiser, abler or more
patriotic deliverance, no sounder con-
ception of constitutional duty and
function, or solution based more sol-
idly upon law and justice, can befound
in the history of that period than is
contained in the letter of General Han-
cock to General Sherman."

But there is something else deduc-
ible from the frank and pregnant text
of Hancock's communication. From
his conecption of the powers and obli-
gations oFLhc House of Representatives
in the crisis then at hand there were
for him, as being an officer in high
command, certain practical corollaries
of the ntmost gravity and moment.
From these Hancock did not flinch.
Whom was he, Hancock, to obey in tne
event of the nonagreement of the Sen-
ate and Hounse, and a consequent mis-
carriage of the election by the;reople?
From whom was he to take orders on
March 4, 1877, providing the House of
Representatives had not yet discharged
its function of naming an occupant
for the Presidential office? He bluntly
tells General Sherman that in his judg-
ment General Grant’s term of office
would cease with the expiration of
March 8, and it followed that not for
an hour afterward would Hancock have
taken orders from Grantin the oca-
pacity of President and Commander-in-
Chief. He did not doubt that General
Sherman's sauthority, such as it was,
would continue, and he acknowledged
that the President of the Senate would
be on March 4 *‘the legitimate person
to exercise Presidential authority for
the time being, until the appearance of
a lawful President.”

These admissions are qualified by
the firm notifieation that neither in the
President of the Senate nor the Gen-
eral of the army would Hancock recog=-
nize a right of influencing in any de-
gree by military measures the selection
of a President, and that any orders
apparently directed to that end would
be construed and treated by him (Han-
cock) in the light of reason and of con-
science. ** Should,” he says, *the
military aunthorities be invoked, it is
necessary in such great crises for the
superior officers of the army, and es-
pecially for those near the head of it,
to dare to determine for themselves
what is lawful and what is not lawful
under our system.’ *

Would that words so righteous and
courageous as those of Hancock could
have wakened echoes in the hearts of
the pusillanimons majority of the
House of Represenatives! We should
not then have seen the sacrifice of a
paramount and vital constitutional
right to the bugbear of coercion by the
military arm. We should then have
been spared the spectacle of fraud tri-
umphant in the chair of the American
Executive.—N. Y. Sun.
