WEST AND SOUTH.
At McLean, O., on the 4th a twelve-year-
old son of Ambrose Arnold quarreled with
his little sister, aged eleven, during the
absence of their parents, and the boy be-
coming excited. took down a gun and shot
the little girl, killing her instantly.
Colonel J. D. Taylor was unanimously
renominated for Congress by tha Repub-
licans of the Seventeenth Ohiv Congres-
sional district on the 4th. ~
In consequence of a decision by the Cin-
cinnati Bricklayer's Union to do no work
where non-union hod carriers are em-
ployed, contractors all over the city stopped
all work on the #d. This throws out the
entire bricklaying force of the city and in-
directly stops work for all othor branches
of the building trade.
Over 1,500,000 feet of pine lumber in the
yards of John Irwin & Bro., at Cowens-
ville, Pa., were destroyed by fire on the 3d.
The fire is supposed to have been the work
of a tramp.

Cook & Co.'ssaw mill at Bun Lake, near
Beottville, Mich., with 350,000 feet of lum-
ber and seven cars owned by the Flint &
Pere Marquette railway, were destroyed
by fire on the 8d. Total logs, $30,000; insur-
ance, £20,000.

Rev. G. G. Haddock, pastor of the Meth-
odist Church at Sioux City, Ia., was shot
and instantly killed while crossing a street
in that place on the night of the 2d. There
is no clue to-the perpetratorof the crime,
but it is believed the murder grew out of
the war inaugurated against the saloons
there, in which Mr. Haddock was an active
leader.

Eight bundred men employed in the
Hately packing house at tha Union Stock
Yards, Chicago, quit work on the 4thon a
refusal to return to the ten-hour working
day. Mr. Hately endeavored to inaugu- |
rate the method of working by the hour
irrespective of the number of hours worked
each day. The men refused and struck.

A disastrous prairie fire which has been
raging several days near Forest City, D.
T., died out on the 5th. It extended for
twenty miles along the Missouri river
bottom and hundreds of farmers lost every-
thing, leaving them destitute for the
winter.

The Indianapolis (Ind.) stesl rail mill,
which bas been idle for several years, will
soon resnme operations. It has been en-
larged to double its former capacity, and
will employ between 30 and 400 men.

By an accident on the Baltimore & Ohio
railroad near Camberland, Md., on the 4th
three tramps, who were stealing rides,
were either killed or merbally injured.
The passengers wore badly shaken up.

The camp meeting at Lakeside, Ottawa
County, 0., began on the 5th and will close
August 11. Large crowds are in attendance.

Cary Iler, of Detroit, Mich., aged eight-
een, was bitten six years ago by a pet
spaniel. The ecircumstance had been
entirely forgotten by himself and friends
until a few days ago, when he was taken
with convulsions, frothing at the mouth,
snapping and barking, together with ex-
cruclating pain, evidently suffering from
hydrophobia.

The greatar portion of the business part
of La Grande, Ore., was destroyed by fire
on the Oth. Loss estimated at $100,000;
two-thirds insured.

A collision on the Mineral railroad near
Birmingham, Ala., on the 6th killed En-
gineer Ben Jones and wrecked both engines
and several cars. The other engineer and
firemen escaped by jumping.

The Farmers’ National Bank, of New

FOREICN INTELLIGENCE.

An explosion of coal gas oocurred in the
hold of the Norwegion bark Tetens at
Cardiff on the 2d, fatally injuring six men.

State railways at Carlsrhue, has been ar-
rested for embeszzl t of enor sums
from the railroad funds.

The celebration of the five hundredth
anniversary of the Heidelberg university
began in that city on the 84. It was
opened by an address by the Crown Prince
Frederick William, which was responded
to by the Grand Duke of Baden, as rector
of the university. An immense crowd
was in attendanca.

An attempt was mad2on the 34 to as-
sassinate the Grand Vizier of Turkey. That
official was out driving in Halilizha, when
two shots were fired at him by a Tartar,
both of which missed their mark. The as-
sassin then pursued the carringe with a
drawn sword, with which he attempted to
strike the Vizier. He was arrested.

At the Parnellite meeting in Dublin on
the 4th Mr. Jobn E. Redmond, member of
Parlinment for North Wexford, and Mr.
William O'Brien, editor of United Ireland,
were appointed delegates to represent the
Irish National League at the League con-
vention in Chicago on August 18,

The trial of sixty-three riotars, cha rged
with pillaging SBoleilmont Abbey during
the late riots at Charleroi, Belgium, was
concluded nt ioat place on the 6th, and the
court santenced the prisoners to terms of
imprisonment varying from two weeks to
flue years.

In acircular to the stockholders of the
Panama Canal, M. de Lesseps states that
over 100,000 shareholders have subscribed
for 458,802 shares in the new loan. Tha
Council of Administration of the Panama
Canal Company have, on the proposal of
M. de Lesseps, decided to annul all of the
new shares not subscribed for directly by
the public.

SAMUEL J. TILDEN,

The Sage of Greystone, Departs
This ife.

Death Comes Suddenly to the Agod Leader
=The Country Loses One of Her

YoNKERS, N. Y., Aug. 4. —Samuel J. T{lden
died at Greystone this morning & few minutes
before 8 o'clock. - He had been énjoying his
usually good health up to last Baturday even-
ing. While sitting on the stoop af his resi-
dence after sundown on that evening he was
taken with a slight chill, whioh settled on his
stomach and bowels, producing lnflamma-
tlon, from which he suffered all night. On
Bun he was alightly better, and was able
toride out. On Sunday evening he felt much
worse, and continued to grow weaker, but
until iast night there were no fears of the
consequences, This morning it became ap-
parent that the end was near. Dr. Charles
F. Bimmonds and Miss Gould, a relative of
Mr, Tilden, were at the . dside afew minutes
before Tilden died. He tried to speak, but
only moved his lips, falling to make any
sound. He passed away quictly and peace-

fully. His death occurred in the south
chamber of the mansion, overlooking the
Hudson.

The Inst hours of the doceased statesman
were penceful and painless. For several
months past Mr. Tilden had enjoyed nnusual
health for him. He had gained in flesh thirty-
five pounds in six months, He used his ynoht

Viki {requently, and took long ¢
rildusrnﬂ . His wnas familiar to the peo-
ple o

orkers, and he fraquanur drove
through the streets of the city. The last time
be went out was on Sunday. when he was
driven out by his faithful coachman, Denis

Hara, aAttended by bis valet,
Louis Johansen, hoth of whom have
been in his service for years. Tur-
day he was taken with a slight chill while

sitting on a porch overlooking the Hudson
river, and was removed to his room where he
was attended by his friend sod physician,
Dr. Chas. F. Simmonds, of New York, who Is
stopping on the neighboring estate of Hlink
Iirowne. The cold settled in Mr. Tilden's bow-
¢ls and stomach, causing vomiting and purg-
ing. With medical aid he felt much better on
Bunday, and went cut in his earringe, Mon-
duay and yesterday he alzo felt mueh bet-
ter. Last mnight Mr. Tilden was taken
again with the same s mptoms while
in the parlor, and was supported to his room
by his valet and private secretary, George
E. 8mith. On reaching his room the ex-Gow-
ernor e perienced considernble trouble in
breathing. This alarmed his friends, and Dr.
Bimmonds was called. The patient was suffer-
fng frrom nansen nnd diarrhea, and was in
great distress, The difficulty ceased ufter a
w hile, and he was placed in bed,  Later he
wus assisted to an easy chair. Dr. Simmonds
remuined with him all night. Early this
morning Mr. Tilden beganto grow worse,
and was again placed in bed. The nern-
tion of »3 in his stomnach and wels
distended them and caused a fallure in the
action of the heart. A second atiack of the
dil'l‘lculk{ in breathing occurred, and Dr.
Bwirt, of Yonkers, was called in consultation
at 7 a. m. He arrived at Greystone at 8
o'clock, but Mr. T lden was then beyond the
reach of all medicsal skill. The two physicians
consulted together, but nothing could be
done. No words were uttered by Mr. Tilden
after Dr. Swilt’s arrival. He remained con-
scious to the lnet The Inbored breathing
grew falnter and more feeble, and at B:45 n,
m. the face of the dying man began to chunge,
The ashen pallor of death slowly erept over
h's countenance. His eyes slowly closed and
his muscles reinxed, and at 8:50 a. m. he
breathed his last.

At the time of his death the only persons
in the room were Drs. Simmonds nnd Swift,
Miss Anna Gould, a relative, the amnnuensis
of the dead statesman, and the faithful
valet, Louis Jobansen. The room in which
Mr, Tilden died is on the second Hoor on the
Bouth side of theresidence, over the parlor.
Inthe room isa bay window, which over-
looks the river on the southwest.

The members of the family who are out of
town were at once notified by teegraph of
the sl évent. Mrs. Belton, n sister of the
decensed, is at Narragarsett Pler. The widows
of his brothers, Henry and Moses, are at the
Tilden homestead at New Lebanon, N. Y.,
with Colonel S8amuel J. Tilden, jr. Miss Susie
Tilden, & niece, is also at New Lebanon. Miss
Ruby Tilden, her sister, (8 visiting friends in
the upper part of the State. Andrew H.
Green, ex-Comptroller of New York City, a

rotege of Mr. Tilden, and who was educated
n his office, was also notified by telegraph.
The absent memboers of the family are ex-
pected to arrive to-night.

As soon as the news of ex-Governor Tilden's
death reached Mayor J. Hartley Bell, of
Yonkers, the fiags on the city bulldings were
placed at half-mast. The fecling of regret is
universal. Many of the inhabitanta were ac-
quainted with Mr. Tllden, and all speak well

of him.

“The funeral arrangements were plnced In
the hands of undertaker Franklin mshr
of Yonkers. Private Sccrctary Smith sald
this afternoon: “The death of the Governor
was & great shock to us nll. He had been
quite well for severnl months. This morning
he did not seem to know that he was dying,
and made no alluslon t it. He retained
consciousness unill the Ilast. He died
through exhaustion. Governor Tilden
never bhad, ws has been frequently stated,
any aitack of paralysis. He had 8
fall fome years ago, and this, together with
rheumatism, crippled his right arm. How-
ever., he used it in writing aod In signing
checks. He had passed most of the time at
Greystone for some years. He had not been
in New York sinee March. The house in
Gramercy Park has been in the care of aman
and two female servants. He was & manof
very active mind, and it has been difficult to
get him to take that rest and quiet that he
needed at his nge. He has had o th=oat trouble
for years, which caused an impediment in
his speech. It was difficult to under-
stand him on thataccount. It troubled him
more particularly on lying dosn. Inspite of
it ull he went out daily driving, and used his
steam yachrt Viking frequently in trips to
Bandy Hook and other polnts. He passed
much of his time in reading, and had proba-
bly one of the finest book collections in this
country. His reading was of ageneral char-
acter and embraced mattéers pertaining to
other countries. His last cruise in his yacht
gns 1ast Wednesday, when he went down the

ay."”

Ex-Comptroller Andrew H. Green arrived
at Greystone nt 7 o'clock to-night. He told a
reporter that the funeral arrangements would
not be made until Mrs. Pelton, the sister of
Mr. Tilden, and her granddaughter, Mrs. Haz-
ard, arrived from Narrugansett Pier. They
are expected to-morrow,. He said that noth-
ing could be said at present about the will or
the digposition of the estate. Three of
Mr. Tilden's nieces arrived to-night
from New Lebanon in company with
Colonel Samuel J. Tilden, ir.,
Mrs. Swan and the Misses Suszie and Rub
Tilden. Itis expected that the funeral will
be held at Greystone, and that the interment
will be at New Lebanon in the Presbyterian
Cemetery., The narrangements have not,
however, been decided upon.

The last letter which he signed was written
to Secretury Daniel Manning, who was the
last guest whom he had entertulned at his
bouse. Mr, Manning was there for a week,
and leftabout eleven days ago. For some
months past Mr. Tilden bas busied himself
with the composition of  family record of the
Tilden family.

He d'ned regularly with the family
and only differed from them In that he ate af
more frequent intervals, He was perfectly
able to masticate his food. He rarely ate
vegetables, but was fond of fruit.

Bumuel Jones Tilden was born on Februa
9, 1814, in New Lebanon, Columbia County,
was therefore T2 years old, He lcaves one sis
ter, the mother of the late Colonel Pelton, and
several ne?-]hm children or his brothe
Moges and Henry Tilden. He graduated
Yale College, and bhaving studied law in
the University of New York, was admitied
0 the bar of the metropolis. He
achieved a reputation for great legul
skill, particularly in rallroad litigation,
Having interested himself in local and Siate
politics, he was made Chairman of the Demo-
cratic State Committee of New York, a posi-
tion he held for thirteen years,” In and
again in 1672, he was a me of the
Btate Assembly, and in 1874 was elected Gov-
ernor of the State by the Democratic party.
In Juae, 1576, he was nominated by the Demo-
cratic National Convention at St. Louls as can-
didate of the party for the Presid-ney. At
the election in November, Mr. Tilden re-
celved & majority of the mpulnr vole, but
the vote in the Btates of Louislana, South
Carolina, Oregon and Florids belng dis-
puted, great popuolar excitement ensu
and the two political parties were fo
Agree upon & compromise. A commis-
glon was appointed of flve Benators, five
Judges of the Bupreme Court of the United
Btates and filve Hepresentatives, This
commission divided on party lines, and voted
elght Republican to seven mocratic: and
thelr decision the disputed votes were
ven to Rutherford B. Hayes, the opposin
candidate, who was declared oleet,eg Pres
dent by a majority of ooe electorzl vote. In
1880 Mr., Tilden was again in question for the
Democratic nomination for President, but
declined in a letter read before the Demo-
cratic National Convention at Cincinnati.
Bince that period he had lived In retirement.

A CHINESE HOUSE.

The Patrinrchal mpmeut of the En-
tire Famlily or Clan.

In her new book on China, Miss Gor-
don-Cumming gives this description of
a Chinese house of the better vlass: It
covers so much ground, and there are
so many open halls, consisting chiefly
of pillars and ornamental rools, scat-
tered promiscuonsly about, amon,
paved court-yards, decorated wi
flowers in pots, and then there are walls
Eiamed by oddly-shaped portals, formed

ke octagons, or circles, or even tea-
pots, and all placed at_irregular inter-
vals, never oppos te one another; and
then shady morsels of garden, with all
manner of surprises in the way of little
ponds, and angular bridges and guaint
trees. Then somehow, quite unexpect-
edly, you find yourself in brightly orna-
mental suites of small rooms, which
seem to have been originally one at
room, subdivided by partiticns the
most elaborate w carving, and fur-
nished with beautiful polished black-
wood and hangings of rich materials.

Such houses are, in fact, the patri-
archal encampment of a whole clan, to
which all the sons and brothers of the
house bring their wives, and there take
up their quarters, living together ap-
parently in very remarkable peace.

We were received by our host and
halfi a dozen gentlemen of the family,
and for some time we sat in & fine open
reception hall, drinking pa'e straw-col-
ored tea in its simple form, and playing
with a nice little son, the hope of the
house. Presently our host (who is very
friendly to-foreigners, and. from inter-
course with them, is less punctilions
than most Chinamen on the matier of
being seen speaking to his women folk)
led us aside and presented us to his
most kindly and courteous old mother,
who conducted us to her apartments,
her son accompangin% us. He then in-
troduced us to his little bride, aged
thirteen. His matrimonial ventures
have so far been unlucky, two previous
wives having died very early. is one
seems 8 nice, bright little lady. She
wus very highly rouged, as was also
her sister-in-law. Another sister, be-
ing indisposed, was not rouged, nor
was the mother, and therefore pleas-
anter to our eyes; but the Canton ladies
love to lay on the color thick. There is
no deception about it! It is good, hon-
est red, laid thick upon the cheek, and
carried right round the eyebrows. The
latter ave shaved to refine their form.
They can not understand why English
ladies should refrain from such embel-
lishment. Only when in mwourning do
they refrain from its use, and one nota-
ble exception is that of a bride, who, on
her wedding day, may wear no rouge,
go that when her redsilk veil is remove 1
and the fringe of pearls raised, her hus-
band, looking on her face for the first
time, may know for certain what share
of beauty unadorned has fallen to his
lot.

But of all eccentricities of personal
decoration the oddest, I think, is that of
gilding the hair, which, I amtold, young
Canton girls do on every full-dress oe-
casion. Certainly I do remember a
time when some English ladies powdered
their hair with gold dust; but then they
owned golden locks to start with, where-
as these are all black and glossy as the
raven’ swing.—Chicago Times.

THE ORANGEMEN.

History and Strength of the Order In the
North of Ireland and Elsewhere.

The society of the Orangemen was
founded in 1795. The first lodge was
formed in Armagh, and the name was
taken in honor of King William III.,
Prince of Orange. The object of the
society was avowedly to uphold Protest-
ant institutions and interests and thus
to counteract the Roman Catholic seeret
association known as ‘‘the defenders.”
The two opposed societies were soon in-
volved in ferce hostility, as nearly all
of the peasants belonged to one or the
other, and wherever they met in any
numbers fighting and riots were sure to
oceur. The order waned somewhat in
the early days of the century, but in
1827, when the Duke of Cumberland be-
came Grand Master, it revived. In 1828
and 1829 a number of fights occurred
which were suprrcssed v the militia
with difficulty. 1n 1835 the British par-
liament ordered an investigation of the
association. It was found that thirty-
four regiments of the army had Orange
lodges: that there were 145,000 Orange-
men in England and 125,000 in Ireland.
As the order was declared subversive of
the peace of communities, Orange clubs
in both England and Ircland were
broken up in conformity with a resolu-
tion of the House of Commons. Or-
angeism was revived, however, in 1845,
and still exists largely in the British
islands, though its processions there
are forbidden by law. It was intro-
duced into British America in 1829, and
as its meetings are not illegal there its
political influence is very great and its
membership enormous. A number of
lodzes also exist in the United States.—

MORAL SENATORS.

A Few Observations Showing How the
Gentleman from Massa d
His Seut.

The cold chills which have been
creeping up and down the backs of
several Uniled States Senators during
the threatzned investigation of the
much-investigated election of Senator
Payne, of Ohio, have ceased, and those
Senators have resumed their wonted
cheerfulness. There will now be no
further talk at this session of inquiry
into the causes which led to the sud-
den changes of some of the members
of the New York Legislature when Mr.
Evarts was elected, nor to investigute
the published charge that each mem-
ber of the Republican Sanatorial can-
cus in the last California Legislature
who voted for Mr. Stanford received
from some benevolentsource the hand-
some present of $3,000.

Speaking of Senatorial elections,
there was one, which though saturated
with frand, was never very generally
understood by the public. hen the
ugiy facts were once presented, the
affair was allowed to blow over. This
was perhaps because the truth was
very damaging to one of thoss goou
men whose g ness is 8o extra good
that it is a sufficient explanation of an
bad or questionable conduet of whic
they may be found guilty. Of courss,
this plainly points to Houn. George
Frisbie Hoar, of Massachusetts.

Whether or not the trick by which
Mr. Hoar was re-elected in 1883 would
be deemed sufficient to unseat him, it
was & most disgraceful frand. It was
a simple, clear and well sustained false-
hood, telegraphed at the last minute
from an apparently authorized sourvce,
to the effect that Mr. William W.
Crapo, then a member of Congress,
was not a candidate for the Senator-
ship. This gentleman was a candi-
date, as Senator Hoar and his friends
well knew, and he was one they feared.
By the well-contrived tale that he was
not, the members of the Legislature
who wounld have voted for him were
deprived of exercising their real wishes
in voting, and Mr. Hoar gained votes
which never would have n his with
Mr. Crapo known to be a cdndidate.

The Senate became so virtuous in
1873, under the presure of the Credit-
Mobilier panie, that, to avoid its right-
eous wrath, Alexander Caldwell re-
signed his seat as a Senator. from Kan-
sas, having then four years to serve,
becanse it had been shown that friends
of his had bought off a rival candidate.
They had not got his votes away from
him by saying he was not a candidate;
they had simply paid & mercenary the

rice he had placed upon his ambition.

he argument was that the limitation
thus put upon the choice of legisiators,
by depriving them of one of the candi-
dates who had sought votes, had
changed the result of the election by
giwving to Caldwell votes he would not
otherwise have received. A vote on
the case was anticipated by Caldwell's
resignation.

The case of Hoar is the same us that
of Caldwell, with this difference in
favor of the latter: He paid his money,
and got the rival out of his way, so
that he miﬂb receive the votes others
left free. Hoar's case the rival did
pnot cease to be a candidate. It only
cost the price of a telegram to make
the members of the Legislature believe
that he would not accept. He was
simply lied out of his chance, and
those who preferred him to Hoar were
lied out of their chance to vote their

reference, and enough voted for Hoar
instead to give him the election. ‘Khe
lie was sent by telegram from a town
in Massachusetts, and signed by a per-
son knowst to be so near to Mr. Crapo
that it produced the same effect as
though signed by that gentleman him-
self. No one doubted its truth, and
Mr. Crapo never knew of it until it had
done its work and Hoar had been
elected.

Mr. Hoar never insisted npon or
even asked for an investigation to have
it determined whether or not he inaug-
urated or connived at this disgraceful
swindle by which his present seat in

he Senate was secured. Mr. Crapo
felt greatlp outraged He woula most
likely have been elected instead of
Hoar but for the corrupt trickery and
falsehood to which the latter or his
friends resorted. And yet, himself
holding a seat thus tainted by a coarse
and vulgar fraud and secured by the
votes of members who preferred Crapo,
but were falsely told at the opportune
moment that he would not stand, Sen-
ator Hoar has been spending his days
and nights for some weeks pastina
vain endeavor to smirch Senator Payne.
An investigation of the circumstances
attending his own election would show,
as above stated, that he holds his seat
by votes stolen from another by con-
spiracy and falsehood. How long
would it take him in such a case, if an-
other than himself had been involved,
to conclude that the beneficiary of the
fraud must be supposed to have been a
willing party to it? What effrontery
in him to sit in judgemecnt on the title
of a brother Senator to a seut in the
body in which he himself is an in-
truder.—N. ¥.
