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SAD ACCIDENT.

A Mother and Her Two Daughters
Drowned

While Attempting to Save the Life of a
Younger Child.

Erie, Fa., Aug. 11. Fair-vie- this coun-
ty, is in mourning over the melancholy
fate of Mrs. Mary Ann Kreider and her
daughters Ada, Bertha and Hattie, aged
fifteen, thirteen and eight years respective-
ly. Mrs. Kreider, the wife of Martin Krei-
der, a Nickel-Plat- e railroad employe, went
down by the side of Conneaut creek to do
the family washing. She was accompanied
by her daughters. Hattie, the youngest
child, wandered down the creek bottoms
and. fell into the stream. The
recent rains had created a car-ren- t,

and the waters were high. The
child's screams attracted the attention of
Bertha and Ada, and both ran and leaped
into the creek after their little sister. 'The
water being beyond their depth they were
all carried into the flood. Their screams
called their mother, and she rushed down
and without a moment's hesitancy also
sprang into the seething stream. Her ago-
nising screams mingled with those of her
drowning children. With superhuman
strength she succeeded in get-
ting near ker daughters, and
in time to see the baby, Hattie,
go down. Ada and Bertha clasped one an-
other and sank in despair. Mrs. Kreider's
cries of agony had attracted the attention
of some railroad men, who, divining the
cause, ran as no hnman beings ever ran be-
fore; but all to no purpose, for upon ar-
riving at the spot there was nothing to
mark the spot where the four lives had gone
down but an occasional bubble of air ris-
ing to the top. The bodies were all recov-
ered, and tenderly borne to their homes on
a hand-ca- r. The bereaved husband and
father is frenzied with grief.

CONCERNING CUTTING.
Bayard's Peremptory Demand for His

Has Not Been Withdrawn.
Chicago, Aug. 12. The Times Washing-

ton spe ial says: As the result of a con-
versation last night with the Secretary of
State it may be stated that there is abso-
lutely no truth in the story sent out from
the City of Mexico that our Government
has withdrawn its peremptory demand for
Cutting's release, or changed its attitude
in this case in any way. There is no dis-
position to hurry or annoy or embarrass
the Mexican Government or its courts, and
the claim which its Minister here makes
that it has a right to punish all American
citizens for an offense committed in the
United States will never be admitted tac-
itly or otherwise. The Mexican officia's
have not charged Cutting with circulating
a libel in Mexico; they have charged him
with uttering a libel in the United States.
This is shown not only by the form of the
charges, but by the fact that the Texas law
has been taken into the Mexican court and
translated by way of showing that the act
qf Cutting was an offense in the jurisdic-
tion where it was committed. The case
cited by Mexican authorities of a Mexican
who committed an offense in the United
States and was punished for it by Mexico
is not a case in point, because our Govern-
ment can not concern itself about what
Mexico does with her own citizens. Neither
are the libel suits in France and England
against the owner of the New York paper
cases in point, for they were civil suits,
and they were based on the circulation of
the alleged libel in the countries where the
suits were brought, an allegation not made
in this case. Mexico has distinctly claimed
a right to punish a citizen of the United
States for an offense committed in the
United States by a criminal prosecution,
and our Government will not assent to this
in any form.

Guarded by Cruisers.
St. Johns, N. B., Ang. 12. The Canadian

Government has issued orders forbidding
American vessels from entering the Bay of
Chaleurs on pain of instant seizure, and has
stationed the cruisers Critic and Lindsay
at the entrance of the bay, while the flag-
ship Lansdowne, plies the neighboring wa-
ters. Besides these, crusier Conrad has
been placed on guard at the mouth of the
Miramichi river, the Houlette is stationed
at Cascumpec, Prince Edward Island, and
the Terror is doing duty at Shelburne.
General Middleton is in the neighborhood
of Grand Merran and St. Andrews.

Mexican Troops Moving.
Galveston, Aug. 12. A special from

Eagle Pass to the Newt says : It is very
evident that Mexico is getting in readiness
should war be declared by the United
States. There are now 200 troops stationed
at Piedras Negras, and it is stated on good
authority that 500 more left Sabinas Tues-
day for Piedras Negras. It is also known
that 100 are stationed at the pass below
Guerrero, under command of Lveanor Val-de-z.

One company of United States cav-
alry, consisting of fifty men, is stationed
at Eagle Pass, and this place is defenseless.

POINTS TOWARD PEACE.

A Special Envoy to be Sent the
City of Mexico at Mexico's

Request.

Probability That Both Governments Will
Mass Troops Upon the Border to

Preserve Order During
the Consultation.

New York, Aug. 13. A World special
from Washington says that in yesterday's
consideration by the Cabinet of the Cut-
ting case, the most important matter dis-

cussed was a proposition received Wed-
nesday evening from the Mexican govern-
ment. The Mexican authorities make the
proposition that if the State Department
will send to the City of Mexico an able
lawyer, as a special envoy of this govern-
ment, to confer with the Attorney General
of Mexico, as to the proper interpretation
of the law under which Cutting is held,
they believe an amicable solution of the
problem can be arrived at. After two
hours' discussion on this subject by the.
Cabinet, it was unanimously agreed that
the proposition from the Mexican govern-
ment be accepted, and a representative
sent to the City of Mexico as soon as possi-
ble. This government is not to be bound
by the report that the representative may
make, but upon this report there can be es-

tablished additional foundation for further
diplomatic procedure. Pending this agree- -

meni neitner government will take any
action. It is not improbable that both gov-
ernments will mass troops upon the border
for the purpose of preserving order during
the period employed in the consultation.
The special envoy will not be a person who
is in any way connected with the service
of the government.

REVOLT IN HAYTI.
A Defeated Candidate for President Raises

a Very Large Sized Row.
Boston, Aug. 13. A letter to the Journal

from San Domingo, dated July 28, says:
The Presidential election took place here
on the 26th of June, General Ulyssus Her-ea- ux

being elected by a large majority.
General Masses, the defeated candidate,
left for Samana two days after the elec-
tions, raised an army of 2,000 men, at-
tacked Santiago and was defeated by the
Government forces. General Hereaux, the
President-elect- , left here y, leading
5,000 men, to reinforce General Luperon
at Santiago. General Scaraman left Port
Au Plat on the North Side, with 5,000 men,
and will join Hereaux, making an army of
12,000 men. This is the strongest revolu-
tion that has started in San Domingo for
some years, bat the revolt will be of short
life, as General Hereaux is a brave and de-
termined man, and understands the mode
of fighting in this country.

The Corn Crops.
Chicago, Aug. 13. The corn season so

far, according to a comprehensive report
in the Chicago Times, has been a very pe-

culiar one, starting out as it did under the
most favorable circumstances the month
of June dry and cool, with just enough
moisture to keep the corn growing and put
the fields in condition for uninterrupted
cultivation until the 1st of Jnly; but ever
since that date the corn crop has been sub-
jected, with the exception of some limited
areas in Ohio and Indiana, to such ex-
tremes of dry weather and heat that the
general prospects y point to a crop
reduced in quantity and quality.

circus exhibited here A tremend-
ous wind-stor- came up, tearing the im-
mense canvas from the poles, creating a
panic, which resulted in a number of per-
sons being seriously injured.

Several children were slightly
injured. Several others were bruised and
trampled upon.

It is proposed to con-
struct a large receptacle, where bodies may
be deposited until the fact of death has
been demonstrated beyond dispute. Medi-
cal aid will be at hand in case of resuscita-
tion.

BLOODY BELFAST.
A Night of Continuous

From House-Top- s.

Beltast, Aug. 15. Rioting has been re
sumed in Belfast. From midnight last
night until four o'clock this morning a
line fight was in progress on the Shankhill
road and the Old Falls road. One person
was killed and many wounded. The town
Is seething. Sectarian strife has recurred
in a deplorable, d fashion. Ex
pert marksmen this morning conducted a
rifle fight from roof-t- o ds. chimnev--
stacks and street corners.

The Acting Secretary of War Wants to

Know How Many Will Volunteer to
Fight Mexico.

Washington, D. C, Aug 15. The ousual
Sunday quiet which ordinarily prevails in
the War Department was broken to-da-y.

Adjutant-Gener- Drum, who is Acting
Secretary of War, was on duty, with
several clerks and a force of telegraphers.
Messages were sent to a number of
commanders of local military organi
zations by General Drum asking how
many volunteers they could muster to go
to the Mexican frontier in the event
that their services shall be required. It is
not, it is understood, for the purpose of
mustering a force for Mexico at once, but
merely as a precautionary move to ascer-
tain what additional force can be made
available to with the regular
military in case trouble should grow out
ol we present complications.

of New York, goes to Paso del Norte and
Chihuahua by request of Secretary Bayard
and in connection with the Cutting case.

The instructions to
General Sedgwick are to take a positive
stand in defense of Cutting's posi-
tion. The envoy will go by rail viaNew Orleans, thence over the Southern
Pacific to 1 Paso, where he will take the
Mexican Central into the City of Mexico.
By leaving New York this evening hs
should, if not interrupted in travel, roach
his destination on next Friday at noon. It
ni ed not necessarily consume more than a
week to conclude the consultation, but as
the Mexicans are a slow-goin- g people, it is
not supposed it will be completed short of
twenty days.

very impressive. After the candidates had
been invested with the veils, and a crown
of thorns placed on the head of each, the
newly professed sisters formed in a sqnure
and lay prostrate betore the altar. A fu-
neral pall was lowered over the body,
shrouding them, signifying their burial
from the world.

Two Railroad Men Instantly Killed.
Kankakee, III., Aug. 15. James Travis,

of Wallaceburg, Out., and L. Olsen, of
Kankakee, workmen on the new double
track of the Illinois Central railroad at
Kankakee, were instantly killed yesterday
by an engine while testing the track. The
noise of a passing traiu prevented their
hearing the alarm of the testing locomo-
tive. Travis has wealthy parents, but left
borne last week to seek fortune in the
States.

Seven Hundred Homeless Families.
Milwaukee, Wis., Aug. 15. In the Wis-

consin forest fires the counties of Mara-
thon, Clark, Wood, Portage, Calumet,
Brown and Door suffered most severely.
The number of homeless families is esti-
mated at seven hundred ; the loss of prop-
erty $1,200,000, exclusive of the damage to
the lumber interests.

A PROOF BY FIGURES.
The Success of Postmaster-Gener- al Vilas'

Administration Demonstrated by Cold
Facts.
The annual financial statements of

the post-offic- e make a showing that
mast be extremely satisfactory to the
Administration and its friends. Since
the new Administration came in all
contracts for adhesive stamps, postal- -

cards, stamped envelopes and wrap-
pers, and mail-bag- s and mail-ba-g

catchers, running four years, have
bean let at rates that for the whole
contract term on estimated quantities
wonld come to $5,397,429. "At the
prices of the former contracts these
articles would cost $6,744,238. Here is
a saving for the four years of $1,346,
588, or 19.9 per cent The four classes
of articles enumerated above, and
the official envelopes, tags, etc.,
wrapping, paper, facing slips,
twine, marking and rating stamps,
letter-balanc- es and stationary, which
are contracted for annually, cost for
the fiscal year, under contracts made
since Postmaster-Gener- al Vilas took
office, $706,800. The same quantities
under the contracts existing March 4,
1885, would have cost $881,083. Here
is an annual saving of $174,222, or 19.7
per cent. or the miscellaneous ex
penses of the department, exclusive of
salaries, trie appropriation for 1 see was

198,852, the expenditures were $89,
836, and the unexpended balance was
$49,015. For 1885 the appropriation
was ssiz.yiy, the expenditures $118,
381, and the unexpended balance only
$9,357. The decrease of the miscel
laneous expenses for the year was $28,
584, or 24 per cent Among the items
oi supplies above mentioned the only
one which does not show a decrease in
the cost was that of letter-balance- s.

That shows an increase of 75 per cent.
The reason of this apparent increase
was that the figures of the previous
vear were false. Two years ago an ex
cessive number of balances were bought
by the department at unusually hieh fig
ures. The next year that is 1885 the
contractors, knowing that the pur
chases in 1884 were so large that no
more would be needed for some time.
put in their bid at nominal figures, and
the department bought no scales. The
division chief who stocked up the de-
partment for two or three years ahead
with balances at high figures is not
now in omce. t or salaries the appro-
priation for 1884 was a little larger
than for 1885. But in 1884 the unex
pended balance for salaries was
$17,000, and for 1885 it was $6,000.
Although, as shown above, the miscel-
laneous expenses of the department
for 1886 were $28,000 less than in
1885, the expenditures of 1886 covered
a number of items, aggregating nearly
$7,000, mainly connected with the
leasing of a building' for the sixth aud
itor s clerks, that were not included
in the expenditures for 1885.

ihe expenditures ot the Post-omc- e

Department not regulated by law
that is, discretionary with the Postma-

ster-General, but exclusive of the
transportation of mails have for twen-
ty years been used up with the excep
tion of an average annual unexpended
balance of 1.6 per cent In 1886 the un
expended balance was 6.8 per cent
For twenty years the average annual
increase of these expenses has been
5.5 per cent; last year the increase
was only 1.7 per cent Since the new
Administration came in the net reduc-
tion of star-ron- te service has been at
the rate of $316,973 a year; of steam
boat service, $139,506, and of mail
messenger service, $45.591 a total net
decrease at the rate of $501,785 per an-
num. On payment for railroad serv-
ice there has been cut off $12,950 as
needless, $68,905 of compensation to
land-gra- nt roads which were previously
not classified as such, $80,161 disallow
ances of pay for department car service
hitherto allowed but not authorized by
law, and $10,500 of postal-ca- r service
discontinued as unnecessary a total
saving on railway transportation at
the rate of $172,517. For purposes of
contracting for star-rou- te and steam
boat transportion the United States is
divided into four sections. Contracts
for four years in the fourth section, in
cluding States and Territories west of
the Mississippi and the Missouri, were
let at the rate of $239,000 a year less
than the previous contracts. The
original estimates for postal service for
1886 were o6,000,000, and the appro
priations werTj $o4,UOU,UUU.

ihe 1'ostmastcr-uener- al s estimate
last fall for the then current year was
$53,000,000. The actual expenditure.
as indicated by the auditors reports
for three-fourt- of the year, will come
inside of ai,OW,ouu. The revenue
will be $44,000,000, so the deficit will
CdXne inside of $7,000,000, instead of
reaching $9,000,000, and this in spite
at a loss of over $1,000,000 by reducing
newspaper postage one-ha- lf and . some
reduction of revenue by increasing the
unit of weight on letters from one-ha- lf

USING THE VETERANS.
The Queer Way in Which the Administration

Has Shown a "Revengeful
Spirit" Toward Union Soldiers.
The opposition to the President's

vetoes of private pension bills is an-

other form of the effort to nse the vet-
erans to gain a party advantage. The
vetoes are represented as proofs of a
revengeful spirit toward Union sol-

diers for saving the country, and the
attempts to insinuate or to declare this
wretched calumny are utterly con-
temptible and unworthy of the Repub-
lican name. The President with dig-
nity and truthfulness says, what every
honorable and patriotic American citi-
zen will approve:

"The blatant and no'sv of
those who. from motives that mar well be
suspected, declare themselves above all oth-
ers friends of the soldiers can not discredit
nor belittle the calm, steady and affectionate
regard of a grateful nat on."

The President points out that an ap-
propriation of seventy-si- x millions of
dollars has just been made for pensions
under liberal laws, to meet every mer-
itorious case, and that more than a
million of dollars was added to main-
tain the Pension Bureau. The rate of
pension in certain cases has been in-

creased, and large appropriations have
been made for homes for sick, disabled
and needy soldiers, and there is a re-
cent liberal grant for their enlargement
and greater convenience. All this, as
he Says, is no more than should be done.

Besides this is the fact, which he
does not mention, that the committee
of the Democratic House has reported
favorably six hundred private pension
bills, against four hundred reported by
the committee of the late Republican
House; that many were rejected as ut-
terly undeserving, showing how great
is the pressure of unfounded claims;
and that of the six hundred the Presi-
dent has vetoed but ninety, most of
which had been rejected by a Repub
lican Commissioner of Pensions. Thus
while President Cleveland has signed
more than five hundred pension Dills
in sixteen months. General Grant ap
proved only nve hundred and lorty-tw- o

in the eight years of his Administra
tion. Such facts dispose effectually of
the unworthy partisan assaults upon
President Cleveland as hostile to the
soldiers.
