General News Summary.
Interesting Home and Foreign News.

WASHINGTON.
The figures prepared by Sixth Auditor

Conville shows the receipts and expendi-
tures of the Post-offic- e Department for the
quarter ended June SO to be as follows:
Total receipts, less money order receipts,
110,923,745, and the total disbursements,
113,770,206. The increase in the receipts as
compared with the corresponding quarter
of last year is $438,879. while the increase
in the expenditures is $875,993.

Attorney General Garland has rendered
a decision in which he holds that the tax
imposed by the new oleomargarine law
applies only to the completed article, and
not to the products of which it is composed.

An order has been issued by Secretary
of War Endicott directing that Geronimo
and the hostile Apache adult Indian?, fif-
teen in number, recently captured in Mex-
ico, be sent to Fort Pickens, Flav, there to
be kept in close custody until further or-
ders. The remainder of the band, consist-
ing of eleven women, six children and two
English scouts, are directed to be sent to
Fort Marion, Fla., and placed with the
other Apache Indians in custody at that
post

The report of Governor Caleb W. West,
of Utah, has been submitted to the Secre-
tary of the Interior. It shows a slight in-
crease in population, the total of which is
now about 200,000, and a most gratifying
Increase in public school attendance and in
the value of school property.

The President has selected a S. Buford,
of Mississippi, for appointment as Deputy
Fourth Auditor of the Treasury, rice Mr.
Davis, resigned.

It is estimated at the Treasury Depart-
ment that the ultimate issue of the new
one and two-doll- silver certificates may
aggregate $50,000,000 and the five-doll-

silver certificates $60,000,000.
The journal of the last session of Con-gre-

which has just been issued from the
Government Printing Office, is nearly a
third larger than any previous issue. So
bulky was the work that it had to be
bound in two volumes instead of one, each
volume containing 1,600 pages. Never be-
fore has a journal of a seas'.. - contained
more than 2,200 pages.

THE EAST.
The cage in which workmen in one of

the shafts at the new aqueduct in New
York City are borne to and from their
work, fell on the 19th as six men" were as-
cending it. The drop that held the cage
broke when it was near the top of the
shaft, and it went down fifty feet. One of
the men was killed outright and three
others were terribly injured.

President Cleveland has sent $100 to the
relief committee of Buffalo for sufferers
during the recent gale.

The customs authorities at Newport, R.
L, have seized two hundred .cases of wine
and a quantity of fans, gloves and fancy
articles found on board the United States
war vessels Saratoga and Portsmouth,
which have just returned from a European
cruise. The seizure has caused much con-
sternation among the officers of these ves-
sels, who have made themselves liable to
court-marti- al by evading the rule to report
immediately upon arriving as to any du-
tiable articles on board.

The large dry goods store of Converse,
Collins, Merritt & Co., in Troy, N. Y., was
destroyed by fire on the 19th, entailing a
loss to the firm of $100,000; partially in-
sured. The loss on the building was $40,
000.

Since September 1, 1885, twenty --six ves-
sels belonging to the Gloucester (Mass.) dis-
trict fleet, aggregating 1,761,003 tons, valued
at $164,000, insured for $118,000, have been
lost. The lives of 101 men have been lost,
leaving twenty-tw- o widows and fifty
fatherless children.

The twenty-thir- d international conven-
tion of the Brotherhood of Locomotive En-
gineers met in New York City on the 20th,
with 800 delegates present, representing
all the States, Canada and Mexico. Grand
Chief P. M. Arthur addressed the conven-
tion at the opening. Other speakers were
Governor Hill, of New York, Mayor Grace,
ChaunceyM. Depew, Rev. Dr. Talmage,
and Governor Abbott, of New Jersey. The
daily sessions will be secret.

Edward E. Hall, formerly a partner of
James R. Keene, suicided in New York
City on the 20th by shooting himself. He
had recently lost a large amount of money
in speculation.

At the meeting of the directors of the
Western Union Telegraph Company, on
the 20th the old officers and executive com-
mittee were but the vacancy
caused by the death of Harrison Durkee,
the second vice president, remains unfilled

Six hundred hosiery operatives have
joined the strikers at Kensington, Pa., and
the total number out on the 20th was
about 2,000.

James A. Whittier, the Boston lawyer
who pleaded guilty to embezzling $20,000
which he held in trust for Miss Harriet
Reed, has been sentenced to State prison
for four years and three months.

Charles Bellringer, a noted burglar and
desperado, with many aliases, escaped
from the Onondaga County (N. Y.) jail on
the 20th by filing the bars off a door. A
reward of $300 is offered for his recapture.

At Saco, Me., a few days ago W. S. Den-
nett bought a cask of new cider. His son
James, aged nineteen, drank a third of a
glass of the cider, Dennett took a teaspoon-fu- l

and his wife tasted it. All were taken
sick and the son died in a few hours. Mrs.
Dennett's recovery is doubtful. Investi-
gation showed that the cask had boen pur-
chased of an undertaker, and originally
contained embalming fluid.

Lieutenant William M. Metcalf and an
ordinance soldier, were killed at Sandy
Hook. N. J., on the 21st by the explosion of
a shell which was being loaded.

Hon. S. S. Cox, to Turkey, on
the 21st accepted the nomination for Con-
gress by the Democrats of the Ninth New
York district

David Evans and his son William, of
Millport Fa., employed at the Sterling
quarry, were crossing a tunnel on the 21st
when it caved in, carrying them down one
hundred feet and burying them under a
mountain of earth. It will take months to
recover their bodies.

The annual session of the military order
of the Loyal Legion at Philadelphia was
concluded on the 21st with the ceremony
of installing Lieutenant General Philip H.
Sheridan in the office of commander-in- -
chief.

Francis McCabe, the Alder-
man, was arraigned in the Court of Gen-
eral Sessions at New York on the 21st His
counsel read a statement from Dr. Ham
mond to the effect that McCabe was in a
mental condition bordering on imbecility.
A jury will be impaneled to try the ques-
tion of his sanity.

Business failures occurring throughout
the country during the seven days ended
October 22 number for the United States
182 and for Canada 16; a total of 198 as
compared with 179 the previous week.

Smith, which sailed from Gloucester, Mass.,
August 14, on a halibut voyage, has been
given up for lost together with her crew
of fourteen men.

Hon. Thomas Parsons, chairman of the
Massachusetts Board of Prison Commis-
sioners, died on the 22d, aged seventy years.

It is said the
total liabilities will reach $300,000.

At Leavenworth, Kan., on the 20th John
Holmes with his three sons, aged ten,
twelve and fourteen, attempted to cross
the Blue Rapids when the boat was cap-
sized.

CURIOUS RAILWAYS.

Tracks Laid on Tree-Top- s, Over Ice, In the
Air and Underground.

In a small book entitled "Wonders
and Curiosities of the Railway," the
autnor, Mr. W. S. Kennedy, touches
en the anomalous and entertaining fea
tures of his subject in chapters bearing
such suggestive titles as "The Light-
ning Harnessed," "The Locomotive in
Slippers," "The Luxuries of Travel."
and "A Handful of Curiosities." The
average reader who has not made rail-
way building a special study, wilj per-
haps be astonished to learn that there
have been, railroads, not only under
the ground and in the air, but among
the tree-to-ps and on the ice, while the
model of even a submarine railway has
been exhibited.

It appears that some time ago a loco-
motive on sled-runne- rs was constructed
in Scotland, and employed for drawing
passengers and freight over the ice be-
tween St Petersburg and Cronstadt
The two driving wheels in the rear were
studded with sharp spikes, wherecs the.
front part of the engine rested-o- a sled
which was swiveled, nd turned to the
right or left by wheels working in con-
nection with an endless screw and a
segment rack-- From this locomotive,
which is said to have run eighteen miles
an hour in any direction, the transition
is natural to railroads whose ties and
track have been laid on the frozen sur-
face of rivers. Mr. Kennedy tells
us that in 1879, when the mercury stood
twenty degrees below zero, a train of
the Northern . Pacific railroad passed
over the Missouri river on ice three feet
thick. The pressure which the ice re--'

sisted may be estimated from the fact
that the track was laid on twelve foot
ties, and that the cars carried over a
quantity of railroad iron - as well as a
number of visitors. About a year after
a similar road was built across the river
St Lawrence at Hochelaga. In this in-

stance a rough road-be-d was first level-
ed in the ice; then crossbeams were
fitted in, and upon these were placed
longitudinal beams which were them-
selves crossed by the ties that held the
rails, water being then pumped over the
whole structure to freeze it down.

Even more novel is the idea of grading
for a railroad through a forest with a
cross-cu- t saw, and laying the ties on
the stumps. This has actually been
done in Sonoma County in this State.
Here the trees were sawed off and lev-
eled,' and the ties fastened on the
stumps, two of which were huge red-
woods, standing side by side, and sawed
off seventy-fiv- e feet from the ground.
So firm is this support that cars loaded
with heavy logs can pass over with per-
fect security. It is not generally known
that in 1839 no less than fifty-tw- o miles
of the projected road of the Ohio Rail-
road Company was laid on wooden piles,
which were from seven to twenty-eig- ht

feet long, and driven ten feet apart in
four rows. No train, however, was ever
run over' this track. Several wooden-trac- k

railways, on the other hand, are
actually operated in the United States
and Canada. One of fhese, in tho prov-
ince of Quebec, is thirty miles long, and
is used in the transportation of timber.
The rails are of maple, and trains are
said to run over them with remarkable
smoothness, at the rate of twenty-fiv- e
miles an hour. Another wooden-trac- k

railway, more than fifteen miles Ion sr.
has been constructed on the grading of
the abandoned South Carolina Central
railroad, in order to carry the products
oi turpentine oistiiieries to a marker.

Still more curious are what Mr. Ken-
nedy would call the bicvele railways.
where the car wheels run on a single
rail. One called the "steam caravan"
was begun in Syria, between Aleppo
and Alexandretta, but apparently never
finished. In the case of this experiment
tne ran was raised on a wall of masonry
twenty-eig- ht inches high, and seventeen
and one-ha- lf inches broad. On this one
rail were to travel the wheels of tho
locomotive and the carriages attached.
but- - it was intended to brace the en
gine and the last car in tho
train by obliquely placed leather-covere- d

wheels, running along the sides of tho
walL which wheels were further to serve
as brakes. A single rail, or bicycle rail-
road, has also been built in the United
States, and was in operation at Phoenix
ville, Pa., in 1876. Since that date a
two-wheel- ed locomotive has been mada
in Gloucester, N. J., for an elevated ra:l-roa- d

in Atlanta, Ga. With these bicycle
engines may De compared the railway
velocipedes, many of which, we learn,
are used on Western railroads. These.
which have a wheel on each track, can
be propelled by the feet and hands of the
rider at tne rate of twenty miles an
hour.

It will probably be news to most per
sons that in 1876, at Paris, one Dr. La
Combe exhibited the model of a sub-
marine railway which he proposed to
lay on the bottom of the channel be-
tween Dover and Calais. On a road-
bed of concrete, three galvanized iron
rails were to be placed, two for the track
and one in the center. To the central
rail the car was to be attached by
rollers, in order to prevent it being de-
railed by the waves. The boat-ca-r was
to be air-tig- ht and driven by a propel-
ler screw worked by compressed air.
Fresh air was to be supplied to the oc
cupants of the car by a tube running
up to the surface of the water, where it
would be affixed to a buoy. Finally, a
series of buoys on the surface would
mars out the track: of the car, which,
in case of any accident could be cut
loose below, whereupon it would rise to
tne surface. ban jrranctsco Argonaut.
