A THOROUGH SECRETARY.

The Head of the Navy Department Is
Moving Cautiously, But Laying the
Foundation for One of the Finest
Navies in the World.
The practical manner in which the

Secretary of the Navy is setting about
the work of building up the navy and
restor ng to the country the prestige it
once enjoyed in that line, gives assur
ances of succass. The wretched mis
management of that department under
Republican Administrations, and the
culpable inefficiency in the perform
ance OI auty wnicn cuaractcriou muse
Administrations form a chapter in
the history of our Government
that reflects indelible disgrace on
those responsible for the de
cline of the navy. Favored con-
tractors, worthless ships and enormous
expenditures were the principal feat
ures ot KepuDJtcan control ot tneivavy
Department When Mr. Whitney as-

sumed charge he found himself in a po-
sition of exceeding embarrassment, nis
predecessor having not only awar Jea
the contracts for three steel cruisers
and a dispatch boat to a favored con-
tractor, but having, in deliance of law,
advanced large sums of the reserva-
tions to the contractor before the work
was completed. The entire set of ves-
sels designed under the Chandler re-

gime have disappointed the expecta
tions of those who naturally tbonrht
thev would possess the most essential
features of the modern cruiser, speed
and strength. Admiral Porter declares
that he has no faith in those heirlooms
of tha Chandler Administration, as
their lack of speed places them at a
serious disadvantage with the ships of
other nations. We shall have to rely
upon more efficient vessels for the new
navy, and to this end Mr. Wliiney's
ettort8 are being directed.

He propos s to secure the best attain
able models for the new ships,with the
highest rate of speed consistent with
offensive and defensive requirements.
He adopts a broad, sensible policy to
gain his point, seeking to avail him-
self of the b.;st naval skill obtainable.
There will be none of the hasty, reck-
less, inconsiderate methods that gov-
erned the former Administration of the
department Mr. Whitney prefers to
move slowly and cautiously no as to
do his work thoroughly. The new
ships will, undoubtedly, represent the
latest anil choicest improvements in
naval architecture and a higher rate of
speed than those designed under the
Chandler regime. Admiral Por er
speaks of three" classes of vessels for
the new navy, the first represented by
a vessel of bstwet-- n six and seven thou-
sand tons and able to make, for a few
hours, a speed of nineteen and a half
knots. He is of opinion that a vessel
is not fit to be considered as a cruiser
nowadays that has not a spend of
at least eighteen and a half knots.
For the new vessels the best of
armament is need-id- as they are in-

tended to be the peers of any afloat.
Very satisfactory progress has been
made in this direction during the past
year, as the report of the Chief of
Ordnance shows. It is no e?.sy task to
construct and finish the hirh power
steel gnnsnecessary for modern ships of
war, especially as we have had so little
real or efficiont work dona in the ord-

nance line until the building of the
new navy commenced. men new
ships and new guns of the best patterns,
the United States wi 1 once more re-
gain the prestige it held in the w tr of
1812, when the pride of England was
humbled, and during the rebellion.
when the achievements of the M nitor
caused a revolution in naval building
all over the world. We have the finest
material in' the world in our sailors
and marines and the training of onr
naval officers is second to none.

ASPARAGUS CULTURE.

Observation and Experiments Made by a
Successful Cultivator.

It seems to mj that the method of
deep setting this crop is a mistake. I
have spent money carting d rt on to
asparagus beds, but it was labor lost;
the yield was no better. We live and
1 am. Studying the habit of the plant

found much that is interesting.
Plow.ng an old meadow I found roots
of asparagus that had sprung from
seeds, and the clumps of roois when
turned up were about eighteen inches
long and had in all cases grown by
inches toward the south, add ng a new
bud each jear, tbe old tuds or roots
be ng connected together with the
power to reduce an upward grow h
only in the new bud. Another ted, in
bearing over th rty years and for the
last tiltuen without manure, as shown
s'gns of running nt Tha stalks are ot
good size, Dut very torn y ecaitnreu
over the ground, so that one-four- th of
the two-acr-e lot was ploughed up. This
was done with little dimcnltv, as the
roots were not strong in tbe land.

lne decay and decreased production
was laid, not so much to the lack of
fert liz ng as to the fact that of late
years tha ground had been worked
twice tain season with a 1 gbt one-h-o

he plow, instead of by the o.d meth-
od of hand-diggin- g with the six-tin- e 1

fork; the roots were probably cut off
below the bearing point from time to
timo by the p ow, and the p.trt of t ie
lot worst arlecied was where the plants
were deepest in the so L Another bed
was set in r.chland ten years eo, not
very . This, when a tmall psrt of
it was plowed up to make room for hot-
beds, proved a very ton eh job tbe
hardest plowing I remember. The
roots htre seeemed to grow n all direc--
ttons as to points of compass, but
always w th tbe terminal shoot only,
ready for the spring trade.

A bed of one-four- th acre set in the
spring of '85 with two-year-o-ld roots of
the Moore's Crossbred variety had last
spring staks all along the rows from
one-hit- lf to one inch through, large
enough to cur; but none of them were
cut th,8 season, as it is not considered
advisable to cut much 1 11 the third sea-
son atter p anting. This bed is on a
s de-hi- ll siopmg east that had received
an annual manuring for twenty years.
The laud was heav ly manured at the
t.me and the manure, worked into the
so L The plants were set n rows three
feet apart Tbe plants were about a
foot apart in rows and not more than
four or rive inches below the surface; .n
fact, set in the rich surface soil of the
garden without subsoil. ng or any such
trench ng as is usually recommended.
Nest seai-o- th 8 l ed will yield an
abundant cutting of splen-.lit- l shoots,
and if worked w.th a fork and not with
a plow will remain n bearing at least
thirty years.

As for manure, I believe for aspara-
gus, as for rhubard, that l he manure
should be applied in the fail. Our al-

luvial foil does not respond to
al fertilizers; but wood ashes, leached

or unle.iched; and horse manure are our
dependence. This put on in the fall
and worki d nto the so I early in spr ng,
the ground cleared of weeds'about July
1, and then 1 ft till November, when
the bed' are mowed down and burned
to kill seeds. There is absolutely no
"best t'me" to set a bed. but e ther fall
or spr ng, as su.ts. Tbe fall is beiteroa
some m nor accounts the land is in
t etter condition to work, the plants are
dormant and there is more le s ire to do
that ob well. Tbe plants are best for
setting at two years, for then you get
tbe plants in fresh so 1, free ot weeds
and strong enough to make a vigorous
growth at once. One-yuar-o- id pants
are good if the best ones be chosen and
y, iu can raise your own seedlings and
iu me meantime pre pace tue tanu
for the future I ed bv crops wh ch wi
leave the soil in good cond.t on to set
