They are Extended to the Childrem by
the Sunday-School Workers aof the
United States and Casasda—Second Day's
FProceedings of the Great Conventioa at
Chicago.

CHicAGO, June 3 —Yesterday morning's
scssion of the International BSunday-
school convention was taken up in dis-
cussing better methods of orgauniszation.
Addresses were made by Rev. W. H. Bai.
loy, of Kentucky; Rev. J. E. Gilbert, of
Jndiana; W. H. Hall, of Connecticut; E.
G. Wheeler, of Oregon; Rev. Dr. Gram-
mar, of Maryland; D. B. Ward, of Dakota,
and R 8. Mott, of Minnesota.

The Nominating Committes presented
a partial report of the candidates for vice-
president and members of the Executive
Committee for each State and Territory,
and for Canada and Nova Scotia Thoe
committee's selection of B. F. Jacobs, of
Illinois, for another term ss chairman of
the Executive Committee was received
with spplause.

At the afternoon session the attendance
was not 80 large as in the morning, owing
to the fact that the primary session was
being held at Farwell Hall. ' “Misslonary
Bundsy-School Work,” was the subject of
the addresa by Rev. J. A. Worden, D. D,
of New Jersey. He sald that the Na-
tion was threatened by great evils, such
as infidelity, intemperance, anarchism
snd other curses, and this notwith-
standing the great work that the
charches were doing. There were now
in this country 9,000,000 boys and girls
who were outside the pale of the Bunday-
schools, and unless somethiog was done to
bring them uander the influence of the
Christian religion the Nation would go
down. If the Bible was lived up to it
would solve the problem of capital
and labor. They could not settle It by
laws or by the police force, though
he honored the Chicago policemen of last
year, who fought the battle of law and
order and of civilisation.

Preceding a discourse on ‘‘Bunday-
Bchool Temperance by Rav. D, C. Milner,
of Kansas, & memorial from the Woman's
Christian Temperance Union, asking the
convention to express its sentiments on
the propriety of teaching sclentifi
temperance in the publio schools; on
the establishing of free kitchen mnd kin
dergardens; on prohibiting the sale of to-
bacco to childron; and on devising somse
means to protect and keep pure children.

“It was on the contemplation of such a
trip as this that Mr. Cleveland made his
promisc to the St. Louis delegation. The
fact is that he intends to go & great deal
tarther in the direction of the setting of
the sun than St Louis, If the President
can make his arrangements he will
leave this cily in the first week of
August and ‘will probably remain
away until the 1st of October.
He will 1ravel in 8 special
car containing the members of his imme-
diste household and two or three Cabinet
officers. The intention is to go clear noross
the contlinent to the Paciflc const.

FI.ATTERING FIGURES.
An X t Over the Re-
'llllbml Fension Policy.

The following comparative statement
of the work of the Pension Bureau dur-
ing the last two years of the Republio-
an rule and the first two years of the
Democratic Administration speaks vol-
umes. The records of the Government
are, of course, kept by fizcal yenrs, the
appropriations being made by Congress
in that manner:

In the year ending June 50, 1883,
under the administration of W. W. Dud-
ley, there were 52,279 pension certifi-
cates issned, of which number 38,161
were original cases, and the remainder
increase and miscellaneous claims.
¥or the fiseal year ending June 30,
1884, the total number of certificates
issued was 56,729, of which 34,190 were
original, and the remainder increase
and miscellaneous cases. In the next
fiscal year, up to the 17th of March,
1885, when the present Commissioner
entered upon the duties of his office,
there were 89,154 certificates of all
kinds issued. From March 17 up to
June 30 of the same year, a period of
only two months and a half, there
were issued 31,252 pension certificates.
The fiscal year ending June 30,
1886, made a splendid showing for
the new administration, therc hav-
ing been issued 76,654 pension
certificates, 40,852 of which were
original ecases. In that same fiseal
year of 1886 there were nlso is-
sued 79,985 supplementsl certificates
to widows and dependent relatives
whose pension had been increased by
the act of March 19, 1886—a grand
total for that one year of 159,643 allow-
ances. These supplemental certificates
were issued within a very few months
after the passage of the law, the Com-
missioner of Pensions having person-
sonally directed how the work should
be done. At no time in the history of
the office has such an enormous num-
ber of pensions been increased without
interference with the regular work of
the office, or without a call upon Con-
gress for additional help. From the
1st of July, 1886, up to and including
the 30th of April, 1887, there were 74,~
608 certificates issuned, of which 34,852
were original cases.

There is yet remaining one month
of the present fiscal year, and the re-
sult will be a magnificent showing,
greater by far than any previous year
in the history of the office, It should
be borne in mind that this immense
amount of work has been performed
with a reduction of the clerical force
of over 100. With the administration
of the present Commissioner a new era
was Insugurated in the Pension Bureau.
He determined to conduct the office
upon strict business principles, and re-
quired that the entire® time of the
olerical force during office hours should
be devoted to the consideration and
transaction of the public business, and
the settlement of long delayed pension
claims. As one result of this regula-
tion the fiscal year exhibited a saving
in the matter of leaves of absence of
15,664 days of the aggregate time of
the clerical force, or forty-two years,
eleven months and four days of the
time of a single clerk.

In the year of 1886 the present Com-
missioner turned over to the treasury
one hundred thousand dollars ($100,-
000) of unexpended appropriations on
account of the hire of clerical force,and
he effected a saving in the same year
in the item of stationery of over
thirteen thousand dollars (13,000)—
this notwithstanding the fact that the
business of the burean has been very
largely inereased.

It was formerly the practice that
when a pension claim had been neg-
lected—that is, when the claimant or
his attorney had failed to call up the
case for a certain length of time, to
mark the case “abandoned,” and con-
sider it in about the same light as a re-
jected case. The Commissioner re-
versed this unjust practice, and re-
quired of his chiefs that all claims
should be given a chance of being con-
sidered and finally adjudicated. Every
case filed during his administration
has received prompt attention, and his
order that all cnses filed prior to his
entry into office shonld be examined
before the 1st of June has already been
fully complied with, and there is not a
single case in the pending files of the
office which has not been examined, and
in which steps have not been taken to-
ward its final settlement. To illustrate
the enormous mcrease in the business
of the Pension Burean, during the
month of March, 1884, there were re-
ceived 159,383 pieces of mail matter,
and there were sent out from the office
141,898 circulars and letters, In the
month of March, 1887, there were re-
ccived 287,263 pieces of mnail matter,
and there were sent out from the office
188,142 letters and circulars.

Of course the matter of his publio ut-
terances will be made as offensive to
English ears as possible in order to
arouse the bitterest criticism, which will
be promptly cabled to the New York
Tribune to show the brutal manner in
which *‘bloody Britons'' handle a fa-
vorite son of Maine.

FACTS ABOUT RIBBONS,
Historical Data Relsting to sa Import-
ant and Steadily Growing Industry..

It is known that the manufacture of
ribbons was fairly established in St
Etionne, France, in the eleventh cen-
tury, and that the place remains to this
day the principal center of the industry.
During the persecution of the Hugue-
nots in that country many of the St
Etienne operatives went to Basle,
Switzerland, and established the indus-
try there, where it became second only
to St. Etienne. The third most im-
portant center was Coventry, England,
but Crefeld and Vienna are also large
producing centers. To-day there are
manufactured in the United States
quite as many ribbons as are made in
St. Eticnne. The product of Switzer-
land consists mainly of plain styles;
that of France largely of fine and fancy
millinery goods; that of Crefeld mainly
of black silk and black velvet ribbons,
the latter especially; that of England
largely of plain goods; while the United
States tries every thing with much suc=
cess, though dependent chiefly upon
Europe for the lead in styles. It is a
cnrious fact that for five hundred years
ribbons were worn mostly by men
rather than by women, especially during
the long period of effeminacy in the
male] attire. In the fifteenth to the
seventeenth centuries their usein Eng-
land were restricted to the royalty and
gentry by statute. In the time of Charles
IL. and James the IL the whole attire
was covered with ribbons. A fop in
those days was described as *‘wearing
more than would stock half a dozen
shops or twenty country peddlers.” 1t
is another curions fact that in the man-
ufacture of ribbons the self-acting loom
was in use & hundred years before Cart-~
wright's invention, and that in more
recent times little new has been added
in that branch of the silk industry.—
Journal Fabrics.
