STATE COURTS DIFFER

ON COMPENSATION ACT

linlior l!ui can llcport Shows Wide
Divergence of Opinion As to

Unblllty.

WASHINGTON'. The United States
liureau of Labor Statistics of the De-
partment of Labor has issued a review
of court decisions affecting labor. Two
hundred and sixty-fiv- e decisions are
summarized, dealing with the applica-
tion and construction of the laws, or
with the application of the principles of
the common law to the rights and rela-
tions of the worker. A bulletin issued
on the subject states in part:

"The largest group of cases on a single
subject is that relating to the new form
of legislation known as workmen's com-
pensation laws. The decisions on this
subject range from questions of consti-
tutionality decided adversely in the case
of the Kentucky statute and favorably in
other State courts to the determination
of definitions or of single points of dis-
pute.
