"It has long been the mistaken pohc
of department officials and postofficc in-

sent the attempts of the men to control
their own organizations They exert
eer infltienee to scare men from the
labor movement.

These clerks and carriers, feel-

ing aggrieved at a seemingly injustice
imposed upon three of their fellow work-worke-

and knowing the utter futility
of appealing to their department-controlle- d

organizations for support or re-
lief, took drastic action by quitting work
in concert. And the very department of-
ficials who are responsible for creating
the condition that brought about the
strike hae now ordered the arrest of
the men on a charge of conspiracy for
delamg the mails These men are not
conspirators. Alan of them h.uc
worked in the office for years, rendering
good, faithful and efficient service.

"'I here will always be danger of a re-

currence of this trouble until the abso-
lute power of demotion and dismissal is
taken from the political heads of ciwl
service departments At present the em-
ployes have no appeal from the arbitrary
judgment of official bureaucrats. Had
these I'airmont postal workers possessed
the right to appeal from the ukase of
department officials to some detached
trilnui.il this incident would not have oc-

curred We need a Civil Service Court
of Appeals, clothed with power to re-

view the judgment of department heads
in cases of diseipline, and with the aid
of the American Federation of Labor
we will seek to have such a court estab-
lished b the bitv -- fourth Congress."

BENEVOLENT EXPERTS
CHILL A DEMOCRACY

San Francisco The theory that
autocracy "does things," while de-

mocracy develops men, is enlarged up-
on as follows by the Bulletin of this
cit :

"An English writer, groaning under
the confusion of the English party sS-te-

prophesies the sttpercession of par-
liament by 'a small committee of unpaid
men,' who shall be honest, businesslike,
and nonpartisan, and shudder at the
name of politician.

"His is the dream of the ages a
united nation guided for its own best
good by a small number of benevolent
experts It is the ideal of the conscien-
tious military man of Gocthals, for
instance It is a democracy in which
the only vote is the vote of confidence;
autocracy, in which the autocrat faith-
fully carries out what he believes to be
the enlightened will of the people

"This idea is spreading a little in our
own countr Perhaps, it is one cause
for the business man's chronic irrita-
tion over his government In our
economic life the benevolently efficient
autocrat is the figure we are all called
upon to fall down and worship The
expectation is that the solution of
problems must be found in the mind of
the autocratic expert ami by him passed
out to the people The expert can
draw to himself all the' knowledge up-
on his subject and digest it In business
he can study sources and markets and
thus direct production with intelligence;
in statesmanship he can predict the fu-

ture by weighing the pist and the pres-
ent. The people's will is 'the wind's
will,' but his will is steady; they tack
and veer and aie swept from their
course by gusts, but he wafts steadily
along with the trade winds at his back.

"Unrestrained populai
is a pain to the expert, because

of its ainilessness, its foolish blindness
to self interest, and its general failure
to adapt its means to its ends. The ex-
pert loves lesulls, and the people al-

most nevei get the results at which they
believe themselves to be aiming

"Yet never so long as England
stands will it be governed by 'a small
committee of unpaid men,' and never
will the democracy of the United States
permanently surrender Us delightful
fieedom to blunder Deiuoeiac is not,
and cannot be the most efficient form of
government The most efficient part
of the Aineiican governmental machine
is the boss sstein, which is fiankly
feudalistic Hut if mankind is destined
to progicvss the attempt at
