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Railroad Officials
Pay Secret Salaries

The Publicity Bureau of the Four Railroad Brotherhoods
Challenge the Claim of Railroad Officials.

Cleveland, O. In a statement issued
by the publicity bureau of the four, rail-
road brotherhoods, these workers dial-leiiR- e

the claim of railroad officials that
train service employes receive stupend-
ous wacs.

"The railroads give a list of a dozen
or so engineers and conductors who
receive fancy pay. These men, by rea-
son of certain choice limited passen-
ger runs, are held up as examples of
what the train service men receive. As
.1 matter of fact they are exceptional
cases and are not fair examples of what
the train service men receive. The pres-
ent ciht-hou- r movement docs not em-

brace the passenger train crews only
freight men; therefore, it is not proper
to use any passenger service men as
illustrations."

While discussing the claims of al-

leged high wages paid by railroads, the
brotherhoods' bureau turns the man-
agers' gun on themselves by making
public the enormous salaries and secret
contributions made to managers. Re-
port No. (is:il, of the United States In-

terstate Commerce Commission, shows
methods employed by the Uock Island
Railroad. First J. E.
Gorman "was secretly paid $I8,7.".( per
nnntiin, making his total compensation

"The contributions to officials of the

railway company in excess of their sal-
aries aggregated about a million dol-
lars."

The brotherhoods' bureau makes this
statement:

"From the above report of the
United States Interstate Commerce
Commission it is plain that railroad
payrolls do not always show what the
officials actually receive. There is no
question as to the railroads' ability to
meet the demands for an eight-hou- r
day if the funds, which in the past have
been diverted from their proper uses,
are allowed to remain in the treasuries
of the railroads to meet the necessary
expenditures of running railroads as
business institutions."
