Tb Asthonomkb Bond. Wm. C. Bond, the
late director of the Astronomical Observatory
at Cambridgo, Mass., was born In 1790. In
1802 he was apprenticed to a watchmaker, and
eontinuod tho business of manufacturing
watches for half a century. 'While a young
man, he established at Dorchester, Mass., a
private observatory, one of the earliest in the
country. In 1815 Mr. Bond visited Europe to
discharge a commission from the corporation of
Harvard College, authorizing him to examine
the obsorvatorios there, mako plans, and select
instruments for tho proposed observatory at
Cambridge. In 1838 he was appointed by the
General Government to conduct a series of as-

tronomical and meteorological observations in
connection with Commodore Wilkes expedi-
tion. In 1839 he ooreptod tho invitation to
superintend the erection and take charge of the
great Cambridge Observatory. He will, we
suppose, be succeeded at the Observatory by
Mr. George P. Bond, his distinguished son, and
Associate Dlreotor, who has won a reputation
hardly, if at all, Inferior to that of his father.
