Station in situated, there nro extant
sufficient elements by which to describe
the condition of the place, and the eco-

nomical character of its inhabitants. AH

the world knows what will be the style of

doing business nt Peanut Station when
the time comes for business to open ; nnd
this siniply because the world looks into
itself, and .finds no difficulty to foresee
what it would do, under a given state of
cirenmKtanocs. The people will be de

voted to the local trade. As they will
never expect to see their customers a seo-on- d

time, they will take good care to
make all they can out of tnem th first.

The prices of their articles will not be
fixed according to their value, but accord-

ing to thenecessities of the buyers. Their
traffic will be arranged upon the principle
of the present penny, the futuro pound
being beyond the reach of their philoso
phy. Outlays to facilitate or cheapen
operations, and thereby increase their
iiiiiuov. ml nmntint. vrfU e out nf the
question. The place will, therefore, grow
downward; its business will leave for
some more enterprising locality ; its peo-

ple will skin closer and! closer at each step
in the progress; nnd by and bye a few
deserted fihnnties with open doors will
invite the winds theic first and last
symptom of hospitality.

There is a savor of the spirit that is
shortly to be nil concentrated at Peanut
Station, now dispersed far and wide. It
is difficult to put one's finger upon the
place where it is not. We have it in Cin-

cinnati; and here nnd there in pretty large
quantities. , Penny wisdom and pound
foolishness have sometimes been heard
of,and very often practiced in this highly- -

favored community. For the sake of lo
cal and personal, public nnd general in:
terests have been neglected. , There is a
tendency to act upon narrow and illiberal,
rather' than broad nnd expansive notiens
of policy. Hetween the end of our lines
of Eastern and the beginning of our lines
of Western railway, the peanut apiriti
finds a local habitation: with how much
loss to the annual trade of the city, and
how much failure to gain by our lines of
railway, it is not easy to calcnlnte. These
are matters that enn not be arrived at;
while the little profits upon the other side
appear in the shape of tangible dollars,
halves and quarters.

I'usiness travels nround places whore it
is tnns entertaineu. it is a nice little
trade to transport overland the property
that is required to pass between the Mi-

ami Canal and the Ohio Kiver, and sev-

eral very respectable persons, doubtless,
gain it handsome support for themselves
and their families thereby. Hut who is
ible to tell howmueh business hns steppod
aside and gone through other channels as
the immediate consequence of the costly
practice? The officers of the State are
not to blame for letting the locks go into

'a n state of dilapidation, when thero is no
demand for their use; and the members
of the City Council' no more short-
sighted than their fellow-citincn- s, when
they propose to turn tho neglected avenue
of commerce into a street Put all such
things tell upon the prosperity of a city.
There is not a town bo large, so rich, or
so well established, that it can afford to
shnckcl its trade with unnecessary ex-

penses. Thero is nothing so democratic
an commerce; in its scale of worthiness,
the only basis of superior claim, is supe-

rior advantages.1 (Hiisiness will go where
economy is found; and a place that men
iiave learned logo around, is doomed.

In large town, tho losses by pettinet
IM in the spirit of trad", are less easily de-

tected than in a small one. A city like
8 Cincinnati can sustain several leaks in its

economical system, nnd yet, to all appear-
ance, thrive. The difference between , a
growth of ten thousand per annum in
population, that we enjoy, and a growth

d.1 of twenty thousand that we might have,
under a more liberal policy, may not be a
thing practically susceptible of demon-
stration; and yet that difference may be
