The following from the charge of Judge
Leavitt to the jury will show our readers the
cause of the action againat Shawk, The Judge
remarks:

The patent in controversy, in this case, is
not for » new machine, but for the improve-
ment of an old one. The patentee claims that,
by s combination of the old machinery, ho has
suceseded in producing a new and useful reanit.
This combination is undoubtedly patentable.
As to ibs novelty, it is always presuned from
the patent itsel that the invention is new, and
if o party sued for infringemont would avail
himself of the fact of » wantof such novelty, it
is inoumbent upon him to prove it, by giving &
P noties to the plaintiff and prevent wur-
prise at iha trll.l

The qnution of lnrrlagnmmt ix the material
insue in the present ease. In this the burden
of proof is on the plaintiff; ln- {n bound to show
that his exclusive privilege has been invaded.
