REPORTED FOR THE

From Washington.
Washington, March 14. The report of the

Board of Army Officers, appointed by the Sec-

retary of War to look Into the army expendi-
tures and other matters with a view to re-

trenchment, recommends the abandonment of
most of the Interior posts beyond the western
line of settlements. Tbey are maintained at
great aipensa and suffering to no purpose.

Shortly after these posts are built, they are
generally abandoned, and the cost is thrown
away. ' Last year, five of these post wore
abandoned, and within ten years, fifty.

The Board recommends the advance of the
oo nil of the army from the Western frontier,
in tbe spring, to the interior or aoross the con-

tinent, and to return to the settlements in the
winter.
