Terrible Fate of a Balloonist—Discovery

of the Remains Aeronaut,
Thurston.
Tho "Balloon Edition" of th"Cinoinnatt

of Octobor last, contained a partial ac-

count of tho fato of Mr. Ira Thurston, who

was carried off in a balloon early in the fail of
1858, and who, until within a fow dayi, has
been unheard of. Tho balloon which he used
was qutto large, boing capable of containing
thirty-fiv- e thousand oubio foot of ga, and was

ballasted by one hundred and sixty pound) of
and. It aiivondad from Adrian at nine o'clock,

on tho 16th of September last, with Messrs.
Bannister and Thurston in It; descended on

tho farm of Mr. J. Dinge, In OgJen, near
Knight's Station, at about ten o'clock, and the
escapade occurred at about hnlf-pa- st ten
o'clock, owing to the rein oval of the car ropes

and other weights, while Mr. Thurston was

trying to open the valve when, as
expressed it, the balloon boundod up "like

a rocket," carrying Mr. T. aa above statod. It
must have bocn within twenty or thirty min-

utes of this time that the valve gavo wny, and

he foil.
From tho Toledo Blade of a late date we learn

that the remains of Mr. T. have been found,
and we place the account, al related by that
paper, before our readers:

It was rumored laat night that the body of
Mr. Thurston, who was carried up by a balloon
last fall, had beon found, and thta morning we
were called unon by Dr. Drake Covert, who
Uvea near the spot where the remains were dis-

covered, from whom we learn the full particulars
of the finding.

On Sunday afternoon, a son of Mr. Ilosg
was searching in a piece of woods for some loat
sheep, on the farm of Mr. Salmon Miner, situ-
