The Collision on the River at Aurora.

LOSS OF THE STEAMERS DAVID
GIBSON AND NAT. HOLMES.

FULL PARTICULARS.
Forty-thre- e 'Lives Lost!

Incidents of the Disastrous Affair.

Below we give in detail the full particular
of the unfortunate and terrible collision that
took ptaoe between the steamers David Gibson
and Nat. Holme, on Monday evening, near
Aurora, Indiana.

We made many efforts by telegraphing, to
gain a full aooonnt of the collision, but they
proved unsatisfactory, and we feel ourselves
deeply grateful to the Cincinnati Gaiette Co.
(who dispatched a speoial Reporter to the scene
of the disaster,) for their kindness In furnish-
ing us with a complete history of this lament-
able accident.

On Monday evening Inst, about eight o'clock,
the steamers Nathaniel Holmes, bound from
Pittsburg for St. Louis, and the David Gibson,
from New Orleans for Cincinnati, oame in col-

lision a short distance below Petersburg, Ky.,
and two miles above, and in sight of Aurora,
with suoh force as to sink the former instantly,
and latter in a few minutes. The Holmes had
a heavy oargo of nails, iron, and general mer-
chandise. The Gibson had over six hundred
hogsheads sugar for Cincinnati.

The night was dark, and the wind was blow
ing violently when the collision oootrrred, and
it ia annnoaed that amok nhinnred th liht.1 p
10 that neither pilot saw the approaching boat
until too near to prevent the accident. The
Holmes was out in pieocs and sunk instantly.
The Gibson swung around and was run for the
shore, but before reaching it she sunk, th cabin

off.
INHUMAN WRETCHES.

There was a small trading boat named Annie
Laurie No. 5, near by, but the owner refused
to let any one have the use of the skiff to go to
the assistance of the sufferers. He armed him-
self with a hatchet, and his wife with a Bowie-knif- e,

and the pair threatened to kill any ono
who should touch the skiff. William Nichol-
son is the name of this man.

At present writing, we are unable to give
the names or the number of the lost, but the
last is supposed to be about aixty. There were
but few paasengera on the Gibson, and these,
with the crew, so far aa we hare been able to
learn, were aaved.

The Holmes had a large number of passen-
gers, most of whom were emigrants to Pike's
Peak. She went down in the middle of the
river, and nearly every person between decks
was drowned, while many of those in the cabin
were lost. '

As soon as the citizen of Aurora heard of
the accident they did everything in their power
to render assistance. Every skiff within reach
wa brought into requisition. Men rowed with
almost superhuman power, and load after load
was landed upon the beaoh, among whom were
many women who had lost their ohildren, and
ohildren who had lost their parents, and others
who nad lust an tney Dad.

The Holmes had sixty-fiv- e cabin and about
thirty deck passengers. The crew were all
saved, except Mr. Caldwell, the engineer, and
a cabin-boy- .
