A to trade, there
neTOr oponedupon the country a better promise
of a prosperous season. Tho country has been
restricted in trade by the financial oalamity of
lno7; by the tear of cotninc errnts; by the
shortness of the crops of 1868; and by the gen
eral disposition to nay debts, ana to economize
expenses. The debts of the oountry have been
diminished; the Import bare been reduced; the
business of railroad ha been curtailod; and
all thia has produced a most salutary effect.
The aggregate debt of Ohio doe not, at the
present moment, exceed twenty per cent, of its
property, (Including all classes of debt), and
surely of the entire property, In the
form of dibt, is but a comparatively small
amount. Tho property of Ohio 1 more than a
thovnnd millionn and it entire debt doc not
much, if any, exoeed two hundred million.
It I true, that most ef the Central and West
ern State are not nearly a well off as this;
but, at the present moment, thero are probably
not half a doten out of thirty-tw- o States, which
are so seriously in nobt, as to cause any rea
sonablo anxioty. In truth, whatever may be
said about debt, extraragance, (peculations
etc., etc., the American people, in lso9, are
probably the froest from debt and speculation
of any nation whatever. Extravagance we
must plead guilty to; simply for the reason,
that we have had extravagantmeans. Besides,
with the most extraordinary commercial pros
perity, thore wa hardly the possibility of
avoiding extravagant icbomca. expenses, and
ideas. But, the increase waa greater than the
expense, and while the moral offeot may be
lamented, it is entirely blaincloBS a to trade
and finance.

Tho time has now come, when trade, reviv
ing from it lethargy, will be rapidly and pow-
erfully extended partly from foreign import,
partly from domestio manufactures, and chiefly
from the general revival of industry and com-
merce. The prospect of Trade, in 1850, are,
therefore, moat flattering. Railroad Record.
