Order
heing restored, Judge Pruden remarked:

It may not bo amiss in me to make n few
remarks on retiring from the office of Police
Judge. At the expiration of my first term of
office, January, 1857, it was my intention to
have retired, but I was prevailed upon by my
friends to accopt the nomination for re-sloction
to the office T am now sbout vacating, I did
#0, and was re-plooted. During my administra-
tion in office, I have endeavored to discharge
my duties faithfully and iwpartially, to the
best of my ability. I am pleased to say that
my rolations with those of my nssocintes in
office, have been of the most friondly oharnoter.
With Mayors Faran and Thomas I have heen
on the best terms, and our intercourse has been
harmonious until recently:—I regrot to say that
that good feeling whioh has heretofore existed
between Mayor Thomas and myself, has been
somewhat disturbed. This I attribute to the
groat excitoment through which his Honor has
Jjust puesed, togother with his ill-health, and
have not the least doubt but that, in a short
timo, that usual good feeling will be restorod.

Judge Pruden here puid a high tribute to
the memory of the recent Prosecuting A ttorney
of his Court, Mr.JHenry Brown, now deceased,
He spoke of him as a worthy and faithful
officer, over ready to discharge his daty.

He also reverted to the oharacter of Patrick
Mitohell, Inte Sergeant-at-nrms, who decensad
in July Inst, Patrick, he said, was bonest
and upright.

In referring to the Press, Judge Pruden re-
marked that he had no complaint to offer
ngainat the Reporters who had from day to
day visited his Court. o bhad always found
them gentlomen, and was happy to ssy that
their reports harmonized, in every respoct, with
his decisions. He stated that in less than
twenty-four hours from the timeof his deel-
sions, the people were reading an nccurato ao-
count of the same, published in the various
nowapapers of the oity.

He here spoke of the duties of his office
being onerous, and stated that whoever filled
the same would well and faithfully earn every
cent of his salary. He had passed through
many trying scenos since occupying his soat,
one of which was the heart-rendiog task of
sontencing children to the House of Refuge.
In such cases he hadsoarcely over been allowed
more than five or ten minutes to oconsidor the
propriety or impropristy of passing sentonce,
To tonr & child away from its mother, as he
had often been compelled to do, was & matter

charging what he conceived to be his duty, he
had often found it impossibleto rofrain from
shedding tears.

In conoclusion, the Judge remarked that for
some time pust he bad determined not to again
present himself before the people for re-elec-
tion—that his name was uged at the Inst oloo
tion without his consent, snd that he now re-
joiced at the opportunity afforded him to retire
from office, and resume the practice of law,
