Before
giviog & deseription of the works, it will be
proper to state that this irm are Agonts for the
sale of Wiexver & Witsox's Bewixo Ma-
cuiNes, the office and sales-roows being in the
Melpdeon Bailding, ocorner of Fourth and
Walout streets. The whole onpacity of the
factory Ia devoted to the manufncture of stands
and cases for these mnchines, the avernge
value of which is about fifteen dollars, and the
number turned outwbout sixty per weak, These
stands, with the foot power mechanism accom-
panying evory machine sold, snd the number
of stands made, is an index of the pumber of
machines dispored of.

The number of these machines manufactured
by Mensrs, WnesLen & WiLsox, at Bridgeport,
Conn., for the American and European mar-
kets, is one bundred por day, on the average,
ong-tenth of which are sold by Mesurs. Svunen
& Co., snd the footing of sales by this firm
since the agency was established, three yenrs
sinoo, is over three thousand machines. The
factory is & pew brick building, erected ex-
presely for this purpese, and s one of the best
constructed factory buildings of its sizo in the
city. It is thirty-four by sixty feet, and five
staries high., Commencing in the basemont,
we find a boller which furnishes steam for a
twalve-horse power engine, for warming each
room in the building, and for heating »

japanning oven to about one hundred and

twelve dogress, To produce this stenm, about
five bushels of bituminous conl are used duily,
and the whole expense of fuel and sttendance
to the eogine and boiler does not exoced
seventy-five conta per day. Atlached to the
beiler is one of Bee's patent automatio boiler

Tt i in the recollection of our readers thata
short time ngo wo published & atatement from
n French paper, to the effect that a Slibuster
expedition against Caba was utullﬂ in pro-
grose, which was followed up by another state-
ment, that a vessel had uotually salled from
this port, with Alibusters on bourd, destined
for ““the Gem of the Aotilles.” The statement
wae positive, and cironmetantinl, nnd was reit-
erated again.
| Thereare many rumors aud fuets aflont which
| appear to confirm the statements.

u the first place, several Cuban flibusters
| hivve suddenly disnppeared from the city, nod
aoboldy ean even guess where they have gone,
unless it be on the expedition in question,
Secondly, thero is groat oxcitement among the
merchants here who do business with Huvana,
and ft js evident they believe ‘‘there s some-
thing in the wind.”” Thirdly, the Bpanish Con-
suls buve sent dispatchies to the Captuin Gene-
ral of Cuba, apprising him of the eailing of
the expedition; and yesterday they sont further
dispatohes, to the snme effect, by the Cahawba.
Indeed o important does the Spanizh Minlster
consider the matter, that be has come on here
from Washington specinlly about it, and is now
ctoppinalttho Brovoort House, Lnatly,the well
known Gen, Goicouria—the head of the Cuban
filibusters here—eailed suddenly yesterday, it
siid, in the Cahnwbs, for New Orleans, and
probably for Cuba. e wns seen to go on board
and not come nehore again. He isin the habit
of taking these trips. Ie goes in our steam-
ships into the very harbor of Haviun, not se-
tuslly leaving the vessel, but communicating
on board with parties from shore, 8o sudden
are his movements that nuthing is known of
them till he has mocomplished hia object. We
would not be surprised if it should now turn
ont that he is on his way to Havans, to make
the finnl arrangoments for the descent on the
Island, Of courze *“thero in many a slip," ete.

No one of these facts, taken alone, Is suffi-
cient to bear out the statements in eiroulation;
but, when eombined, they present a presnmp-
tion that either there is some truth in the
originsl statement, or that the Bpaniards are
vory much frightened—perhipas the latier.

Tn fact, the atmosphere of the counting-
rooms of the Cuba merchants is rife with
rumor; and it does not require a very keen
sense of smell to soent Alibusterism in the air,
At the time of the Loper expedition, which
ended so disastrously, the Bpanish officials were
apprized of every movement by well pald
spies, who pretended to embark with great
soal in the enterprise for the purpose of betray-
ingit. We would not be astonished if the same
thing happened now. But the spies recontly
arrived here, in “bran new olothes,” may have
come too late,

Dearm or tue Manguis oy WaATERVORD,—
Another bold British Nimrod has come to his
ond in the way “natural” to men who pass the
greater part of their lives on horsebaok and in
Jumpiog over five-barred gates. The City of
Haltimore brings mows of the denth of the
Murquis of Waterford, who was killed by a fall
from his horse while hunting in Treland.

Lord Waterford, sithough still comparatively
a young man, kad lived long enough to outgrow
in u great measure the tastes aud tendenocies
whioh bad conforred npon him a reputation not
unlike that of Byron's Lord Cawmelford, or of
the unparalicled Mr. Mytton. He was the last
illustrious type of that curious class of aristo-
aratic pecentrics who sought distinction not in
the “onnnon’s moath” indeed, but in the
“watchman’s rattle;” and by wringiog off
door-handles and knookers, thrashing trades-
mon, smoshing plate-glugs windows and other
riotous practionl jokes of the like elovated de-
seription,won a world-wide notoriety asnobleor-
iginale, Nearly twenty yonrs ago Lord Water-
ford vieited this country in his yacht with some
vivaeious friends, and found his way within »
night or two uiter his arrival to the Policostation,
fu this gity, fora ““lark” on Broadway. Nextday
Mayor Lnwrence reprimanded the prisoners,
and punished them *vith an invitation to din-
ner. Doston and Philndelphis were nlso made
the scenes of this unwise young lord's unwise
achievoments, and his careor na & ‘‘g5y man"
was finally oonoladed by n severe chastisement,
which he received in Norway, from & rugged
old Norsa policeman of Drontheim. Lord
Waterford figured conspiouously at that famous
"puuq‘n of arms and nbsurdities,” the “Hg-
linton Tournament,"” on which ocoasion he eig-
nalized himself by knocking Lord Althorp off
his horee, with & tough, good lance, in place of
the futile and fragile ash poles preseribed to the
tilters, und carried off the prize of ynlor to lay
ot the feet of the Queen of Love and Benuty,
the scoomplished daughter of Bheridan, Lady
Seymour, now Duchess of Somerset. After hia
marringe with a danghter of Lord Btuart de
Rothosay, whose arm ho oontrived to break by
upsotting her from n phwton durlog the honey-
moon, Lord Waterford took to wore sensible
conrses, In the time of the great Irish famine
of 1847 he showed himself a good and efficient
landlord; and of late years he had lived
quiet, respeotable lifo, He is suceceded in hix
title and estates by his brother, the Rey. Lord
John Beresford.—N, Y. ¥men.
