Newspaper Ethics—The Gazette and
Commercial.

There is a question of newspaper ethics
between our cotempororieg, the Oazette
and the Commeroial, growing out of the
fact that the Gazette refrained to publish

the confession of Mrs. Sickles, as it came
through by telegraph. The only excuse
that can be given for the publication of
that document, is the habit that newspa-

pers have of printing without considera-

tion all the trash, scandal and nonsense
that comes over the conductors. It was
not admissible in evidence, was no legiti-

mate part of the proceedings on the trial,
and w is only dragged in through tho un-

utterable meanness of the defendant; as
it was made publio through the alacrity
of reporters to minister to a diseiuwd

craving for prurient details, on tho part of
those who seek profit through their pub-

lication.
The grounds whioh the Gazette gave for

its reserve might not have been sufficient,
while tho acts of its conductors were
right. Men do not always analyze their
impulses, and therefore frequently act
upon better reasons than they render.
The true reason why the confession
should not have been published, was its
scandalous character the unnecessary
infamy to which it delivered over a
Bon not a party to the issue before the
Court We know that there is a class of
Journalists and to that class the conduct-

ors of the Commercial evidently belong
who consider the fact that a thing is
scandalous so that it is not calculated
to expose themselves the most conclu
sive of all reasons why it should find a
place in their columns: whose vulgar taste
for the highly-spice- d and strongly-scente- d

knows no point of satiety, and who are
incapable to understand that all man and
womenkind are not as gross and as sala-

cious as themselves.
The article in the Commercial of Fri-

day belongs to that class of compositions
rhetorically known as balderdash, and is

worthy of preservation as a specimen of
the efforts of an extenuated individual to

surprise himself with an act of extraor-

dinary robustitude. Its argument is

mostly comprised in the expressions,
"Judge Crawford may rule out the con-

fession of Mr. Sickles, and it may be
pretended that it is not in the case; but
it is in the case, is a part of the cose, and
will inevitably have its weight with the
jury as it will with the country:" which
means that Mrs. Sickles is on trial be-

fore the cocntry, having the Pecksniffs
of the newspapers for prosecuting attor-

neys, with the understanding that, in order
that her husband may go acquit, they are
to spread the story of her infidelity as
widely as possible.

There is a kind of people who only
reason upon compulsion, and have no
feeling until the case is brought home
themselves. Such people, when in the
control of newspapers, are only restrained
by fear of peouniary damage loss of sub-

scribers, and actions for libel To these,
there is but one mode of appeal : philoso-

phy must teach either by real or by sup-

posititious example!!. We may notimagine
any one of the proprietors or conductors
of the Commercial to be a woman ; but we
may be forgiven for putting him tempo-
rarily in the place of a man. Suppose
that, for the space of three, six or twelve
months, Mr. A., or Mr. B., or Mr. C,
that oonoern, had been in the habit
conducting, once, twioe or thrice a week,
with extraordinary precautions, a vailed
female to a house of equivocal character,
on John, or Smith, or some other obscure
street of thte city; and suppose that on
trial between John Doe and Richard Roe,
in an action of trespass for breaking the
windows or tarring the front of the dwell-
ing in question, the counsel for the de-

fendant should state these facts, and offer
to give them in evidence, thereby inten
tionally placing them within the reach
the reporters for the city press : would
that individual hold the blazoning of
same to all the world to be legitimate)?
Would he contend that the statement was
in the case, was a part of the case,
should have its weight with the jury
the country T Would he swell about
"gorgeous rottenness" of society, expatiate
upon the thunderbolt that had fallen,
pour out his scorn upon "the prudes
would hide from the public, from motives
of morality, the dismal horrors that
flash glares upon?" We suspect
Here, however, is a case in which it
easy to be sublimely and safely virtuous,

A woman, with the hereditary weakness
of her sex, has sinned no very uncom-

mon vcntr the jnore is the pity. In an

hour of terror and contrition, she con-

fessed her guilt to her husband. That
husband did a rash and foolish act a
deed of counterfeit heroism ; and now, in

craven fear of its consequences, he basely
brings forward his wife's confession in
the hope to enlist the hypocritical sympa-

thy of a gossiping publio in his favor, to
aid an esoape. The act is almost an ex-

cuse for his wife's infidelity : at least i.
goes far to account for it To genuine
manhood, woman is seldom false ; and in
this very incident there is thrown a light,
not only upon the character of the indi-

vidual, but upon the nature of his do-

mestic relations. Here is exactly the
point for the pseudo moralist to begin ;

and the cue is virtuous indignation. The
delinquent is a woman. She will shrink
out of sight the especial scorn of those
of her sex who are equally guilty the
thing which undetected rottenness will
zealously belabor as an easy way to de-

monstrate its own excellence. There is

no danger of libel suits none of damag-

ing recriminations; and therefore, cast
loose the dogs, and let the hunt proceed.
