Bome venturous individual in the Com-
mercinl now and then moakes n descent |
upon the regions of philosophy, and de-
lights himself and the readers of that |
print with the disoussion of questions of
whichalf is evident he has but an imper-
fect comprehension. The lnst nttempt of
the kind wns, in substance, an inguiry
whether the Moravs of a people improve
with the advanceof Civitizarios, in which
a considerable display of word-windiness
was the only appreciable result. The
question is one upon which there has been
a good deal of barren disputation, in and
out of juvenile debating societies: the

“Good morning! my dear Mary,’’ sald

that reason nttempted to decide withont
settling in the first place what was to be
decided. The questions, “What is Moral-
ity?" nnd “What is Civilization?'"' are
things which the smatterer may deem too
simple to require n response: the more,
however, the mind dwells upon the sulx
Jject, the more apparent will it become that
the solution of the inquiry resides in the
definition of its terms

What is Morality? In order to detor-
mine what is morality, it will be neces-
sary, in the first place, to establish gome
standard to which the acts of men may he
brought to test their moral quality. For
two or three thousand years, numbarless
writers have been laboring to fix such o
standard, bat without sucoess. He who
ghall perform this service to the satisfuc-
tion of the general consciousness, will take
awny the reproach that clings to thescience
of morals—that it is not progressive—
either by supplying what is wanted to
make it so, or by showing the absence of
all necessity for its andvance. Until we
know precisely and unequivoeally what
morality is, it will be idle either to specu-
late upon, or to attempt to measure its in-
oreaso or its decline; and without such
measurement, there can be no prograss—
a5 there never yet hos been—in tha set-
tlemont of any inquiry touching the rela-
tions which it holds to civilization.

What is Civilization? This is o lnrge
question, and growa larger the more itis con
templated. 'What constitutes civilization
and what does it include? What are its
elements, and what those things which,
when we find them associnted with it, we
are to eliminate as accidental? Is ita
stationary or & progressive state? Is its
basis material or intellectual, or-religious,
or moral, or political? Does it consist in

or in institutional excellence, or progress
inthe arts and sciences, or the general
acoeptance of theological or ethical dog-
mas, or in an exalted social condition?
The author of the “History of Civilization
in Europe,” did not attempt to defins his
subject with accurnoy, but, on the con_
trary, acknowledged his inability so to do,
“Civilization," said he, “is go general in its
nature that it can searcely be peized; so
compliented that it ean scarcely be un-
raveled; a0 hidden as scarcely to he dis-
cernible,”” Until, therefore, the philoso-
pkerof the Commercial ean do that which
M. Gurzor, with all his genius and lenrn-
ing, wis afraid to undertake, this one of
his terms will go without a definition, and
he will be without the means to determine
its relation to the other,

There is o way, however, to dispose of
thisquestion, withoutthe labor of these def-
initions; that is to say by showing that as
one of its terms necessurily includes the
other, it is no question. And this is the
truth. As virtue Js individual morality,
80 morals is social vivtue; and eivilization
in the expression of the agaregate virtue
andmorality. Moral science isthe keience
of society; socinl desert is moral desort
“Olvilization is an improved condition of
mnn resulting from the establishment of
socinl order;"" which being trus, the ques-
tion so much mooted disappears by the

absorption of one of its elements.
