"Ilis (Douglas') doctrine of Popular
Sovereignty, as we understand it, is the
most dangerous doctrine that can be as-

serted, and one which every American
statesman should set his face against."

Brownion's Heview.

The doctrine of popular sovereignty, in
its' purity, is the doctrine of the govern-
ment of the people nothing more, noth-

ing less. If the doctrine of popular
sovereignty is dangerous, popular sover-

eignty itself is doubly so; and for the
sake of safety, it is our duty to look some-

where else than the people for the right
to create and keep alive a governing
power. Indeed, it is incumbent upon us
to reform our system of government im-

mediately, and to discover, and, if possi-

ble, inaugurate some instrumentality
which is capable to rule the people, re-

strain their excesses, and direct them how
to g to work to govern themselves.

People do not know what they are
talking about when they utter such non
sense. In this country, if any amount of
civil freedom, righto of
or power to establish local institutions, is
dangerous, we have mistaken the form of

polity which naturally balongs to us.
That form is only right which is safe
from aoeident which continues because
it will continue, and survives, because,
until. the people are changed, no other is
Xtoesible. Such is, in every material
espect, the case with ours. It is fitted

to our condition, ideas, popular tempera- -

ment and state of progress in civilization.
Therefore anarchy the only thing that
can- - be apprehended from the spread of
popular notions---is impossible.
'

popular sovereignty is, that they are not
popular enough that they leave behind
some vestige of unnecessary and irra-
tional restraint, some trenching of publio
power upon the sacred domain of private
