The Uses of Thunder.
The New York Tribune says :

The Tribune people, like our Commer-
cial neighbors, somehow or other, got it
into their heads that the publication of
the reports in the Sickles case was a

' species of thunder, which they had a
mission to play off, in order to sweeten
society, in quantities to suit themselves;

' and as such occaxions are not of frequent
occurrence, they resolved to thunder to
their hearts' content With a keen ap-

preciation of the characters of such per-
sons, Shac.spea.re says :

"Could men thunder
- At JoTfl himself does, Jots would ne'ar be quiet.
For avery pelting patty otticer
Would use bla hearen for tuunder
Nothing hut thunder."

We remember, during the latter days
of the trial, glancing through the pages
of the Tribune, and being struck with the
straits to which its conductors like those
of our dreary wastes of paper in general
were at to fill it with something that might
pass for matter of interest There was
one whole page devoted to the Sickles
trial, one whole page filled with the his
tory of the Brooklyn Water-work- s, half
a page containing a minute and school-
boy account o the ceremonies of a local
Oddfellows' celebration, and so on, with a

. plenum of dull editorials and trashy cor
respondence. Jo- - wonder, with preten-
sions so vast and performances so uni-

formly contemptible, the conductors hail
with pleasure the appearance of some
event which, even by the pruriency of its
details, Bhall vary the eternal dead level
of their pnper desert. The humbug of
vast sheets filled with bran, and edited in
the putty style, will, we suspect, ere long
be played out; and men will begin to in-

quire what they want in a newspaper, and
whether, in such a thing as literature,
quantity may be properly accepted as a
compensation for the absence of quality.

Mr. Edward Bates, of Missouri, is
spoken of by some as a candidate for the
Presidency. Mr. Bates is a Whig. He
thinks that the old dogmas of the Whig
party are principles, and, as such, adheres
to them, as a matter of conscience as well
as of convenience. Having passed into
the fossil state, he is eminently respect-
able; and may be safely pronounced a
most "senseless and fit" person for the
office in question. In a recent letter to
the ghost of the Whig party in New York,
Mr. Bates "manifested," with consider-
able vigor, upon the obsolete issues, but
perplexed the mediums a good deal by the
equivocal character of his rappings upon
the slavery question. The Missouri Dem-

ocrat is in trouble about it "True," sor-

rowfully says the editor of that immense
periodical, "no mystification is attempted;
but nevertheless, uncertainty is the re-

Del-
phio is good ; synonym is excellent His
letter is Delphic, mystical, dubious, obnu-
bilate; what else is its synonym? "Yet"
it were better if this exegesis were dis-

pensed with." So it would, really. "The
present should not be required to borrow
illumination from the past to make it
legible." True for you, Mr. Democrat;
go on. "Political sayings which are so
oracular that they can only be interpreted
by the specters of n events
are mistakes." Great mistakes, in these
progressive times, "It would be disin-
genuous to conceal that the position of
Mr. Bates is in accord with the Republi-
can party, only by construction." Organ
of constructiveness very large.

At an address to them,
therefore, it meant nothing, Ai a slander
upon the stainleei character of onr country-
women, It was a mere piece of gratuitous

too oontemptible to excite their
anger.
