One of Ohio's pioneers in this business is
Mr. D. Boures, who now has nn extensive es-
tablishment on Vine street above Sixth, and
to him the eredit belongs of first introducing
fine work in this market. We have made s
oareful examinotion of his works, and the
specimens now on exhibition in his Ware
room will compare favorably with those of
any establishment in the country. There are
a number of very fine pieces, which, both in
design and execution, seem to magnify our
ideas of sculptural skill, and we wonder that
such expressions of beauty, loveliness and
maekneds can bo developed in stone by the
cunning band of the artist. The rarest flow-
ers are shaped upon massive spires in such
exquisite mould that the trensformation
seems almost supernatural,

feclings and uttributes of our nature. If we

In purebasing & monument then, we would
uot procure wn image representing idicey or
any human imperfestion, which very many do,
that are consplouous in our cemeteries, but un-
less we desire to hang our friend in effigy, to
porpetuate the ides of busenses and incompe:
tency, and to disgrace the moemory of the de-
oeased, we would procure our work at an estab-
lishment where the artists have s proper ap-
preciation of the beautiful, the sentimental and
the sublime. Munumental seulpture is one of
the highest and most ennobling oceupations in
which an artist can engage.

In view of the truths sbove referred to, Mr.
