LAW REPORT.
HAMILTON COUNTY DISTRICT COURT.

A New Trial Awarded to Jas. Burns.
James Bnrns vs. The State of Ohio. .Indira

erhotf delivered the opinion of the Countv District
Court this morning In this rase. The plalutin'ln
error naa oecn indicted, tried, cenvicted and sen.
tenced to suffer death for the crime of murder In tho
first degree. On anelicatlon to the Sunremo Court, a
writ of error was allowed, and made roturnablo to
iue iiiririci uuurt.

The reversal of the indirment and sentenoa of the
Common Pleas was asked on two grounds:

rirsi liiui mo vermes oi iue jury was not war-
ranted by tho testimony; and secondly, tbat the
Court erred asa metier of law in Its charge to tho jury.

The Court berereviowod thetestimony, particularly
that of Bridget Duffy, and remarked that making
due and necessary allowance on account of tbe state
of her mind, her habits, her character, and the ex-
tent to which, at leust, the accuracy of her memory,
was Impeached, lu the opinion of majority of the
Court, It did not make nut a case upon the jury,
or a Court, could conscientiously and before God
convict tho accused and award the punishment of
ueain.

What Is evidence? That which tends to Induce
conviction in the mind. But looking nt this evidence
as it stands, it Is uiiHiitixfactory, except to induce In
us (juuge D.s) niiuu any oilier conviction man tins,
that auuarrel arose lietween these degraded men, on
the utiestlon as to whether a certain treat had been
paid for. It may have been, and yet it does not fol-
low, that Burns was wickedly false iu asserting It was
not. A struggle ensued, and dnring tbe ci'intiiiuaiica
of It a knife not prepared for the purpose, but acci-
dentally within reach was seized, and a mortal
wound lutllcted not on a part ot the body which
in Ignorant and degraded man would suppose to be a
vital part. It seemed to him (Judge ti.) that death
resulted from the uc of a deadly weapon on a sudden
auarrel. and where there was no nreiueditatlon.

As to the second error, thaOhe Court erred In Its
charge to the Jury, It was Important to notice that
tne crime oi murder iniiiiiowas sul geueris, ditter-lli- g

from the crime of murder as it exists in almost
every State of this I'liiou. and at common law; and
tne decisions, niereiore, in otner states, wnere l lie
law differed widely from our own, could form no
guide whatever ou the adjudication of this yucstioii;
and it should, therefore, be determined by reference
to our own statutes and the adjudications of our own
Courts. As to the question of time upon the subject
lit premeditation ami deliberation, the Court below
charged the Jury: "That deliberation and nrciuedi
tatiou tuigui ue acconipiiNiiea in a very snort time
lu a moment, so swift was thought."

Iu this last clause it was claimed the Court erred,
and this Court is unanimously of opinion it did err.
Thatwesa matter that should have been left fairly
and without coloring as auiicMtlon of t.et in be He.
termined by the Jury under all the circuuistanues of
tne particular cose, nor mat reason, also, the Court
was of opinion the judgment and sentence of the
common t'loas ought to Uo reversed and a new trial
awarded.

lu relation to an Imnrrsslon that there was In the
coiumuuiiy sometniug like a clamor tor capital con-
viction, the Court remaikud, that if the administra
tion oi tue law in tne punt was too lux, it wus a poor
way to remedy it bv making It toor a lit In the future.

Judge carter dellrered a dissenting opinion held

great error in overruling the proceedings or the Com
