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The Question of 1860,

Speaking of the diffi culties of the Dem.
ocratic party in respect to doetrine, in
view of the coming Presidential election,
the Charleston Mercury says that " There
is n wide snd irreconcilable difference
between the Democracy of the North and
the State Rights Democracy of the South,”
in respect to tho protection of slavery in
the territories, and the rights of territo-
rial legislatures to ubolish it. This is
probably true. The difference is wide,
und to all sppearance irreconcilable; and
what is more, the "State Rights” Democ-
racy seems to be increasing in numbers,
nod in influence. It has in its interest,
Journals in ull parts of the South, and in
cludes the ablest and most active Suthern
politicians. What is to be done ?

The usual rosort in such cases is to on:
not o platform admitting of as many inter-
pretations aa there are opinions, and let-
each fuction suit itself in the wmatter of
construetion.

This process has heen sult
fielent in pust times, to seoure the neces
sary degree of lnrmony; but against a
rvepetition of this experiment, the Moer
cury, in the name of the State Rights De-
moeracy, enters its solemn protest:
"Southern statesmen have declared in
unmeasured terms her (the South's) de-
termiuation to be no longer cheated by
interpretations put upon equivoeal and
contradictory clauses,” and so forth and
so forth. There mnst be something done.
The North and the South must vnder
stand each other. A compsct to last only
until after the day of election will not an-
swer the purpose; and any attempt at
such an arrangement will be resisted,

By a justice at onoe practical and proy-
idential, Douglas is the bugbear of these
State Rights gentlemen.
