Larest prox TuE Brar oF War.—~The bel-
ligereat Emperors, mow in battle array in
Northorn Italy; are st least notIn Aot water,
but from incessant rains have s Deep-Fo be-
tween them.

The news by the Hlammonis tells of some
dkirmishes, but of mo battles; thut the Aus-
trinug had withdrawo from Voghera to Casteg-
gio. The former is » walled city of Piedmont,
pinetecn miles E, North-East of Allessandria,
Castoggio is still further East six additional
miles, and is the site of anclent Clastidium
which, in the Becond Punic War, surrendered
to Haonibal. Near it is the “Hannibal
Bpring."

It would be curious if Louis Napoleon, now
at Alleseendris, should on this plain meet the
Austrians where, at the Battle of Monte Bello,
fifty-nine years sgo, the French, under the
Marahal Vietor, routed the Austrians; or st
Marsugo, two miles distant, aghiove a viotory
like that of his uncle, of 14th June, 1800,

Allesandris, the French Emperor's head-

From the Naw York Times.
The Kansar Gold Humbug-«The Suffor-
Ing and Starvation on the Plalus,

We have nlrndg published a brief hh’nn
relative to the suffering and starvation of the
Pike's Peak ewmigrants on the Plulna. The
following sorrespondence of the St Louls Dem-
oorat gives fuller particulars:

Drxvee Civy, Mondsy, May 0, 1859,

Enturday evening last, Tth inat., the first m1
long-looked-for mail and passenger-stage o
the Leavenworth and Pike's Poak 8!.;:51-

y arrived here. It was out Lwenty days
rom Leavenworth, bnt now that the way-sta-
tions are formed, and hridges made, it s
thought fourtesn or fifteen days will sufice to
make the trip, The new route thus laid out,
vis Republioan Pork of Ksnsss River, seems
to be & good one, according to the rt of the
Etage Company, though about the snme length
os the old Fort Kearney and Arkansas routes,
hilly and sandy on this end, and dostitute of
timber for fuel for an equal distance with the
others, or some 100 or 180 milen.

We havs had sickening rumors for s week
puat of horrible suffering from freezing, star-
vation and robbery of emigrants by way of
the Bmoky Hill route,

Boveral intelligent gentlsmen who have arrived
by that routs, told me they themselves wera so
long on the way—over sand and hills, and
without & road st all, that they were reduced
aimost to starvation—Iived ten or fourtesn days
uson prickly pears and such wild onions and
edibles as they could pick up, and also that
they helped bary several persons who died from
starvation. The ageat of the stage company

ghtus in word that be picked up a starving
man some fifty miles from here, (or an Arraps-
hoe Indian brought him to the stage lines,) who
had come nerons from the Bmoky Hill route,
(which his company had started on and tried
to follow ;) that when found be wae in & most
wretched condition. MHis nmame is Blue, and
he is from Whiteside County, Illinofs. There
wers thros brothers of them—firat, ono died,
and the two remaining ate from his body, after
they had been rendered senseloss by emacia-
tion. The second brother died and was nearly
eaten up by the survivor. Tho stage agent
went out and buried the remains of the second
or youngest of the brothers, but eould not find
the remaing of the first who died,

A man nawmed Gibbs was the leader of the
starved company. Gibba got in, noarly starved,
and mup s the rest, some nine in all, per-
ished. The survivor was left at one of the
mail stations, and the report is confirmed by
the stage passengers. Uthers repart large
number of graves on the route, and that many
oxen have perished and mueh property beon
destroyed and sbandoned on the way. I saw
one party which lost seven out of & train of
gixteen oxen.

By receipt of I:pon from the Btates [ per-
ooive that the tide of emigration hitherward ls
very great. The number of arrivals here to-
day and for the few days shows an in-
orenso; but the tide seems to me equally strong
in the homeward-bound direction, ﬁoal, or
very manjy of those now returning go by skiffs,
dug-outs, eto,, upon the Platte, the water of
this river being now in » navigable state,
down stream, for such :

About fifty boats of one kind and another
sailedl in the past week, with an average of
four or five porsons in emch. It is estimsted
that 2,600 persotis have left here for home in
the Inst twenty days. This is in sddition Lo
those who turned back before resching here,
induced by the intelligence received from others
on thelt return. Probably as many more
resched hereinmthat time; bat I think there
are no more peoplein the whole mining couniry
ln-dnﬂ than there were on my arrival here a
month sgo, The towns (or villages which
they all are, and small ones too,) seem quito
desorted by whites, and as many Indians ns

alo fuces are now in and sbout thin village.
(esterday s dozen or more Indisn bravee, of
the Arrapahoe tribe, rode In, acocompanied by
their head chief, Raven, and two of his
brothers. They oollected at the office of
Judgo Emith, to hald s falk with the whites,
relalive to an arrangement with the Govern-
mont for a saleof thelr territory, add roms
aid to thelr uation to becomo an sgricultural
and a civilivzed one. They are already about
as civil as the whitos hore, and fsr more tempe-
rato; indeed, I've mot seen an fintoxicnted
Indian in the mining region. The interpreter,
ono Antoine du Bray, was drunk at the mect-
ing, and falling off his seat as hosat down by
the Intelligent looking snd dignified Quaker-
like chlef, Raven, rendered sny sttempt ata
w-wow o farce; and it war immediately nd-
Journed for & day until the interproter should
become sober. may yet be enabled to give
you an aecount of the talk,
