REFORTED VOR THE DATLY PRRAN,

The Battle of M agenta—Additional Par-
ticulars.
New Yore, June 20.—The following is the
firal annonnéement of the great batile fought
on the 4th inst.:

By telegraph from Napoleon to the Empress.
“Novars, Juno 4, 11:30 F. I. A sl victo-

ry has been won st the bridge of Magenta.
5,000 priconers huve been taken. 15,000 of
the enemy are killod or wounded. The details

will be dispatched by telograph.””

The above was poblished in Paris on Sun-
day the 5th, and on the evening of that day
the cannon of the Hotel des Invalides an-
nounced the victory, and the city was brillinnt-
Iy Muminated.

On the next day, Monday, the Moniteur pub-
lished the following dispateh from the Empe-
ror to the Empross:

Maauxra, June 5,—Yortorday an army was
under orders to march on Milan acroes the
bridger thrown over the Tieino at Turbigo.
The operation was well exocutod, although the
onomy, who had repnssed the Ticino in great
foree, offered n iwost determined resistance.
Tho romdwny was narrow, and during two
hours the Tmperial General sustained, unsup-.
portod, the shoek of the enemy. !

In the weantime Ueneral MeMahon made
himself master of Magenta after sanguinary
conflicts. We ropulsed the ensmy sl every
point, sfter a logs on onr side of 2,000,

The loes of the snemy is estimated st 15,000
killed and wounded; 5,000 Austrian prisoners
remain in our hands,

Maguxra, June 5, P. M,—The Austrions
tnken prisoners are al least 7,000, and tha
Austrinng placed horw du combat are 20,000,
Throo pieces of cannon and two Hags were
onpinred from the enemy to-dny.

THE LATEST.

Loxpox, June 8,—Tho Times this morning
publishes o suwmary of tho offivial nows, re-
ceived ot Vienna up to midoight of Monday.
It is ax follows.

“There was a florco battle at Turbigo sud
Buffulors on the 4th, At first oaly two brig-
ades of the 1st corps were engaged, but they
were subsequently reinforced, and in tho sfter-
noon of the sume day the Hd Austrinn corps
tonk port in the action.

Thore was very hard fighting ot Buffalorn,
somelimes to the advantage of the Froneh anid
sometimes {o that of tho Austrinns, The bat-
tlo Insted till ate in the night, and on the Hih
was continued at Magenta.

The allios made no progress. On this day
two fresh Austrinn corps were engaged, and in
tho afternoon the Auvstrinns took up a flanik
position betwean Abbistte Grasss and Binaseo.

The Austrians have laken many prisoners.
Tho loss on both sides wan very great.

The Austrians had four Gonerals and five
stall officers wounded. One Mujor was killed.

The movement which preceded the battle of
Magenta is not clearly statod, but it was pre-
vioualy announced that the Allies were about
to oross the Tieino, to the numbor of 100,000
mem, and it is presumed the vapid movement
of the allies provented the Austrinns from ¢om-
pleting the rotreat they had commenced, nnd
compelled them to accopt battle on the banks
of the river.

The London Post says that General MeMa-
hon was raised on tho battle-field to the rank
of Marshal.

The Paris correspondent of the London Post
says that the Emperor was prosent at the bat-
tle, but did not command in person,

There is a report that Gen. Caorobert was
mortally wonnded, and that five French Mar-
shals or Generals wero wounded.

Tho Patrie ssys that Marshal Baraguny de
Hilliers was romoved from his command, and
replaced by Gen. Forey.
