Prospect Street.

WILSON'S PET MEASURE

Simply Railroaded Through
at Meeting Last Night

Dr. Setter Fights Action to the
Last Mames on Petition Never
Signed by Property Owners

At a regular meeting of the city

council last night, a resolution pro
viding for the paving of South Pros
pect street from Hill street to tho
corporation line wns adopted and the
hcinl-nnnu- appropriation ordinances
were passed.

A resolutalon for the laying of sew.
ers and cellar drains on Pearl street

Piospect street and on Prospect street

resident property owners of South
Prospect "treet against the proposi
tion to pave the street was read. The
remonstrance stated that with the
laying of sidewalks, sewers and cellar
drains their properties which lie
south of Walnut street, will bo hear.
Ily asicssed and mat with the addi
tion of the paving at this time It
will be more than the property or the
property owners can stand. The
remonstrance wns accepted and
placed on file.

At this point, Mr. J. V. Wilron
iutroduced the original petition for
the street paving which was gotten
up after an attempt had been made
to railroad an ordinance through
eouuell which would make tho city
pay for the greater sharo of the
work. The petition contained a
supplement with eleven names of
property owners on tho dtrcet who
prayed for tho paving of tho thor-
oughfare Tho petition und supple-
ment were accepted and placed on
record .

Then tho main light of thu evening
commenced when the resolution to
pavo South Prospect street wltli cjth.
or brick or sheet asphalt was given
It's third reading. WlUou moved Its
adoption and Hebcr quickly seconded
tho motion.
