IN ORCHARD CASE.

Judge Wood, Presiding in the Hay-

wood Trial, Asks the Prose--

cutor to Investigate.

Ifalse, Idaho, May 18. Judge Fre-
mont Wood, presiding at tho trial ot
William D, Haywood, on Friday di-

rected the prosecuting attorney of
Ada county to make an investigation
dt the circumstances under which
Harry Orchard, confessed sluyer ot

Steunenberg, was Interviewed
for publication on Thursday and tako
any legal steps that his Inquiry
showed to be warranted.

Judge Wood drew attention to tho
publication of the interviews vrhen he
ascended the bench and his request ot
counsel for advice as to tho manner
in which the court should deal with
tho incident brought from the defense
the charge that Gov. Gooding and cer-
tain newspapers, moved by the dis-
closure that there exists prejudice
against Harry Orchard, had sought to
Influence the Jury by an attempt to
bolster up Orchard's story, and the
suggestl6n that (Jo v. Gooding be cited
for contempt.

Counsel for the prosecution defend-
ed Gooding uud the newspapers in-

cluded In the charges and showed that
the applications for the Interview
with Orchard had been made weeks
botoie the examination of talesmen
disclosed any prejudice against him.

They In turn churged that while
some of the talesmen were entering
court Friday morning men Indirectly
connected with the defenso had mado
remarks within their hearing that
were Intended to Inlluenco them, and
this affair Is also to be made the sub-
ject of Inquiry by tho prosecuting at-
torney.

In calling attention to the Orchard
Interviews, Judge Wood said that per-
haps their publication was not an at-
tempt to Influence the Jury, but, as it
was likely to Influence the Jurors, he
felt thut something 'must bd done to
pi event a recurrence of such a thing
In order to procure a Jury.

The fifth peiemptory challenge, rep-
resenting a total of three by the de-

fense and two by the state, was made
