for the Congo free State
Is About to Begin.

LEOPOLD'S REIGN

Over that Unhappy Land Nears Its

Finish Belgium Will Soon Con-

trol This African fmpiic.

Brussels, July 125. The close of
Kins Leopolds long struggle to stave
off annexation of the Congo to Mel-glu-

and to retain his personal sov-
ereignty over this rich and extensive
African state, Is foreshadowed In the
agreement reached betweon the Bel-
gian and Congo governments, elabor-
ating the terms upon which the Congo
Free State shall pa a 6 Into the posses-
sion of Belgium.

This transfer will mark an Impor-
tant epoch for the Congo, as hereto
fore the entire conduct of affairs, clvtl
and military lias been under tho per
tonal direction or King Leopold and
a cabinet of Congo olllcers entirely

. separate from and Independent of Bel
glum, whereas the new regime will

-- niake tho Belgian government Instead
of the king individually responsible
for the condue of Congo uffalra. The
British and American governments
have faored placing this govern-
mental responsibility on Belgium, as
the officials have made the point that
there was gieat difficulty In dealing
with the Congo in view of Its anomal-
ous position as a personal dependency
of the king, whereas foreign govern
uitnts could deal with it through tho
usual diplomatic channels If the lie!
fc'lan government assumed responsi-
bility for its administration.

The proposed iiansfer comes at a
time when MaJ Lemulr'a charges of
Congo atrocities are again directing
attention to the past administration.
Charges of this nature have aroused
much resentment In Europe and the
vUnlted States and the Congo adminis-
tration lias sought to meet them In

r part by the investigations of u com-
mission, the repoit of which disclosed
many serious abuses. Lemalr now
renews the attack with a veliemenca
which gives added effect to his
charge

For five months after the Belgium
parliament committed Itself lust De-

cember to the principle of annexation
Count Smet De Mayer, the premier,
and a strong personal friend of the
King, blocked the way and the parllu-- t
mentary commission appointed to In-- ,

vestlgate Congo financial
tlon was rfowerless to get at the facts.
The De Troos government assumed
power in May upon the promise to
push the question, but there 1b u sus-
picion that It hud made nn agreement
with the king who wus ready to yield
on the question of annexation through
fear of the intervention by outside
powers, but who. It Is believed, has
no intention of peimlttliig the Bel-

gian parliament, if he run pi event It,

Pittsburg, July 2.1. With a galo
blowing almost 50 miles an hour n
storm broke over this city and vicin-
ity last night that broke all records
for precipitation, and terrllled resi-
dents with the sharp Hashes of light
nlug aiid almost deafening peals of
munaer. Thousands of dollars' dam
age wus done to street railways by
the washing out or trackB, and the
landslides among the hilly sections of
the county burled tnany tracks that
took hourc to unearth, From nil
sections of the county roports of
I'rfat damage by tho washouts and
lightning are coming n.

At Valley Camp, n summer resort
near this city, the residence of Col.
W. C. Connelly, of this city, was
struck by lightning and 20 cottagers
of the camp assembled In the dwel-
ling were stunned. The upper story
of the building caught Ore, but was
extinguished by n bucket brigade. In
tho East Knd section of this city trol-
ley, telephone and telegraph wires
were torn down and lay about tho
streets, necessitating tin oxtrn forco
of men to warn pedestrlana of danger.

The precipitation as reglsteied at
the local weather bureau was 0

Inches, which fell within 10 minutes.
Wheeling, W. Vn., July 25. A

cloudburst that broke over this city
last night Inflicted damage aggregat-
ing thousands of dollars.
