gree in the misappropriation of $145,
000 deposited by tho executors of tho
Carrie M. McOulre estate. There Is a
second Indictment for grand larceny
against Maxwell, who Is also indicted
for forget y In tho third degree. A sec-
ond Indictment against Cumpbell
charges forgery In the third degree
In ttddltlon to the grand larceny
clmtge Go'w la Indicted on four counts
alleging misdemeanors In the matter
of overdrafts. He Is charged with hav-
ing overdrawn his1 account to the
amount of nearly $24,000. Maxwell
also, It Is alleged, secured overdrafts
aggregating nearly $73,000.

Following the report of the jury the
three men were arrested and arraign-
ed. All pleaded not guilty and were
held fur a hearing. Campbell and Gow
each furnished $20,000 ball.

Maxwell was unable to secure
the $30,000 bond required of him Uud
went to jail for tho night.
