VOICE OF LABOR

SPEAKS PLAINLY

Good Word For Harmon, Hop,
Donahue and Johnson.

The Joint committee of tho Broth-
erhood of Hallway Trainmen nnd
Ohio Federation of Labor, in nn offi-

cial report, hnvo this to say regard-
ing Governor Harmon's attitude

labor: "For the past two years
he has served ns governor or Ohio,
during which lime he has been fair
to tho class of labor we leprosent,
and signed all laws enacted In the
Interest of organized labor."

Of Timothy S. Hogati, Democratic
cnndlduto for attorney general, the
report says: "An ablo lawyer and a
strong advocate of thu laboring peo-
ple."

Another report deal extensively
with tho records of Judges Crow and
Summers of tho supreme eotirt of
Ohio, caudldntca on tho Hopubllcan
ticket for nnd with the
qualifications of their opponents on
the Democratic ticket, Judge Maurice
II. Donahito of Perry county, and
II. Dounhue, Perry county, nnd Judge
James Johnson, Clarke coiinty.

The report says that Judge W. B.
Crow has been tnf the supremo bench
since 1902, and during that time, In
cases between worklngmen and com-
panies, had voted upon 73 cases In
favor of the company. In a very
largo "percentage of theno cases, ono
or both of the lower courts had ruled
against tho company.

Judge A. N, Summers has been on
the bench since l'J04, and has voted
upon 08 cases in favor of the com-
pany, in most of which cases one or
both lower courts had ruled ngnlnst
the compnny.

In nearly nil of the cases Quoted
the report says that "the vote of both
Judges Crew nnd Summers was on
technical matters of law, or denied
tho right of trial by Jury, or magni-
fied tho defense- of assumed risk or
contributory negligence faorablo to
the company, or modlllcd tho degree
of caro that tho compnny heretofore
must excrefse towards a person kill-
ed or Injured in favor of tho com-
pnny."

Of tho Democratic candidates, the
report says Judgo M. II.

1900. "Investigation of the cases
upon which he has voted Bhows him
to bo eminently fair both to corpora-
tion and employes In passing judg-
ment upon matters of contention be-

James Johnson, Jr., Is reported nn

ablo lnwyer, HO years of actlvo prac-
tice and "established the right of a
union to udopt and publish ' n label
which no one has a right to iibo with-
out tho approval of tho union."

Tho report snys further: "The vill-
ous decisions of tho supremo court
have causod tho Judges of the lower
courts within the stato to hesitate to
render decisions favorable to tho

"Hut what has aroused tho people
of the state more than tho number
ot officials and the large amounts In-

volved is the attitude of the othei
Republican officials and the organiza-
tion nnd press of thnt party. It has
been ono of bold donlal and determi-
nation to cover up the graft nnd side
with tho grafters In tho fuce not
only of the strongest circumstances of
suspicion, and in some cases plain
proof, until tho enclosures of last fall
and winter drove them to chnngo
their course to that of themselves
claiming credit foi results they did
their utmost to prevent

"Klrst came tho defeat In the house
of tho resolution to Investigate when
tho stato treasurer refused to glvo
that body Information nbout the de-

posits of tho public moneys.
"Then came the opposition to tho

llko resolution In the senate which
missed defeat only by one vote, and
tho constant obstruction and abuse
of tho committee which made the In
vestigation,

"All through tho ensuing campaign
Governor Harris and his fellow offi
cials and candidates assured the peo-
plo thero was nothing wrong any-
where, though tho commltteo's report
nnd that of Maik Slater's sucefssor
showed there wns something wrong.
Tho Republican statu commltteo
Hooded tho state, with. denials. So
did the thick and thin Republican pa-

pers, including the one owned and
edited by Mr. Harding.

"Tho unseemly action of tho Re-

publican leaders In tying my hands
by confirming Governor Harris' ap-
pointments at the special scsslou
called just one week beforo my In-

auguration, wua a confession of un-

easiness. So wns the unprecedented
course ot hauglug the llcutcnniut gov-

ernor on my back nnd heaping ob-

structions In my way when I asked
for a commission to complete Inves-
tigations which had been held up by
court proceedings founded on trivial
technicalities.

"All this alarmed tho people
It showed that the otllelals d

In robbing them were numer-
ous nnd powerful enough to control
the othor stato ollUers, the majority
In tho general assembly and tho or-
ganization nnd most of the press of
the dominant party.

"This accounts for my election as
governor In the face of an Immense
majority for Taft. This set my chief
task for mo and has made the pres-
ent state campaign turn on the ques-

tion whether I have kept faith with
he peoplo or broken It."
