much from a lterary point of view.

to, who might be suppossd to know
something at least of the truth of his-
tory, but whose once famous poem,
“Orlando Furioso,” Is a tissue of his-
torleal absurdities from beginning to
onil

In this poem Charlemngne and his
peors are joined by Edward I, of Eng-
land, Richard, earl of Worwick; Clar-
enee and the Dukes of York and
Gloncester; cannon are employed hun-
dreds of years before the tlme of
Monk Schwartz, and the Moors are
represented ns established in Spain in
splte of the historle fact that 300 years
elapsed after the death of Charle-
magne before they crossed from Afrl-
en. In one place Prester John, who
lived 400 years after Charlemagne,
and Constantine the Great, who died
five centurles before him, are intro-
dueed and bold familiar converse with
