COMMON MISTAKES AIIOUT MEXICO.
It Is tho general belief of Americans that Mexico tt more Spanish than

the country really Is. The language, where there nrb towns and schools
and nny approach to modern industrial and commercial conditions, Is Span-
ish, nnd the religion nnd customs of Mexico came from Hpnlh. The pqopjo
who are of European blood nre chiefly Spanish In origin, but they are a
'small minority.'

Mexico Is more Indian thnn Spanish In blood. Only nbout 19 per cent,
of Its Inhabitants nro white, or nearly so. About 38 .per cent, nre wholly

The romnlnlng 43 per cent, nre of mixed rnccif, the Indian clement
predominating, as a rule Mexico, therefore, is Indian, with a Spanish
veneer rather thnn Spntilsh with nn Indian element In tho populntion.

It Is commonly thought thnt Mexico Is a hot country. That Is truo as to
.the low const lands, It Is true of the sun's direct rays In all sections. Hut
the greater part of the people of .Mexico live on the great central tableland.
There the nights nre cool nnd the days, nlso, nre cool, rather thnn hot, In
the shndo and except for a rew hours when the sun is highest.

Americans often think of Mexico ns a tropical country of dense forests
and Jungles. There nro such districts In .Mexico, but much lnrgor nrons nro
nearly idestltute of timber. In very extenslvo regions wood is scarce, even
for fuel.

It Is often supposed that Mexico abounds In fruit nnd in vogetnblo food
of ninny kinds. On the contrary, the country, taken ns n whole, with some
striking oxcoptlons, Is poor in the products of agriculture. .Mexico Imports
more food, both unlmal nnd Vegetable, thnn It exports.

"Porhnps the gravest mistake nboiu .Mexico which Is common In the
United Stntes Is the belief, less prevalent than It usod to be, that Mexico Is n
real republic. It has the form of u republic, of tho most liberal and thor-
oughgoing type, but there Is only n shell. ,In reality there Is no popular
government. A small, dominant class holding most of the land and other
valuable properly, turns elections a farce. Diaz is much more of des-
pot than nny monarch In Europe, not excepting the Czar.

It Is a mistake to' take tho Mexlcnn government seriously, In some
On paper, education Is not only free but compulsory. In fact, more

than two-thir- of the Inhabitants can neither rend nor write. All children
are supposed to go to school, but only about rO00 nro enrolled, out of n
population of nearly 1

--,,01)0,000 nnd a population of school nge that cannot
fall below 1,000,000.

On the other hnnd, It Is an error to suppose, us Americans do, thnt wo-m-

the colleges nnd other Institutions for professional Instruction nre either forwomen or for men and women together. Out of. about 10,000 students insuch Institutions nearly 4,000 are women.

CANNOT ELECT

United States Senator And
Extra Session Must Be

Called Say Attorneys.

By United rrtss Wre.Columbus, O., Nov. 30. ilf tho
members of tho general assembly pro-
ceed on tho theory that the session
to bo held this winter s u regular
one, their election of u United 3tutis
senator and all laws enacted by them
will be Invalid, according to Attorney
Allen V. Thurmnn, who asserts that
It will be f:ioccwiry '.'or Governor
Hnrmon to call an extraordinary ses-
sion of the general assembly to cure
this defect.

Judge George y. Okey, constitution-
al lawyer, Is of tho same opinion, and
he has written to Governor Harmon
suggesting that ho cull tho general
assembly in extraordinary session. If
Messrs. Thurmun and Okey are right
In their contention, there must ho nn-nu- al

sessions of legislatures until tho
constitution is amended, so ns to per-
mit biennial ones, ns was Intended.
Okey and Thurmun both hold that tho
attempt of the general assembly last
winter to change Tegular sessions

from even to odd numbered years was
Invalid.

Governor Harmon was attondlng
tho congress of governors In Krnnk- -
fort, Ky yesterday, nnd his course
In the subject could not bo ldarnod.

Pour Wiijh Open.
"There nre but four ways In which

the legislature, under tho constitu-
tion, cun convone," nald Thurman.
"First, by regulur session; second by
adjournment from day to day by
recess to a fixed day; third, when the
two houses disagree ns to tho tlmo
of adjournment, then tho governor
mny adjourn nnd call tho members
together nt some stated date, and
fourth, under u call for nn extraor-
dinary session.

"Tho constitution of 1851 provided
that the regular sessions should be
held biennially and that tho flrrft reg-
ular one should convopo tho first
Monday In Junuary, 18G2. As a re-
sult of this clauso, Tegular sessions
can only be hold In oven numbered
years.

"In 1005, nn amondmont to tho con-
stitution was adopted and by It tho
times for holding bpssIohh woro al-

tered so thnt stato officers nro to be
elected In even numbered years, nnd
municipal tlckots In odd numbered
