Dawn sees
them waking to a day of nerve rack-
ing, musclo wearying toll; midnight
sees them returning from a sixteen
hour day of cruel, sevcro toll and
strain. What wonder Is It that they
hall tho advent of the holiday season
not with tho rejoicing that should
mark Its coming, but with tho dread
and fear yes, oven with the curses
of tho overworked? ''Merry Christ-
mas" to them Is mockery.
Hard Work Is Uneseapable,

At Its boat tho Christmas season Is a
period of inevitable hard work. Con-
centration o.t so much buying In so
short a time means Increased labor for
thoso who mako the gifts, thoso who
handle and sell them and those who
dollver them. The worker knows that

Plague Rat and
Or Will They
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FOE OF THE BUBONIC PLAQUE,

Is tho permanont home of tho terrible
bubonlo ploguo, whlfh Is slaying hu-

man beings In several parts of the
earth. In addition, the rat Is lnfestod
by tho flea. The latter pest Is the
temporary homo or carrier of tho
plague, It gets the bacillus of tho
disease by biting tho rat and then
proceeds to bite the human being, who
Is thereupon Infected with the disease.
Thus It comes about that In order to
rid the world of tho bubonlo bacillus,
which lives In the rat, man must kill
the rodent. There Is no escape from
the conclusion that tho rat must go,
and with him must go tha various
other animals, such as tha California
ground squirrel, which also harbor the
bacilli carrying flea.

To paraphrase a well known Biblical
quotation, while other diseases have
slain their thousands tha bubonlo
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for some time beforo Christmas day i

ho will bo called on for greater effort,
But Christmas evo and the few days
preceding It need not br the antithesis
of the holiday season which It 1ms be-oo-

for so many persons. Sad as It
Is to lay stress on the fact. It Is "man's
Inhumanity toward man" (and even
moro woman's Inhumanity townrd wo-

man) which "makes countless thou-
sands mourn" that has made the holi-
day season a verltablo antlholtday
tlmo.

In factory, In store, In postoince, In
express ofllco everywhere, as Christ-
mas approaches nearer ond nearer-d- oes

one soo the effects of this Inhu-
manity. To tho very dawn of Christ-
mas day the forcing and crowding and
hurrying of the workers aro carrlml to
a degreo and In n manner to shumn
tho days of slave driving. When men
and grown women aro tho victims the
result Is sad enough, but the over-
working of children at tho bleDHri)
Yuletlmo Is a deeper, moro grievous
reproach to our civilization.

man beings. More than that, It is kill
ing them today. Thus tho grewsomo
record runs: A million persons aro dy-

ing annually of the dlsonso In India.
Thousands of others are dying In oth-
er countries. Twenty thousand sqpnro
miles, th of tho entire sur-
face of the stato of California, are In-

fested by the wood rat nnd the ground
squirrel, potential carriers of th
plaguo. This species of wood rat Is
found nlso on our Atlnntlo coast, from
Now York to Florida, and In catn of
Infection would spread tho dlsensu
throughout this entire territory. Tho
common rat and Its parasite, the flea,
are also, respectively, tha possible
homa and carrlor of tho plaguo.

Renders of history urtt familiar with
tho bubonic plugue and Its almost

Inmost of death. Its au-

thentic history goes back to the third
or fourth century beforo Christ, whPii
It existed In epidemic form In north-
ern Africa. In the reign of Jtutluluti.
D42 A. I)., the plnguo appeared In
Kgypt. Since Hint tlmo thorn havo
been many epidemics, probably the
moat notable one being that which
devastated Kurope In the fourteenth
century, when ne.irly one-fourt- h, of the
population of Kuropn succumbed, Out
of 2.000,000 Inhabitants of Norway
only 300.000 survived, in IOCS came the
grcnt plnguo In London, dcscilbed by
Daniel Oefoe. In all these epidemics
the disease was known variously as
"the plague" and "tho blnck death."

Beginning Its terribly sure nnd fatal
march uroiiud the World In 1894, the
present epidemic of tho plague hns en-

gaged tho earnest uttontlou of the
world's scientists. Men of medical
eminence In nil the nations of the
world nre devoting to study of the.
methods of prevniillnt) uud treatment
inutiy hour. of their precious time.

Prominent iiiong the physicians and
sanltarlnn of inn United States who
are lending In tho warfare on tho
"blnck denth" nre Dm. Walter Wjinun
nnd W C. IUicker of the marine hos-
pital service nnd Dr. Louis I.. Seninau.
Dr. Senmnn Is a man of International
authority on preventive medicine. He
has observed the bubonic plague In
ninny pnrts of the world and speaks
with nuthorlty concerning Its sprend
In a recent Interview ho declared that
It Is one of the greatest dangers with
which tho modern world has to con-

tend, "It threatens to sprend very
much further." suld Dr. Henman, giv-

ing the figures In relntlon to Cali-
fornia already stated. "All rnces are
subject to l attacks not. ns has been
stated In California, tho Chinese race
nlone.
