As
teachers nnd parents we must remem
ber that the tlieatQrilsithjyroosr, pow-
erful factor for gdoWTor qvll acord- -
Ing to whatsis there tJ Ujgt theater
wo uro In tho' most susoepltb'le ihood.
There Is the ntuelc, afielfllght, the
peoplp are wrtViUresgeHj nrjJlJj happy,
we nro gettlng""oVvay fr5mtho hum-
drum realities of life, and there IS

the curtain This curtain exerts a
magical lulluence llehlnd It lies
fairyland When It rolls slowly up
It reveals a scene that may not bo
unlike cur own home or town, but,
the utmoBphere Is different. The peo-
ple who come from behind the scenes
speak differently, act differently', they
all are clothed In tho magical robo
of romance The speeches, costumes,
nettings, all tire nrranged to throw
a glamour of unreality over tho scene.

Wo hear all over the country today
a plea fuY good literature Tho samo
plea is 'cbmlng to be mado for' the
theater,t Some 'people find their recro
atlon In books, and can sit for hours
deep In "tliiL works ot some good auth-
ors But, thropio many who can-
not enjoy rending.

'First ot all,
we must Huo tWt good plays are put
on. I think we should encourage
amateur plays. Good plays. I don't
meun by that, solemn, serious plays.

But what are we going to do with
tho plays that aro not clean' We tan
boycott them. JiiBt stay away from
thum and don't say unythlng about
the.ni. and when you do hear of a good
play, talk It 'up.
