PELICATE CRIMINALS.

It is a very remarkable fact in
physieal seience, and one not hither-
to treated in any of the medical

works, that great criminals have very
w&&;nﬁons‘ The man who
steals o coat to'protect himself ‘ﬁ'"!'ﬂ?‘
the winter's cold, “er—who is dnven,
perhaps by sheer necessity, to steal
money with which to ||rn\'itie him-
self and family with the necessaries
of life; goes to the Penitentiary, re-
mains in good health, and thrives
well on prizson fure. The man who
steals a million, or murders his com-
wnion in eold blood, is sent to the
l—‘enitemisr}'. takes cold as soon as
his head is shaved, aud develops all
the symptoms of consumption by the
time he has got his legs well into his
striped trowsers. Several instances
of this singular tendency towards
sudden disease have been furnished
the public of Iste. Frank Walworth,
an elegant young gentleman, who
cooly shot Tus father one morning in
order to maintain family discipline
and correct certain mandlin and ab-
surd paternal expressions, went to
the Penitentinry mstead of the gal-
lows, where the elegant young gen-
tleman should have gone, and has
been there just long enongh to de-
velop an interesting case of consumyp-
tion. - Stokes, another elegant young
gentleman, who shot his whilom
friend and associate, mainly for the
sake of an abandoned woman, also
went to the Penitentimy. He has
not been there as long as Walworth,
however. .\rvortiingﬂ', his consump-
tion has not resched itz tuberenlur
stage, and he has contented himself
with the bronchitis. My, Tweed, an
elegant old gentleman, who betrayed
the official trust confided in him, and
took £1,000,000 out of the Public
Treasury, has gone to the Peuiten-
tiary, and the ¢lank of the cell door
has hardly ceased to reverberate be-
fore he commences to manifest all
the signs of disease,  Weare inform-
ed in one dispateh that he iz dead,
and in another that he has inflam-
mation of the brain, and, if these do
not ereate for the illustrious eriminal
the requisite amount of sympathy, we
ghall undoubtedly soon be informed
that his burly form is wasting awny
under the ravages of consumption,
and shall be called upon to pity the
sorrows of a peer old man, placed
where he can do the most good, and
struggling with untoward fate in a
pair of striped trousers,

If all these illustrious criminals,
these murderers who murder in a
genteel fashion, and these thieves
who steal by millions, are to go off
into consumption with such frightful
rapidity, it is time the inhumanity
was stopped. Some consideration
shonld be displayed for their sensi-
tive temperaments and’ delicate con-
stitutions. They are not used to this
style of life. They have been acens-
tomed to dress in purple and fine
linen. Their hands have not been
soiled or hardened with work. They
have eaten from gilded china, and
drank from crystal, and slept upon
down. The barber who has dressed
their heads has-annointed them with
sweet smelling nnguents.  This sud-
den change to the coarse prison par-
ticolor, te the necessity of earning a
subsistence by the sweat of their
brows, this eating of bean-soup from
a tin-platter, and drinking of pea-cof-
fee from a tin<dipper, this inartistic
shaving of the head, and numerous
other little inconveniences of this
sort, consequent npon their sudden
change of circumstances, are very
madifying and embarrassing to gen-
tlemen who have moved in_higher
cireles.

Whatis more,
he deserves it. He shouldn’t have
been a low-down thief. TIf he had
wanted sympathy, he should have
purloined thousands with kid gloves
on and spent it in dinmonds; (nbe-

thing to eat or wour,

“Fur Ihe !i.“.'t t.w ::1}' }'L' TS O
more the various expeditions 1o the
Far West have been acenmulsting
the materianls which will enable the
gevlogist to reomstinet the phyisic-
al history of these now lurren, tree-
lesg plains. Numerous cemeterios of
the ancient nhabitants have
diseovered, whose remains have beeu
more or less disentombed by the ae-
tion of the elements, It is now
known that a vast chain of fresh wa-
ter lakes covered the surface of this
contineut, to a greater or less extent,
from the Mississippi to the Pueific
Coast, and from the Arctic Sea to
Mexico.  Some of these lukes were
of enormons size. The great ancient
lake basin, known as Mauvaises
Terres, or the “Bad Lauds,” eovered

back as e writer visited
of theet far-famed boue deposits, on
White Earth River, in Dakota,
1enr the northwestern bise of the
Black Hills, It is one of the wild-
est and most desolate regions on this
continent. It has boen very appro-
priately named by the Dakota Indi-
ans, Ma-Ko Seetcha, or “Bad Lands.”
which signifies & very difficult coun-
try to travel over—not only from
the raggedness of the surface, but
also from the absence of sny good
water, and the small supply of woad
and game. It iz only to the geolo-
gist that this place can have any
permanent attractions,  He wonds
his way through its wonderful cun-
ons among some of the grandest
riing in the world. Tt resembles. in-
deed, n gigantic city fallen to decny.
Houses, towers, minarets and spires
may apparently be scen on every
side. hese fantastic piles sssume
the greatest variety of shapes when
viewed in the distanee, and not un-
frequently the rising orthe setting
sun lights up these grand old ruins
with a wild, strange beanty. In the
sunmmer the sun pours its Tays on
the bare, white walls, which reflect
them on the weary traveler with »
double intensity, not only oppressing
him with the heat, but so dazzling
his eyes that he is not unfreguently
affected with temporary blindness
It is at thefoot of these rnins that
the fossil treasures are found. 1In
the lower strata we find the testh
and jaws of a hyopotamus, a river-
horse much like the hippopotamus,
which must have lived in the marsh-
ez that bordered this lake. Tere,
too, the titunotherium, a gigantie
pachyderm, associated with a species
of hornless vhinoceros. Higher up
in some of these lake sediments,
thousands of turtles were imhedded,
and are preserved to the present time

oneg

with surprising perfection, their
harder portions being as com-
plete as when the animals were

swimming nbout in the tertiary wa-
ters hundreds of thonsands of years
ago. They vary in size from an inch
or two across the back to three or
four feet. _Associated with the re-
mains of turtles are those of a num-
ber of ruminants, all belonging to ex-
tinet genera, and possessing peculiar
charaoters which ally them to the
deer and the hog. Indeed, Dr. Lei-
dy calls them ruminating hogs.
Like the domestie species, they were
provided with cutting-teeth and ca-
pines, but the grinding teeth are
constructed after the same pattern
as those of all living ruminants, The
feet of these animals were provided
with four toes, and none of them
possessed horns or antlers.  They
appear to have existed in great num-
bers, and to have lived in great herds
like the bison of the West, Remains
of more than seven hundred individ-
uals of one species huve been al-
ready studied and described by Dr.
Leidy. Their enemies were numer-
ous; among them were wolves, hy-
enodons, and sabre-toothed tigers.

“In the summer of 1857, while
the writer was attached to the Ex-
plering Expedition under the com-
mand of Lieut. Warren, he discover-
ed on the Niohraua River another of
those remarkable graveyards, in
which was entombed a fauna, elose-
Iy allied to, and yet entively distinot
from that on White River, and
plainly intermedinte between that of
the Iatter and that of the present pe-
riod. Several species of extinet cam-
cls, and a greal variety of the horse
family characterized this fauna,
One of the horses was about the size
of the common domestic animal,
while another allied Torm, sbont the
size of a Newfoundland doz, was
provided with three hoofs 1o ench
foot, though the lateral hoofs were
radimental.  Dr. Leidy has already
identified I\\'\‘lﬂ}‘-m'\‘u:‘: species of
the horse family which are thus
known to have lived on this conti-
nent prior to the advent of man—
