A terrible sccudens vecarrcu vn  Satar-
day night last, on the Great Western road
aboutl 7 miles west of London, in which
no less than ten persons lost their lives
and some twenty were more or less se-
verely injured.

Seized
with panic the passengers rushed to the
door at the resr of the car, and csused a

jam renderiug escape more difficalt nniil

the smoke strangled them. A few eseap-
ed by the windows, and fell by the side
of the track. The train ran at about 30
miles per bour, snd went 3 miles alter
the car was in a blaze. The car was =l-
most wholly censumed in six minoutes,
burning like tnder. The killed and
wounded wers Canadian residents.

It 1s marvellous that & woman should
travel through the villages of the country,
and lectore sgminst Christinn  marriace,
for women would be the first sufferer®,
and they would be the greatest sufferers
from such degradation. No wowmnn who
is willing 1o travel through the villages
und corners of the country, and Jecture for
the purpose of degrading Christinn mar-
ringe, of disseminating her immoral ideas
and of gathering up a few (ll-gotten dol-
lars, can be regarded as the friend of her
sex, or the frend of morality.

Yet such women are busily engaged
traveling over the by-ways of the country,
endeavoring to leave such idess of mar-
riage ou the minds of their hearers, which
if fellowed out, would subvert the present
order of sociely. But whether “Free Lov-
ers” have a better system of marriage 10
offer, than the one they s0 sneeringly and
biuerly dencunce, shonld be carefully ex-
amined by every friend of trath, honor
and morality.

Soch a lecture, by such a woman, was
Iately given in the Town Hall of Rock
Creek. ‘1 be ground taken by the leclurer
was, that “The air is filled with the frag-
ments of exploding institutions; and
Cliristicn marri is e fnster
than all ¢lse. And therefore the marringe
law of the past, could not be the mar-
ringe law of the future” *‘Misery, as a
rale, is the result of Christian marringe;
happiness is the exception. The cause ol
1his §s jurgely due 1o lhe cruelty of the
Christian Jaw ot divorce; and 10 the fuct
thut women are not free to choose the
Inthers of their children.” The remedy
for this state of things is, since the door
into marringe is as wide as bumanity, the
door oul of merringe must be &8 wide as
necessity.”
The ideas, and words, s nearly as could
be, were taken down from the speaker's
lips; and to all of this we sternly olject.
Itis pot true that everything s expliod-
ing. ‘There seems to be & general ¢xplo-
sion of dishooest railroad companies, of
dishonest treasuvers, of dishonorable rings
and of wicked men and women in gener-
: g good snd troe and sacreil,
ot is gomgtg explode. Nor
is lhere uny more tende to break
down Christian marriage to-day, “than at

to declure that misery is the result of
Clristinn marringe, and happiness the ex-
ceplion.

t is imposshble for a virtuous person to
see where the oppreseion ol the Ol ristian
law of divorces, 88 it is stated in Mazt. v,
83 Tt frees the honorable wife from an
adulterous husband, and frees the honor-
able husbund from ' an adalterous wife.
Tue oppression of this is not essily seen.
There is another cause for divoree, stated
in the Scriptares, which the lecturer seem-
ed to be igonorant of: 1Cor. vim:14.
Here, again, it is difficalt to see any op-
pression or croelty. Il a busband leaves
his wife a sufficient leogth of time, and
ghiows his intention clesrly, the wilc may
rightiully seck a divorce. And so wilh a
deserted husband.  Nor is there any cru-
elty in the fsct that Christisnily recogniz-
es only these Iwo causes for divorce—adal-
tery und desertion. The law of Christian
marriage does not compel marricd parties
w live logether; and il may be better, in
some cases, [or the parties to separate (han

to live together.
But suppose that the door out of mar-

ringe, was as “wide as necessity,”"—which
simply means that soy one may be di-
vorced when they please, and as offen ns
they please—would thst be s remedy for
unhappy marrisges? This s the point to
be considered, This Priestess of Free
Love declared that essy divorce wounld
prove the sovereign remedy. Bhe declar-
ed that men and women should be free o
murry and unmarry, as they (elt it needfal,
She admitted that the sscond marriage
would be aslikely to prove unhappy as
the first, the third as the second, and the
fourth as the third, *“Butibere iz no other
way to find out the true marriage law."

The wickedness and madness and false.
ness of such idess, ought to be their am-
ple reflutation. 'What wouald be the socisl
standing of any msn or woman who had
been married and divorced three or four
times? The degradation of such a con-
dition of society, would be awful. And it
is evident that “free divorce” would be no

does nol touch the catss of unbappy mar-
riages; butit is plain enough that easy di-
vorce would greatly multiply such mar-
riages.
The causes of unb: ppy marriages must
be looked for in the motives which lead to
marriage. Wbhen people marry for a
home, Or & support, or moncy, of conven-
ivnoe, or passion, or through anger or re-
venge—as many do—the result is inevita-
ble; disgusi and misery must follow. But
divorce is no remedy for this; anditis
simply outrageous to say that the resuits
of such marriages, 18 the regular result of
Christian marriage.
If such lecluring women have sny mo-
tive above disseminating immoral idm.
and making & few dishonorable dollars,
let them turn their alleation to the canses
of unhappy marriage, and vividly portray
them, and warn the young of the conse-
quences of marrylug under wrong mo-
tivea, and so dimioish the amount of sul-
fering from such canses.  The Held is
unoccupied—Iiet bonorsble and pure wo-
men fillit.  Buot in no case can & woman
stand before a promiscuous audience and
denounce the Christisn law of marriage,
without losing all claims 1o booorable
womanhood.
It is nelther ressonsable or decent fora
woman to attack Christian marriage in a
Christian community, and adduce such
suthorities as r. Pillsbury, A. J. Davis,
Wright, Frothingham, &e., in support of
hier immoral idess;  especiully when she
bad tuken an unfair advaniage of her au-
dience, by making an unexpected assault
on Christian marringe in ber last lecture.
Nor is it reasonable or decent fora woman
to eome into 8 Clristian community, and
indulge her bitterness and infidelity, in
joers and flings st Christinnity, and in
classing the Lord Jesus Clirist with Plato,
Mobamet, Boerates, and other divine man.
Let the evils of soclety be fuirly and
justly exposed by any man or woman who
has the ability to do it, in language truth-
fuland chaste. They will be listened to
with mterest sod remembered with re-
spect by inlelligent and moral people;
bat female orators, who travel under two
ar three names, through the villages and
corners of the country, for the sake of de-
grading Christian marriage, and gelting
hold of o few dishonest dollars, are, for
the most part, listened to wuh pitying
shame, and remembered with disgust,
Rock Cresk, Feb. 2, 1874 DrLTA.
