YEDDO.

Yeddo is a city of Gardens and
palaces, and, with its thirty hills, is
unequaled in the world. It stretches
out beyond the limits of sight, like a
vast park; It is built upon these;1,
and a great river runs through it.
The "Siro," or Taikoun's palace, rises
in the centre like a huge citadel from
widespreading glaces or turf, which
descend to circular lakes and canals.
Thirty bridges of granite unite the
citadel to the City of the Princes, or
"Soto-siro,- " which is quite unlike all
other Japanese towns. . It does not
contain a single wooden house, but
is built in a severe rectangular style,
of white stone, and surrounded by
ditches supplied with pure running
water. In this immense section of
the great city are the official residen-
ces of all the Japanese nobility, of the
warlike diamios who are the lords
and masters of the laboring popula-
tion, and of the fertile plains from
whence they derive immense reve-
nues. Among the things which have
passed away is the custom that
obliged all these vassals of the Tai-kou- n

to pass one year in three in the
Sacred city, as an act of homage to
the suzerain. They came, accompa-
nied by their harems, their officers,
and their troops. What a magnifi-
cent exhibition of feudal state must
that have been which no European
ever beheld for there were eighteeu
daimios "of sacred origin," 30 cre-
ated by the Taikoun duringtwocen-turies- ,

and nearly T50,0001iattamoth-os,- "

or greafcaptains and knights!
Eacbman prided himself on the
brilliancy of bis escort and attend-
ants ; each man's suite amounted to
at least 900 persons, and they were
all lodged m the inner .city, called
the palace of the diamios, which mu
have needed all its exquisite propor
tion and simple arrangement to ac
commodate thenL The revolt of the
diamios had changed all this before
M. De Beauvoir's visit, aud the great
palace was empty. But there was
plenty of stir in the citv, notwith
standing ; and the outside of the
palaces, with their ' splendid orna
mentsano gnaea Diaeonry, was no
less imposing that there were no
armed crowds within the towering
gates. From Soto-sir-o to "Midzi,'
the commercial city, the way lies
along a hill-sid- e, and between great
granite walls, which inclose immense
parks. Immediately above these
walls are hedges, six feet wide and
forty feet high, cut and trained to
marvelous pertection ; they are lorm

3 ,- - lea oi cameiias, azeieas, ana rose
laurels ; they are enamelled iu rich
colors upon their dark green back
ground, and whole flocks of sacred
birds, white plumaged, are always
nuttenpg among inein. it was while
the travelers were lingering in this
enchanted spot, reminding them of
all their imaginations of the hang
ing gardens of Babylon, that they
witnessed one of the charcteristic
sights of Yeddo one of the great
Princes going down to the public
promenade. He was escorted by
neraids in sky:Diue, armed with for
midable Wooden swords. Then came
a procession of halberdiers, battle-a- x

men, talconers, gentlemen in waiting
and pages pompously escorting the
lackering "norimon, carried by
eight men, in which his Highness sat
cross-legge-d, a sword sticking two
feet out of each window- - His High
ness did not deign to cast one glance
npon the - sacrilegious foreigners.
On reaching the commercial city
they were chiefly ' struck by two
things ; first, the incomparable clean
liness of the streets, which are like
the carefully-tende- d paths of a park
and secondly, the precaution against
fire. . At regular iutervals at all the
principal points : of the town, high
oellries are erected, columnar in
shape, which are ascended by means
of ladders, and from whence the
whole quarter can be minutely in
spected, Jn the summit of each is
a magnificent bronze bell wherewith
to sound the alarm. In almost every
house there is a wooden pump ready
for use, .and at intervals of fifty feet
there are pyramids ot water-pail- s

with shining copper., hoops, and al
ways full ot water, ihe trench
travelers formed the third European
party which had ever been permitted
to visit the gardens of the Taikoun,
into which they passed through the
cyclopean gates ot the vast fortress.
It is a scene of complicated pretti- -

ness, with kiosks overlooking the
sea, lakes covered with sacred birds
with golden and silver plumage,
thickets or purple trees; falconries,
with all the curious apparatus of the
lordly sport; summer-house-s fitted
up for music, for dancing, and for
feasting, with all the fragile elegance
of the highest style of Japanese art
The next great sight in Yeddo is the
famous temple of Asaxa, which the
French travelers visited when it had
the additional attractipn of a fair go-

ing on in its avenues. This extraor
dinary place is known as the "So
journ of the thirty-thre- e thousand
three hundred and thirty.three di
vinities, of whom one is in particu
lar favor. He is the god of tooth-
ache. Each sufferer brings him his
offering; he then chews a little ball
of paper into a complete pulp, and
spits it out against one ot the pic
tures with great dexterity. He then
retires, convinced that he has given

Lobsters—Their Habits Food and
Growth.

A letter from S. M, Johnson, of
Scituate Harbor, gives the following
interesting Information about the
habits of the lobster. The time when
they draw into shore for a better
supply of food varies very much in
different localities. We find them
coming iu as early as March or Aiirl

.- 1 1 'I- - - xlin some places, wnue in tuners iney
do not make their apjiearnnce until
Mayor June. Nor is the time of
their going or coming tle same
from year lo year. Indeed, thev
seem to be somewhat erratic in their
habits, and on that account compai.
ativoly littlo is known nbout them;
and any observation made this year,
however carefully, might, the next
lead to quite different conclusions.
We mention this merely to show
that in seeking for information we
should not take the evidence of any
one person " conclusive, though it
might lie perfectly correct so fur as
his observation went in that particn- -

ar locality. Ihey seem to movo
quite rapidly in their migrations,
staying in one place only long

noiigh to consume what rood pre
sents itself. They move in solid h,
column, flie larger and stronger al- -

last end of the school presents a sor-
ry appearance, composed as it is of
the small, maimed and

They move in this order until
they find themselves on the shoal
ground, where the great variety and
abundance of food seems to satisfy
them ; the food consists of muscles,
clams, periwinkles and the like. I
would say in this connection that,
though voracious in their habits they
are epicures as well ia their choice t'f
food, and are not easily enticed into
traps, except with the freshest of
bait. They remain on the grounds
the greater part of the summer
many seeking the sandy banks and
rocky crevices where they shed their
shell, reiuiduing in a semi-torpi- d con-

dition during this change, venturing
forth again as the shell becomes suf-

ficiently hard and they become
strong enough to defend themselves
against nearly all kinds of fish as
thy are easily captured and eaten
while in this soft state. As the sea-

son advances we find them moving
off shore in as hungry condition as
when they came in the spring. It is
probable that they seek the deep
waters of the bay in winteffor the
protection it affords during our se-

vere storms, and for the warmer tem-
perature of the water, which is more
congenial to them. In a general way
this covers their movements so far as
is known. Of their organism and
structure, though curious and inter-
esting, it is hardly necessary to speak
further, as the practical results we
wish to bring about are not to any
great extent influenced by knowl-
edge on this point, except in the
manner in which they increase in
size, or grow. This. changeJtak
place only as the shell, which has be-

come full, is sloughed off, another of
larger size taking rtsplace, the new
one being fully formed under the
old,mid having something the ap-
pearance of Iudia rubber, being very
flexible and elastic, The time when
this change takes place depends on
circumstances; but it is quite evident
that all lobsters do not shed every
year, and never do so until they have
fully filled the old ones, which is
done more or less frequently, accord-
ing to the quality of food they have
been able to obtain. -
