One of the greatest holidays in
China is kite day. i8 ocours on

0 out upon the hills and spend the
sl.y in flying kites. Sometimes
thirty or forty thousand people are
assembled together on one hill,
where they engage all day in this
beantiful amusement. I classes
engage in it, we believe, from the
emperor down to the actor. Taking
their kites and going to the hills to
fly them on this day is called “as-
cending on high.” The kites are of
all sizes, and great variety of shapes.
and colors. Bome are in the #ha
of spectacles, others represent fish,
or eels, or a kraken ten to thirty feet
long; others are like birds, bugs,
batterflies or quadrupeds; some rep-
resent men sailing through the air;
others sre eight sided, in imitation
of the eight diagrams, invented by
one of the Chinese emperors. To
invent a kite is a sign of geniusin
a ruleror a statesman. On s fine
day, when the air iz full of these
kites, gaudily colored, and in
tesque and beautiful forms, and in
queer combinations, the effect is very
pleasing. Someof them are adorn-
ed with the heads of d 8 and
tigers, The spectator sees in the
air what appears to be an immense
bird, or a group of hawks. The
Chinese show great skill in keeping
a half & dozen paper hawks going on
one string. A very pretty appear-
ance is made by a number of
small kites so arran in the air as
to resemble the several blocks in a
game of dominoes.

Errecr oF CAMPHOR 0N SEED.—

‘not swell at 'all under the influence
of the simple moisture, but in every
case - they germinated where they
were subjected to the camphor solu-
tion. The experiment wasd extended
to different kinds of garden seeds,
old aud new, and slways with the
same result of showing a singular
awakening of dormant vitalism and
s wonderful guickening of growth.
It also appears from the Professor’s
researches that the young plants
thus set shooting contivued to in-
crease with a vigor and vivacit
much beyond that of those whi
were not so treated. On the other
band, when' pounded ecamphor was
mived with the soil itap to
ekercise a rather bad effect upon
seeds. ' The dose in this latter case
was possibly too strong. At all
events, there is here a line of inguiry
well worth following np by seeds-
men and gardeners; and even farm-
ers might try how far wheat and
barley would profit from the strange

Men whom it 1s safe to
trust with firearms eould, without
unnecessary trouble, prove that fact
to the proper authorities, and obtain
a suitable license.
